Some good news for taxpayers

came out of the specialmeeting of
Post school district trustees at5
p m. Tuesday. The Post schools
came through the 1965-6- school
year, which ended yesterday, with
a surplusof S35.072.24.

This was disclosed as trustees
amendedtheir budget for the fis-
cal school year Just closed.

It showed the school district
spent S672.917.S3 for Its operations
last year, outside of the federal
government'sTitle 1 and Title II '

programs, which Is more than S6.- -'

000 under theS679.222.31 budgeted.
The budget was amended,how-

ever, to Include S43.I3S.SS in fed-

eral money spent on the district's
Title I and II programs, which
brought the year's total expendi-
tures to S71S.046.71.

SUPT. HILL SHIVER told the
trustees that the S33.072 surplus
developed for two reasons: over
$8,000 less spent than budgetedand
becausetax collections for the year
were a little over 95 per cent when
only a 90.75 per cent collection had
been estimated becauseof school
tax Increases Initiated last year.

More good news for the taxpayers
Is that during the fiscal year a to-

tal of S42.000 worth of time war
rants were retired Instead of the
$35,000 budgeted for retirement

The district had sold $145,000
worth of time warrants to be re-

paid over five years to pay fr
the district deficit whirh developed
early In 1963 Just prior to Shiver
