As the rosult of an auto accident,

you are left with continuing pains
in your shoulder.

At least, so you say. But the
driver of the other car thinks you
arc faking. If It comes to a show-
down In court, would your word
nlone without supporting evi-

dence he enough grounds for
collecting damages?

That Is a difficult quostion. Ac-

cepting a person's unsupported
claim of pain may mean throwing
the door open to fraud.

On the other hand, the pain may
be real enough to the victim, even
though he has no way of proving"
it.

Most persuasive is medical evi-
dence. Although a doctor cannot
actually feol a patient's pain, he
can find out a great deal through
his Instruments. For example:

Pain may speed the patient's
pulse. It may affect his blood pre-sur- e.

his metabolism, and his res-
piration. It may even put extra
zigzags Into his electrocardiogram.

Moreover, a doctor can learn
much simply by watching a pa-
tient's expression. As one Judge
put It:

"There are symptoms of pain
that write their story on one's
countenance as clearly as light-
ning scribbles In the sky."

Will a court listen also to the
non - scientific observations of a
layman? Generally yes, because
those too may be revealing.

Thus, In one case, nn accident
victim's pain was proven through
the testimony of a fellow patient
In his hospital room. The patient
vividly recalled tho victim's
moans, groans, and weeping.

Area couplemakes
visit to Colorado

Please excuse me for no news
last week. Two car loads of rela-

The church school project was
started In November 1967 nnd the
bright new buildings have sprung
up during the tour of duty of most
of the Marines at Phu Hal. They"
