Boiler repairs
needed, school

board is told
School trusteesgot the bad news

at their December meeting Tues-
day night that the prlmnry school
boiler must be repaired at an es
timated cost of about J1,000.

Supt. Dill Shiver told the board
that a new part has been ordered
through the Bailey Holier Work
of Lubbock which Is expected to
stfip the pftfswH leak: and extend
the boiler's life up to five more
years.

The school told
trustees thatthere Is the remote
possibility that when repairmen
get Into the boiler they may find
It will have to be entirely replaced.

This would cost S3.06O to S7.000,
Shiver said. He added that the
boiler expense was not foreseen
and therefore not budgeted.

The superintendenttold The DIs
patch yesterdaythat the boiler re-

pair has been scheduledto begin
Friday afternoon and should be

before school begins
again Monday morning.

Shiver told trustees Tuesday
night that there Is no real danger
from the leaky boiler and that
Principal Don Klnard has been
checking the water level In t h e
boiler hourly for the last several
days.
