has issued a reminder thatnew re-

sidentsof Texas who wish to vote
in the presidential election this
year must apply for a ballot at the

! county clerk's office by 5 o'clock
Friday, Sept. 20.

i The reminder Is for voters who
will have lived In Texas more than
CO days but less than a year on
next Nov. 5, general election day.
This is the first time that resi-
dents of less than a year will be
able to vote in n Texas presiden-
tial election. A law passedin 1967

allows a new resident to vote If he
will have lived In Texas for at

m ...
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least CO days on election day pos-

sesses nil qualifications required
for voting in Texaselections except
t h e normal residence require-
ments, nnd was cither a qualified
voter In another state immediate-
ly prior to his removal to Texas
or would have been eligible to
vote In the presidential election in
the state of his former residence
If he had remainedthere nnd com-
piled with the state's legal re-

quirements for voting.
Cederholm said that If the voter

was registered in the state of his
former residencennd has n voter
rculstratlon certificate or other
document to prove his registra-
tion, he should have the document
with him when he applies at the
clerk's office. Otherwise, it will Go

necessaryfor the clerk to contact
the appropriate election official In
the state of the voter's former re-

sidence to verify whetherhe would
have been eligible to vote In that
state If he had not changedhis re-

sidence.
New residents whoso applica-

tions are acceptedwill be notified
of that fact and will return to the
clerk's office between Oct. 21 and
Nov. 1 to cast their ballots. They
will not be permitted to vote on
anythingexcept Presidentand Vice
President. Persons voting undqj;
this law nre not required to regis-

ter with the county tax assessor--
collector.

Voters who will hove lived In

Texas more than a year on elec-

tion day must be registered with
the tax nssossor collector In order
to vote, Codorholm said.

This proposed amendment to
Section 4Sa of Article HI removes
the ceiling on contributions which
teachers may make to tho Teach-
er Retirement System for their.
own retirement benefits. As now
provided In Section 48a, Article HI
a celling of 6 per cent on a max-- 1

lmum of $3,400 In salary, or $501
In contributions. Is set Amend-
ment No. 9 would pormlt contri-
butions, and resulting retirement
benefits, to be basedon a teach--'
cr's full salary, rather than the
first $8,400 of that salary.

A changeIn wording In the pro--

posed amendment directsthat
money coming Into the Teacher
Retirement Fund be managedand
Invested as provided In Section 48b
of Article HI of the Texas Consti-
tution. The result of the change
In wording has already been ef-

BACKGROUND: The original
Section 4Sa. Article HI, of the

31, 1955. both educationand train-
ing and home loan benefits, ex-
cludes Reserve training from this
program.

However, you are already en-

titled to the maximum of 30 mon-
ths of educationand training bene-
fits by virtue of your three years
of active duty.

You must completethis training
within eight years after leaving ac--
tlyo duty. And you havo 20 years
from the date of your separation
from military service to uso your
G. I. Bill home loan entitlement.

Love's platoon took the lead ns
the companyadvancedup the hill.

"It was bad terrain and the go-
ing was hard," Love recalled.

The Marines were approaching
n tree line when they were hit hy
heavy enemy rifle and automatic
weapons fire. The initial burst
killed the point man and wound-
ed another Marine.

Love maneuveredforward to see
whero the enemywas locatedwhen
he saw the point man lying In front
of a bomb crater.

"I didn't know If he was deador
not," said Love. "I decided to go
get him."

Armed only with a pistol, Love
crawled to the crater, dropped In
and moved to tho edge where tho
point man was lying. He stood up
In the crater to reach the fallen
Marine nnd was hit by automatic
weapons fire that knocked off his
helmet and shot the pistol out of
his hand.

Love croucheddown In the hole
nnd decided to make one more at-
tempt to roach the casualty.
Aware that the enemy had h I s
position zeroed in, he stood up to
make one more effort to pull the
point man into tho crater.

As he stood, a grenade struck
him In the shoulder,bounced, and
landed next to him.

"I looked at the grenade lying
there smoking and knew I had to
get out of the crater." said Love.

He Jumped just before the gren-
ade exploded.
