Denied ball on a charge of
murder with malice, Jesse Skief,
S3-yearold Post Negro. is being
held this week in connection with
the fatal stabbing of Alfred Hall
40-year-old Siaton Nefgro, about §

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DOESN'T COST—IT PAYS!

For several weeks now—ever since the re-
signation of the city marshal—the City of Post
has beén without a police officer, having to do-
pend entirely upon county law enforcement offi-
cers. That isn't good for & city the size of Post,

Fortunately, we Have had no major out
breaks of lawlessness, although there have been
some break-ins and other violations on which the
county officers should have had some help from
the City in trying to prevent and in conducting
their investigations.

Like so many other things, police protection
doesn’t cost—it pavs. We have had it explained
to us that the City is walting until it can obtain
the best man available before filling the city
marshal vacancy, and that instead of filling that
vacancy they may do away with the marshal’s
job and emplay a night officer. It appears to ug
that the latter alternative would be best—afford-
ing us full-time night protection. Between the
hours of darkness and dawn (s when most crim-
es are committed—here and elsewhere.

Few, il any, cities the size of Post are with-
out paid police protection. We realize that the
city governing body has been busy on a number
of other things, chief among them being is the wa-
ter problem. But police protection is impertant
enough to a city the size of ours that it should

be neglected until such a time as other mat-

Some people argue that the words '
of Christ imply that God’s Kingdom
belongs to children and not to adults, = )
Indeed, there are some families whose
worship habits suggest as much. The
youngsters are bundled off to Sunday
School; and the grown-ups stay home.

But Biblical scholars have. long
agreed that Christ's words point to
the attitude, not the age, which is the
mark of God's Kingdom.

sary handling and loss of time
in receiving a reply.

No miwer wnere you live, your
nearest post office can give you
the address of the social security
district office which serves you.

retirement payments or survivors
payments, issue original or dupli-
