Wood, 72, of 308 West 13th St., who
died Sunday morning in Garza
Memorial Hospital, were conduct-
ed at 10 a m Tuesday at the First
Baptist Church, of which he was a
longtime member

Wood, who had been a resident
of Post since 191G, retired in 1964
ufter nearly 20 years ns manager
of the West Texas Gas Co., later
the Pioneer Natural Gas Co. H e
hod been in falling health for the
last few years, but was seriously
ill for only a short time before his
death

Born Jan. 24, 1899 at Tolnr. in
Hood County, Wood came to Post
Jan. 1, 1916 on crutches (he was

j IG years old at the time) after a
doctor had told him that a mov
to West Texas with Its higher al-

titude and dry climate might help
him.

He went to work feeding dogle
calves on the Charlie Callis ranch,
cast of Post, and by spring could
walk without his crutches.

His next job was delivering gro-
ceries for M. J. Stacy, his delivery
wagon pulled by a horse that had
belonged to C. W. Post, the town's
founder.

On May 3, 1917, ho marriedMiss
Gladys Everett, whose family had
moved to Post in 1907, tho year
tho town was founded.

Wood joined the Army In 1918,
but tho Armistice was declared Uxa
momlng he was to leave for train-
ing camp.

Later, he began plumbing and
doing windmill jobs for Jimmy
Samson and Hlgglnbotham-Bartlet- t

We've been blessedwith wonder-
ful volunteers. Some have mov c d
away, some have died, some have
retired from active service, but
each one has made an Immeasur-
able contribution which will never
bo forgotten.

Rosemary Chapman deserves a
paragraphall her own for she de-

dicated time and effort far beyond
the call of duty. Since I stepped In-

to her shoes I have come to appre-
ciate more and more tho incred-
ible work she did. Processing books
Is, In itself, a staggering job. Add
on to that the cataloguing and the
shelving, the statistics and general
oversight of tho volunteers, then,
her accomplishments become stag-
gering.

One group of volunteers that
don't get enough mention arc the
faithful members of the library
board. Jim Cornish, as chairman,
has put heart into this project. He's
given us news coverage such a s
few public libraries ever enjoy. His

fellow board members, Ruth Young,
Pee wee Pierce. Patty Kirkpatrlck
and Rosemary Chapman (to name
the present incumbents) show zeal,
foresight and common senseIn giv-
ing direction and vision to the li

brary.
As for the regularstall, It would

take two columns to name them
all. Right now we have a list o f
more than 35 people who help us,
and if we added thosewho have
helped In tho past, the num b e r
would be closer to 50. Numbers
alone don't make success. We've
had quality and dedication In our
staff, and thut adds up to make a
library that Is the marvel of West
Texas.

That's Quite a boast, but It does
n't and mustn't stop there. It
also Is a promise. It's n promls c
that what began so well Is going to
continue. Tho Hoard must soon de-

cide about the future. In two years
we want to complete tho library.
Dy that time, with our build I n g
program finished, wo will have
grown to 10,000 volumes that
magic number that Identifies us a
real public library (at least In the
minds of the professionals!)

And by then, I hope I'll be able
to retire and make way for a real
librarian.

As IndependenceDay 1971 approaches, It Is

well to recall that the Fourth of July means
more than shooting off a few fireworks. It marks
the point nearly two centuries ago when the
United States began to shape its destiny as art

Independent nation.
This year, as we commemorate independence,

many arc asking whether we are worthy of the
freedom we have enjoyed alt these years, thanks
to the fortitude and purposefulness of our fore-

fathers. To them, independencemeant building a
strong nation where individual freedom under
law, the right of property and other basic liber-
ties could thrive and grow. They applied their
Independence to these purposes with fruitful re-

sults.
If the nation Is now drifting and divided,

there cun be but one reason.The premises upon
which independencewas won have been weaken-
ed. Some are ashamedof the strength of our na-

tion. Others question its laws, its economic sys-

tem and the institution under which it has become
strong. They use the Independencegranted to
them ncurly 200 years ago to turn the nation
away from the principles on which It was found-

ed and upon which it depends for its continued
existence.

Those who are grateful for the opportunities
and freedom this country has given them should
stand up und be counted on Independence Day
this year.

Nation's consumers
It is impossible to accurately assess the

damage that will be done to agriculture and to
agricultural economies it the House-passe-d $20,-00-0

limitation on cotton, wheat and feed groin
payments under the 1972 farm program carrier
through the Scnutc and becomesluw. But it is
sufe to say that the effects will be many times
more severe than have been the effects under
the $55,000 limitation that was applicable to 1971

program payments.
It is to be hoped that wisdom will prevail

later and reversethese decisions, which represent
a vote-catchin-g action on the part of members'
of Congress from urban districts. It's a populur
thing to be against "subsidies" for farmers and
to favor labor In many congressional districts.

In fact, though, those who would suffer most
from action which reduced farm inomes and pro-

duction would be consumers. This is because
about three fourths of our food and fiber comes
from a handful nf farmers GOO, 000 who each
sells more than 520,000worth of products yearly.
These are the sume producers who would be hit
by the proposed cellingon federal payments to
control production.

Farmers suffered some adverse effects this
year under the $55,000 limit. But by means of

the Fourth!
It is also well, as we give three cheers for

the Fourth, to remember that our freedom did
not come easy. Thousandsof our feundlng fathers
fought and died for it. People who sit back smug-
ly and say nothing was accomplished by the wars
in which this nation has beenengaged, or that
we could have had freedom without fighting to?
it, are out of touch with reality and arc bereft
of a senseof history,

We must preserve our patriotism and our In-

dependencein a hostile world, If the free world
itself is to keep its freedom. If we do keep our
freedom, it will gradually spread behind the Iron
Curtains of the non-fre-e world.

The revival of interest in Fourth of July cele-

brations such as the one to be held hereSaturday
Is an Indication that we, as a nation, are re-

awakening to the spirit that fired our forefathers
to gain their independenceand struggle to main-
tain it.

For many years, it uppeared that we had for-

gotten the meaning of IndependenceDay . . . that
we looked on it as just another holiday without
any cause for special celebration. That Indiffer-
ence Is dying out, however, In the face of inter-
nal threatsto our nation's independence,and the
glorious Fourth of July has made a comeback
here and in hundreds of other communities
throughout the land. CD

endangered
forming partnerships and corporations and by
allotment leaslnu most large farmers were able
to adjust their operations to fit the new limita-

tions without too great a financial loss and witn
no great effect on volume of production.

The situation will be different if the limit is
dropped to $20,000. Nationwide the limitation this
year, at $55,000, affected 93 feed grain farmers,
SO wheat farmersand 1,200 cotton farmers,bnscC
3n 1970 payments under thethree programs. Still
using 1970 payments as the basis, dropping the
limit to $20,000 per crop in 1972 would disrupt
the operations of 570 feed grain farmers, 194

wheat farmers, and 7,753 cotton farmers.
So in the case of cotton It can be seen thai

a 63.6 per cent drop in the level of the payment
limitation, from $55,000 to $20,000. will result in
an Increaseof over 500 per cent in the number of

farmers affected. And while 1,200 cotton farmers
across the cotton belt In 1971 may have found it
reasonably easy, though painful, to

their operations or lease out a part of their cotton
allotments, the adjustment will not be so simple
for 7,753 cotton farmers.

More than 200 million Americans who are
dependenton those farmers for food and clothing
would do well to think this over. So would thou
who represent them In Congress. CD

PERKINS
The suffix in such sur-

names as Perkins, Hanklns,
Hawkins, etc., has nothing to
do with kinship. Flemish In ori-

gin, it was a suffix used to
form diminutives of the more
common personal names.

Pier was a pet form of the
popular personal name Peter
and with the addition of the
suffix it became Plerkln
and later Pcrkin, with the geni-
tive "s" being added to denote
"son of Perkln."

In the United Kingdom, the
name is confined mostly to the
southern half of England and
South Wales and Is, in fact,
considered a Welsh surname.

The suffix used to
form Perkins was also spelled
"kyn". and the first of the
name on record was n Walter
Perkyns. whose name was list-
ed on the Subsidy Rolls for
Worcestershire County. Eng-
land, in 1327.

The first of the name in
America is believed to have
been n John Perkins who emi-
grated to Boston, Mass.. in
1631. and later settledat Ips-

wich.
Today, Perkins is the 184th

commonest surname in the
United Stntes, according to
Social Security figures, with an
estimated 120.000 persons by
tho name.

Jacob Perkins, born in Mass-

achusetts in 17CC. made him-
self known by a variety of use-
ful inventions, including a plan
for engraving bank notes that
made counterfeiting difficult.
His son, Angicr March Per-

kins, was also an inventor, and
devised n system of warming
buildings by means of high-pressu-
