This docs give us an opportu-nlty-,
however, to point out sev-

eral thoughtsthat have occurred
to us. White River Is the only
feasible drnlnoge area available
to the towns concerned In push-
ing the present project. Down ri-

ver on the llrazos, of which White
River Is a tributary, towns and
cities are clamoring for water.
As more and more cities secure
permits to use water from the
nrazos, there will come a time
In the very near future when all
the water will have been allocat-
ed. Then there won't be any left
for us even should we decide to
build n dam. It wouldn't moke
any difference if all our wells
went dry If all the water from
the Brazos and Its tributaries has
been allocated, we Just couldn't
get any of it. This may be our
first and only chance to claim
tho water In White River which
Is rightfully ours.

Can we afford It? The ques-
tion should be can we afford NOT
tn build the dam? Weather men
tell us we are In the midst of
the worst drouth In 600 years.
Every year the water table goes
down, and every year more ond
moro Irrigation wells nre tapping
tho very llfeblood of Crosbyton
and other towns In this area. Un-

derstand, we nre nil for these
irrigation wells, but geologists
believe there is n limit that the
time will come when the water
Just Isn't there. What will hap-
pen to Crosbyton, Spur, Post,
Rnlls and other towns of this area
then, If we haven't insured n wa
ter supply for ourselves?This is
not Just a bad dream It is reali
ty. And that reality can't be too
many years In the future. Would
the proposeddam supply the wa
ter needed? Engineers tell us
that even during this worst drou-
th In COO years, there has been
n sufficient flood period each year
to refill tho proposed reservoir.
Regardlessof the cost (and it will
not be prohibitive), we don't want
to lenrn the hard way that wntcr
is without any price when you arc
without it

On
this basis 3,126 Tcxons needlessly
died of cancer In 1955, because
proper treatment was begun too
late.

an aid to those making or plan-
ning landscape plantings,the Tex-
as Agricultural Extension Service
has released a new publication
titled. "A Selected List of Woody
Plants for Texas." The number Is
MP-13-9 and it Is available from
the offices of local county exten-
sion agentsor the Agricultural In-

formation Office, College Station,
Texas.

Tho author, A. F. DeWcrth,
head, Department of Floriculture
nnd LandscapeArchitecture of the
Texas A. M. College System,says
an arbitrary classification of
woody plants in definite site
groups has been made to broaden
the appreciation of the need and
use of plant materials and to re-

strict the number of plants select-
ed.

Many of our woody plants, he
continues, arc so nearly alike in
texture, color of foliage ond in
the form of growth, that one
could be substituted for another
without changing to any extent
the landscape composition. This
being true, more attention should

You can't see. hear, taste,
smell or feel it Yet, If you're
exposed to It long enough It can
be lethal.

Fortunately, though, there are
vnrlous mechanical devlcos avail-abl- e

which are capable of detect--
ing incredibly small amounts of
radioactivity. Some arc so sensi-
tive u tiny bit of luminous paint
on the face of a wrist watch will
cause the Indicator needle to jump
clear off scale.

Teaching the proper useof those
instruments to people In cities nnd
towns and Industries throughout
the state is now a major function
of the State Health Departments
industrial hygiene section. The
reason so they'll be ready in
case of Industrial accidents.
