A lot of Texas legislators hope "to pull the

cotton over the eyes of Texas voters" next Tues-

day and take control of legislative salary in-

creases under the disguise of an "ethics com-

mission" amendment to the state constitution.
The occasion will be the special constitutional

amendment election at which time voters "who
care enough" will make their choices on four
constitutional amendments.

Obviously, the legislators who designed the
"ethics amendment" as the vehicle for a salary
boost, also are counting on predictable public
apathy on special amendment voting.

The last time out the South Plains urea lost
an Texas Water Plan umendmenl
by a paltry 6.0.3 votes when only 26 per cent of

area voters went to the polls and voted 10 to 1

In favor of the amendment which wns beaten
over in East Texas whore the luck of water Is

not a current problem. Had just another five per
cent of this area's voters voted, the amendment
would Have carried.

In next Tuesday's election on the four amend-

ments up for decision The Dispatch favors three
and opposes only the first, or "ethics commis-
sion" amendment because we believe it is "un-

ethical" for the legislature to "con" the voters
out of a pay raise.

Let's look at the four amcnJmentsas they
appear on the election ballot'

The insurance .stock scanduls at the start of
the current legislative session,ut which a number
of the state's top political loaders. Including Gov.

Preston Smith, made hi, quick profits by trading
in an Insurincu firm's stock that the federal gov-

ernment claims was "price rigged" is the basis
of the "ethics commission amendent". No. 1 on
the ballot.

It roads: "Amending Article III, Section 24,
of the Texas Constitution to establish a State
Ethics Commission empowered to set rules of
ethics for members of the legislature, state of-

ficers, and legislative officers: to investigate vio-

lations thereof; to recommend compensation for
members of the legislature and the Lieutenant
Governor; and to recommend improvements and
economy in the legislative process."

There is, of course, no denying that there is
some merit in the nmendmont proposal. As ser-

vants of the citizens of Texas, mombcrs of thiS

Texas Legislature should be required to give uft
accounting of their stewardship. State officials
need an enforced code of ethios and a body auth-
orized to Investigate those suspectedof violating
them for personal gain.

The legislators now are provided a salary ol
$4,800annually by the Texas constitution and thy
contend that this Is scarcely adequate to meet
present-da-y costs of living, so the only Hltrnntiv
is to accept outside subsMUntton whtek ctmfci

Impair their independenceol netloo as lawmak-
ers.

Thoro are of course some valid reneone to
opposethe amendmentother Dura the loee by the
people of control of the legislators' salary. The
ethics commission as would bo eetaWteh! under
the amendment Is not a strong "wnlchaof" o!

conduct In any senseof the word. Its recommend-
ation would bo subject to the approval of the leg-

islature, making it obviously Just a "growkr'
not a "bltor." The proposed amendment would
make the financial disclosures of the legislators
privileged Information, which moans this Informa-
tion would be available only to the commission
and never would come under public scrutiny.
Thus the pcoplo of Texas still would not be able
to make individual assessmentson the relation-
ship of a legislator's Income and Its source to
the Interests of good government.

To us, the legislators are offering a "trade"
with the voters slanted heavily In their own

favor. It would be to offer an ethics commission
of sorts, with the legislature still In control of itr
In return for the voter waiving his veto power
over legislative salary Increases.

We think it's a bum deal anddoserve to
beaten.

Texas needy, It the amendment Is defeated, will
not weed out the freeloader. It will only punish
the majority of those who are truly destitute reci-
pients and lorce them to seek nid from churches
und private voluntary agencies as well as from
city and county authorities.

Failure to eliminate the state ceiling for
welfare Is going to cause a lot of hospital dis-

tricts In Texas critical financial problems, accord-
ing to Snn Antonio and Dallas civic leaders.

But the argument most voters haven't even
thought of is that if the amendment is defeated,
much of the welfare burden will be simply trans-
ferred from the state tocities and countieswhich
lack the resources of federal matching funds
available to the state.

TUCKtill
Tucker Is one of the many

occupationalsurnamesthat owe
their origin to the cloth trade
Tlio chief Industry In Knglnnd
during the centuries when sur
names become hereditary wns
the weaving of cloth the
woolen Industry.

After the cloth wns woven It
had to be trampled on or beat
en in water fur hours to soften
and cleanse it before it was fit
for use. "Walker" is the old
word for the man who perform
cd this task, with the words
"fuller" and "tucker" coming
along later with the same
meaning.

The Tuckers arc the Fullers
and Walkers of the southwest
of England. The Fullers are
confined mostly to the eastern
nnd southeastern coast coun-
ties, with the rest of England
occupied by the Walkers, who
are especially well represent-
ed In the midlands.

In the "Battle Rolls of Sus-
sex" the name Haldwin Tuck-cr- c

appeared in 1236, and a
Wolward lc Tukarc was record-
ed In the Assize Rolls of Som-
ersetshire for the year 1243,
showing evidence of the enrly
appearance of the name In
England.

The mime Tucker is found in
medieval Anglo-Iris- h records
and has been usedin Ireland
as a synonym for O'Tougher.

The name Tucker is common
in the United States, ranking
1 19th among surnames in this
country, with an estimated
142,000 persons by the name.

The first of the name In this
country Is believed to have
been DanielTucker, who sailed
from Devonshire in the year
1G1G nnd landed In Vlrgtnin.
Whether he wns the Daniel
Tucker who Inspired the song,
"Old Dnn Tucker" is not
known.

One of the more well known
Tuckers In this country was
St. George Tucker, Jurist nnd
writer, who was txrni on the
island of Bermuda In 1752. He
settled in Virginia where he
became n judge of the district
court of the United States.

He was nicknamed the"Am-
erican Blackstonc," commem-
orating his reputation as one
of the foremost lawyers In Vir-
ginia, his nickname alluding to
the renowned English lawyer.
Sir William Blackstonc.
