It appearsfairly certain that Slaton dis-

trict patrons will vote for consolidation, but
there is no such certainty in tho Southland
district not by any means. And tho issue
must be approved in both districts for con-

The Southland school definitely must

Wounded Knee, S. D., continue
making most of the news, but wo
here In Post cut In for n little
slice of It last Thursday morning
when we tested the old Indian
legend on the wind direction at
sunrise on March 22.

You read all about It in last
Thursday's Disptttch, of course,
which had tho whole story set into
type and printed less than two
hours after Chief Runklcs went
through the "Ta'bana Yua'nc cere-
mony at City-Count- y Park.

THERE WERE n few little side-

lights connectedwith the ceremony
you didn't read about, however.
One was the discovery by Chief
Runklcs of a "disbeliever' In the
crowd after the ceremony had end-

ed. The chief said Winnie Tufflng
told him sho thought for u minute
or two that he wasn't going to
get a fire started by rubbing two
sticks together. And the chief told
Wlnnlo that ho knew from the
minute he started making his fire
that there was a disbeliever some-
where In the crowd.

I didn't tell Chief Runklcs. but
thero was one more disbeliever at
the park who didn't come forward
to admit It, as Winnie did. While
the chief was rubbing the sticks
together, a fellow standing beside
mo said, "The best way to make
a fire with two sticks Is to make
sure ono of them Is n match."

WHILE I'M ON the subject of
Indians, I'd like to mention that
I'm more of an admirerof Quanah
Parker, last great chief of the
Comanchcs, than I was before I
read Harry A. Stroud's book,
"Conquest of the Prairies," which
I checked out of the Post Public
Library.

QuanahPnrkor Is associatedwith
the lastdays of the "Wild Indians."
and in 1S75 led his Quohondo band
of Comanchcsinto Port Sill for the
purpose of starting a new life on
the reservation. Half white and
half Indian, he had learned the
ways of the white man before he
wont to the reservation where ho
continued to live for 36 years be-

fore his death in 1911.

QUANAH PARKER'S friends
were numbered from the mosthum-bl-e

to the Prosldcnt of the United
Stalos. Chief Parker was a Demo-
crat tn politics, and what I liked
most about Stroud's !ook, "Con-nje- st

of the Prairies." was where
he wrote obout n speech Parker
mode at the Dallas State Pair In
1910, where he said:

"Well now. I want to tell you
one matter something else, ladies
ami gentlemen. See my two Iwind.
Here Is one, Indian way and one
white way. Horc U a Republican
jerty and hore Is Democratic party.
I watched the two parties close.
Which Is the bast? The Domo-cratt- c

party are trying to work for
good of all of us. It looks at the
rich man and the poor man same.

This why times are hard. The
Republican party has all of the
olflces and holds the money tight.

estimate on tho seal coating of
30 blocks has already been made
by Parkhlll, Smith & Cooper, Inc.,
tho city's consulting engineers. It
was decided by the city council,
however, to add about 10 mora
blocks to tho project.

Tho original 30 blocks set for
seal coating includes lUth 11th and
12th streets, two blocks on East
8th street and a block on Avenue
H. The additional blocks would be
picked up "hero and there" the
council decided.

The seal coating will consist of
thrco courses of rock, with each
course to be sprayed.

The sanitation allocation will be
for the purchase of from 30 to to

acres of land for an extension of
the landfill garbagedump, where
the city Is fast running out of
room. The council sold the requir-
ed acreagecould be purchased for
$100 an acre or less. Payment of
the city's new sanitation truck also
is included in the allocation.

The fire department allocation

gram allocation of revenue shar-
ing funds, the city was committed
to pay approximately $3,500 as Its
share for its continuance, but
temporarily reduced this figure to
half that amount when It was
learned that the federal govern-
ment had come through with funds
to continue the South Plains pro--

grum for another six months.
Tho motion to allocate only the

$14,000 alreadyavailable in revenue
sharing funds was made by Coun-

cilman Fred Myers, who said he
felt the council should not commit
Itself any further until additional
funds are received.

It was also Councilman Myers
who recommended the seven pro
grams on which to allocate the
funds, and the rest of the council
showed It was In agreement by
unlnlmously voting fo rthc notion
after It was secondedby Council
man Donald Windham. It was also
Windham who made the amend
ment to the street paving fund al-

location.
Among the other programs dis-

cussed was conversion of the pre-
sent community centerInto a com-
bined community and youth center
at a ncstlmatcd cost of $15,000.

The city now rents the building
from the First National Bank for
use as a community center, and
the council decided not to make a
decision on Its until the feasibility

A. U. S. Department' of Trans-- '
portntion survey of 7,572 roadside
park facilities in the nation shows
that 1,039 arc along the Texas
Highway system.

The statu with the next largest
number of rest areasIs Tennessee
with 366 sites.

Texas lends the other states in i

the number of "super" safety rest
areas found along Interstatehigh-
ways. There were 111 safety rest
area counted in the Inventory Inst
year from a nationwide total of
1,175.

The sheersize of Texas and the
highway system

moro than 70 thousand miles-h-ave

a lot to do with Texas'
leadership In the area field.

More to the point Is the fact
that Texas was the first state to
build roadside parks, starting back
in the early 1930s.

Today's modorn sufcty restareas
on Interstateand some major

highways Include com-

fort stations, drinking water, in-

formation displays, sewage dump-
ing stations for recreational vehi-

cles ns well as the familiar picnic
arbor units

They are n for cry from the
first roadside parks built in the
early '30s. which included only a
few simple tables arranged under
a welcoming tree.

Texas' first roadside park is In

use still, duly marked as the first
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parks,

are in
of its kind with a historical mark-
er. It Is located on State High-
way 71 In Fayette County, near the
community of West Point.

The program started almost by
accident. Years lutcr, the late
Gibb Gilchrist, who was State
Highway Engineer at the time, re-

called:
"Thcxas was undoubtedly the

first state In the United States to
build roadside parks. A chnp nam-
ed William Papc, Sr., was county
foreman on a road nearSmlthvlllc
where there were some beautiful
live oak trees along a creek.

"He built sometables and bench-
es and things of that kind that
would cause people to stop, I found
out about It and determined that
I cither had to fire him or join
him. So we joined him and every-
body on the Highway Commission
nnd Judge Ely (W. R. Ely of
Abilene) in particular pushed

the Idea until nil engineers
became advocates."

Aside from the convenienceand
aesthetic benefit, Texas' roadside
parks, snfety rest areasand scenic
turnouts ndd a big plus In safety.
The rest areasprovide convenient
places for the tiring driver to stop,
stretch, rest and take n break
from the wheel. After a few
minutes rest, the once-wear- y driv-

er can continue on his wny refresh-
ed and more alert.

Several of the nlc tourist infor-

mation bureaus operated by the
Texas Highway Department on the
state'sborders have adjacent rust
areas.Also, the Judge Roy Hean
Visitor Center ut Langtry probably
has a unique fnclllty n ndjolning
cactus garden.

The super rost nroas also have
miniature "tourist Information cen-

ters" InfoBords, comprising
approximately 54 square feet of
enclosed, glassed area for maps,
pictures, text and pictures about
scenic and historical attractions
within n few miles of the rest
area. Some of the pictures are in
full color, contributing to the
attractivenessof the information

'

displays. j

The Texas Highway Department
wns a pioneer In the design and i

installation of the tourist Informal-- .

d Infollords In the rest
area facilities. Millions of motor '

Ists stop to read the Information
panels every year, nnd many of
them visit attractions doscrlocu on
the Infollords.

Timely Tips
from CHDA
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GROUND llliEJ -
MEAT DOLLAR SOiAJIIONS

With beef prices soun.ig, I'm
sure many of you like n.o, arc
choosing ground beef more fre-
quently than other beef cuts. One
way of making your meat dollar go
farther Is by determining how the
meat h to be used. Most meat
departments offer consumers u
vnriety of ground beef nt varying
prices and qualities.

licforc choosing, consumers
should consider ground beef differ-
ences und use.

Hamburger generally combines
lean beef from lowor grades of
meat with trimmings or fat cuts

from higher grades. Although It
usually contains the most fat and
sells for the leastprice, hamburger
makes good spaghetti, chill, meat
loaf and casseroles.

Ground chuck, on the other hand,
has lessfat, more lean meat and
shrinks less during cooking. It
createsexcellent beef burgers and
Salisbury steaks.

The third type Is ground round.
Since fat is closely trimmed, it's
especially good for weight watch-
ers. Also, its more expensive than
cllhcr hamburger or ground chuck,
nnd, with its low fat content,
ground round mny be less tender
nnd juicy than other kinds.

Ground or choppedsirloin Is the
most expensive of four ground
beef types offered. Noted for excel-
lent fluvor, it's often featured In
special recipes and deluxe burgers.

Generally though, many consum-
ers find chopped sirloin very sim-
ilar to ground chuck.

Consider how you plan to pre-par- e

and serve ground beef when
you buy It. In many cases, a less
expensive typeis just ns suitable
as a more expensive one.

A second way of making your
meat dollar go further is by care-
ful handling and storage Handle
nnd store ground beef cnrcfully to
insure best cooking und eating-res-ults.

Select ground beef und nil meat
Just before checking out at the

grocery store. Refrigerate it as
soon as possible that means don't
leave It In a warm car too long.

Ground beef stores well lthcr
Irozcn or simply refrigcrnted. If
It will be used within a day or
so, ground beef can be safely
refrigerated by wrapping It loosely

allowing air circulation around
It.

To freeze, wrap tightly in
material such as

henvy-dut-y aluminum foil or freez-
er paper. Frozen ground beef keeps
for two or three months with little
quality loss.

To thaw, simply place packngc
In refrigerator. If faster thawing
Is desired, put In a watertight
wrapper and place In cold water
Doth methods minimize bacteria
growlh.

When preparing a ground beef
dish, mix it as little as possible.
First blend seasoningsand binding
agents such as eggs, evaporated
milk and bread crumbs In a mix-
ing bowl Then crumble In ground
beef Toss together lightly for a
well seasoned,tender food
