$2.2 billion

LUBBOCK -The U S Small
Business Administration pro
vided record assistance to
small businesses in fiscal year
1973, Increasing ils total loan
elfort 100 per cenl over 1972,
SHA Administrator Thomas S
Kleppe announced

The agency approved 33 848
loans totaling $2 2 billion to
small businesses and 215,001
disaster loans in the amount of
$1.5 billion, Kleppe said Loans
lo 9.074 minority businesses
totaled $334 milllon and 7,662
economic opportunity loans
were made in the amount of
$148.5 million

“Of vital consideration in our
regular loan program.” Kleppe
pointed oul. “is that private
lending institutions, primarily
banks, provided almost $2.0 bil-
lion of the business loan
financing We are particularly
proud of the tremendous growth
in privale sector participation,”
Kleppe stated “"Currently 7
per cent of the nation's banks
have SBA loans in their port
folios, while as recently as two
and & half years ago, only 8 per
cenl were participating '

Kleppe also cited the one
million jobs that SHA programs
either generated or sustained
