1 That politicians stop vigorously opposing
or supporting legislation in public and then
agreeing to a totally different concept in
private

4 That politicians answer truthfully, as if
under oath, questions from the press and
general public

Under these circumstances we believe
political streaking would be a valuable asset to
the country

Of the three elections scheduled here for
Saturday, April 8, the city election is the only
one that offers something for us to “get our
teeth into.”
