Tuesday the read
ings recorded 109 decrees.Somo
instruments over town, however,
registered as high as 110 in Die
shade again Tuesday and 118 In
the sun. On Wednesday readings
at 4 p. m. were 104 degrees. A
slight shower caused a several
degree fall at about 5 o'clock.

Heat records continued to be
broken elsewhere In the state.
Abilene reported an all-ti- high
of 111 degrees. Relief was tem
porarily broken by a thunder
storm which drove the mercury
down 17 degrees,but soon after
the temperature started climbing
again.

San Angelo also had an official
reading of 111 degrees,a 20 year
record.

Coleman blistered under a sun
which sent the temperature up to
114 degrees, highest in weather
bureau history. Crops In that
area were reported dying from
lack of moisture and many farm-
ers were hauling water for live-
stock and domestic use. Lubbock
reported 105 degrees,the highest
since 1040.

Maximum temperatures from
several other sections included
Vernon 119 degrees;Mectra 118;
Wichita Falls 112: Seymour 110:
Altus. Oklahoma 118.5: Frederick.
Oklahoma. 116.
