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Housing Post'sNo. 1 need

The first editorial of any new yearby any
newspaperworth its salt is usually devoted
to a peck at the future-a- nd the most
important future needsof its community.

In looking back as 1977 closed, The
Dispatch pointedout Post and Garza County
had fewer needs today than most years
because local elective bodies have been
doing a darn good job of solving local
problems.

Postalready appearsto be on its way to a
major 1978 accomplishment in the com-

pletion of the Post Community Center
project, which includes a separateyouth
center.

In 1977, Post voters solved the hospital
problem by voting themselvesa hefty tax
increaseto provide financial stability for our
community hospital. Now the hospital is in
better shape today than ever before in Its
25-ye- history.

So what is there to write about here?
The answer our housing

problem.
Construction here last year totaled little

more than $300,000 with only four new homes
constructed.

Thehousingpinch is very real. So let's look
at the problem. First, it's mighty
complicatedbecausea new hometoday costs
a lot of money. But you can offset that with
the fact that the new home you buy today
probably will be worth 50 percent again as
much or more in another ten years.

One can't wait to build becausethe costs
keepsgoing up. There is no conceivableway
it will ever comedown againshort of another
Great Depressionand then nobody would be
able to finance a home.

One builder tried constructionhere last
yearon a small scale.

How did he comeout? Well, he didn't find
it easy to sell those homes.We would guess
he lost most of his profit having them on his
handsa few months.

Of coursewhat is neededin the worst way
is medium-size-d homes thatnewcomerscan
afford to buy on time. It's been 17 years since
we had a builder do much constructionhere.
We remember becuusethat'swhen what we

presidentialelectionyear, of course,but here
in Texasthevotersaregoing to makea lot of

important decisions, come May and
November.

First, there'swhetheror not Dolph Briscoe
is going to turn theTexasgovernorshipinto a
dynastyby being electedto a third term,now

four years,which would give him a decadein
office if he sorved it out

Polls show he goos into the election year
with a big load ovor Attorney General John
Hill and former governor ProstonSmith. Of
course,the gap is going to narrow down a lot
before theprimary.

The sourceof Briscoe'sstrength we would
guess lios in his rock-ribbe-d conservatism
Certainly his record of for

six yours can be summed up in a single
phrase: "no new taxes."

We think Briscoe's major challenge will
not come from fellow Democrats in the
primary, but from a Republican in the
general election.That is only a guesswhich
may not stand thetest of an election year,
but 1978 will go down as the biggest
GOP challengeyet for the governorship.

After the governorship,there is the matter
of whother Toxansare going to stay hitched
to their usual arrangement of having one
Republicansenatorandone Democratic In a
single state whurtf registration is heavily
Democratic

SenatorJohn Tower comos up for another
electiontest to a six-ye-ar term, and as usual
he will have a bevy of Democratic
challengers

fondly call the "C castle"was built.
We are no building expert, but we

Certainly, a good-size- d rental project is
neededhere.

But this project was built by meansof low
government interest loan.We have no idea
whether or not, a privately-owne- d housing
project would make a profit, but it certainly
would be a boon to this community.

We notedover the weekendin the Lubbock
Avalanche-Journa- l that our neighboring city
built a record 3,400 dwelling units last year
(mostof themrentals) at a costof millions of
dollars. Getting to somebodymore oursize,
Brownfield News reported Sunday that
Brownfield had almost$6,500,000 in building
permits last year. Of that total, $1,800,000

was spent for 81 new homes,comparedwith
only 48 new homes builtin 1976.

Possibly,Brownfield is the exception.Most
smaller towns have a commonproblem in
the housingshortagebecauseboth financing
and builders are harder to come by in
smaller communities.

But basically the place to start solving the
housing problem is right here at home by
generating local interest.

We would encouragethe Post Chamberof
Commerce to make housing their No. 1

project for 1978. They did in 1976 and from it
came ourcurrently successfulrental housing
project.

But we needto work to bring homebuyers,
builders and financialinstitutions together.

Post has stood still far too long with its
housing problem. It is sure to cripple
community growthunlesswe solve it. So let's
do 1978.

A blood bank's inventory
can be strained becauseof
donations usually decrease
in December. At the same
time, needs increase dueto
larger numbers of traffic
accidents and illnesses.

The Texas Medical Asso-
ciation hopes many people
can overcome any uneasi-
ness about giving blood so
they can help fill the
important need. The entire
blood-givin- g procedure us-

ually takes about30 minutes
including getting a brief
medical history from the
donor. Actually drawing the
blood takes approximately
10 minutes and has been
refined so that there is little
or no discomfort.

Most people are able to
give blood about once every
two months. Medical condi-
