The senator expressed 
his committment to repre-
sent the 28th Senatorial 
District, asking for citizens 
to let him know how they 
feel about the issues. 

"I find in these Town 
Hall meetings," Montford 

• commented, "that generally 
there is overwhelming sup-
port for better pay for 
teachers." 

He also responded to 
local comments about taxes,

There is a difficulty in 
trying to adequately reflect 
on county government, be-
cause there is such a variety 
of elected offices involved. 

There are four commis-
sioners, one judge, a county 
and district clerk, tax-asses-
sor collector, two justices of 
the peace, a sheriff, county 
attorney probation officer 
and treasurer. 

In one way or another, all 
of these offices have an 
affect on citizens at one 
time or another, but I will 
focus my attention on two of 
these groups.

Farmers need to file acreage report 
Victor L. Ashley, local 

ASCS Director, advises all 
farmers to file an acreage 
report, whether they partici-
pate in farm programs or 
not. 

"Farmers who did not 
sign up for the programs 
could benefit by certifying 
their planted acres because 
the reported 1984 acreage 
will be used in establishing 
the 1985 base acres," Ashley 
said. 

The acreage reports are 
used to determine compli-
ance with farm programs 
and to document the crop 
acreage for establishing fut-
ure crop acreage bases. 

To be eligible for price 
support loans, target prices  

and other program benefits, 
farm program participants 
are required to report the 
actual planted acreage on 
the field-by-field basis. As of 
April 27, 22 farms in the 
county had reports filed for 
fall-seeded and spring-seeded 
crops, according to Ashley. 

ASCS verified that acreage 
reports are accurate by 
randomly checking farms 
and also by providing aerial 
photographs for farmers to 
identify their fields. "Farm-
ers may request pre-meas-
urement and other producer 
services to be sure reports 
are accurate and avoid 
unnecessary worry over the 
loss of program benefits." 
He said the service is  

provided for a nominal fee 
and the measurements are 
guaranteed for the crop 
year. 

Garza County farmers 
have until May 4, 1984 to 
report wheat, barley, oats, 
rye and small grains or set 
aside. Acreage reports may 
be filed weekdays between 
8:00 a. m. and 5:00 p. m., at 
the County ASCS office.

We are proud of you, Mike, for your 
accomplishments in conservation at your 
farm. 

The citation accompanying your award 
explains why you were chosen for such an 
honor: 

"The following conservation measures 
have been carried out in the past several 
years: 

Construction of 18,146 feet of parallel 
terraces in 1981, construction of 17,908 feet of 
parallel terraces in 1982 and rebuilding of 
one farm pond in 1982. 

"The parallel terraces were constructed 
to prevent soil erosion and for water  

conservation. The pond was repaired for 
erosion control downstream and for livestock 
water. 

"The cropland is rotated between forage 
sorghum and cotton. This rotation helps in 
preventing wind erosion and helps to add 
organic matter to the soil, thus increasing 
crop yields. 

"Mike realizes that conservation practic-
es pay off in the long run; by conserving 
soil and water and thus increasing crop 
yields while adding to the farm value. 

"He has accomplished these conservation 
objectives even though he has provided great 
amount of service to the City of Post in the 
Water Department for years.

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responsibilities between the city and county 
have at times created misunderstandings 
and confusion as to who has what authority. 

I urge you to conduct a series of, if 
necessary, executive session meetings, with 
the city council. 

Perhaps in a private session with no 
reporters or interested parties involved, the 
two groups can get out all the problems and 
work out clear-cut objectives. There are 
citizens who look at the airport as a 
taxpayer burden to benefit a few people with 
airplanes...I do not subscribe to this view. 

I believe our airport is critical to our 
future growth...especially as we begin 
aggressive recruiting of industries. I am 
familiar with communities who have lost 
potential industries because of poor or 
inadequate flight facilities. When the Post 
City Lake is built, the use of our airport 
could be a dramatic impact on recreational 
and commercial development. 

Now, let's talk about law enforcement. 
What is your function in that office? 
It seems to me that the commissioners' 

court has a tremendous influence with the 
quality of our law enforcement. 

And it starts with money. 
The pay this county sets for a full time 

sheriff is totally inadequate. 
A full time sheriff should not be expected 

to support a family on $15,017.40 per year. It 
is obvious that this salary would have to be 
supplemented by some other type of 
employment. 

I believe Post and Garza County, sharing 
law enforcement costs, need to have a full 
time sheriff compensated in accordance with 
the responsibilities and seriousness of the 
job. 

I don't know too many law enforcement 
people with the proper credentials, who 
would take on this job at such low 
compensation. 

I call on you to review this pay situation 
and adjust it upward to encourage the best 
qualified candidates to seek the position... 
and to adequately compensate whoever is 
our sheriff following this election. 

The same sort of consideration needs to be 
given to the deputies. 

Law Enforcement 
I expect law enforcement to fairly and 

equally administer the law and enforce city, 
county and state codes. 

Specifically in Post, as a taxpayer, I want 
to see law enforcement controls on 
vandalism on our streets, reckless driving in 
our neighborhoods and aggressive harras-
ment of drug dealers. 

I call on the sheriff and his deputies to 
respond to citizen complaints promptly and 
to exercise restraint during arrests.

Preserving Heirloom 
Textiles 

Some families enjoy 
preserving a bit of 
their past by keeping 
grandma's wedding 
dress or handmade 
table cloth. Others 
enjoy buying their 
history at auctions 
and antique stores. 
Wherever you get 
your textile heir-
looms, you'll have 
them longer if they're 
cared for properly. 

Many of these tex-
tiles can never be 
restored to their orig-
inal condition. How-
ever, further deterior-
ation can be prevent-
ed with proper stor-
age and handling. A 
dark, cool, dry place 
provides the best 
storage conditions for 
heirloom 	textiles. 
They need to be 
protected 	against 
heat, light, tempera-
ture extremes, mold, 
water, dirt, smoke, 
insects and vermin. 

When 	preparing 
textile items for stor-
age, do not starch or 
iron them. Also re-
move jewelry or pins, 
since the metal will 
,harm the fabric over 
time. Stuff all three- 
dimensional 	items, 
such as hats, bustles 
or puff sleeves, to 
preserve their shape. 
Vacuuming or using 
canned aerosol air 
will help remove dust 
before you store the 

ta one. 
Label and store like 

things together to 
reduce later handling. 
Then store the tex-
tiles flat, with the 
heaviest items on the 
bottom. Make sure 
the items have plenty 
of room. You might 
also want to cushion 
or pad folds and 
refold items occasion-
ally, since fibers can 
break at fold lines. 

If space is a pro-
blem, roll heirloom 
textiles in tubes, with 
the best side out. 
Make sure the tube is 
large enough to ac-
comodate the item 
without crushing it. 
DO NOT store tex-
tiles in tightly closed 
plastic containers, be-
cause they retain 
moisture. Use wood 
or cardboard drawers 
and boxes or card-
board tubes instead. 
Line all containers 
with unbleached and 
pre-washed muslin or 
sheets.
