Plying Farmers teamed up withthe Hale County Soil Conserva
tion District supervisors to hold
n Hying field day last Thursday

From up In an airplane, a
farmer gets a blrdseye view of
the fingers of washes and gul-ley- s

working into a field. He
can see, too, how a soil and wat-
er conservation program stops
those gul leys.

Pete Ottlnger of the local will
conservation service office and
John Lott attended the field day
at Plainvlew via the air n t,.i.
25 minutes to fly from Post to
riainview. The air tour ingroups of 15 nlanen nllntnrl hv
Flying Farmers lasted one hour
ana 15 minutes. They covered
more than 100 miles ohnervino
conservation work.

Points of Interest along the
way included 192 acres of bord
ered irrigated pasture, clover
and vetch cover crops, two holes
drilled to water bearing sand Ir.
a lake, which drained In 48
hours and made a barley crop;
a 300-acr- e Irrigated improved
pasture made up of a mixture
of orchard grass, brome grass,
meadow rescue, hairy vetch,
birdsfoot trefoil and sweetciov
er, a e field of new ter-
races;30 acres of African weep-
ing lovegrass that yielded 450
pounds of seed per acre this
year, and one thousand head of
sheepgrazing on 80 acresof im-
proved pasture.

Returning to Post. Lott and
Ottinger took a quick look at
some work in the Duck Creek
district. Just north of Post, be-
tween the railroad and Caprock,
they saw a good example of
what can be accomplishedwith
a complete soil conservationnr..

Says Dr. Randal: "As far as we

can find out. this was the most
complete check up and the first
on this wale ever held In a Texas school."

Starting with these ! o, theprogram snowl. lied. The day of
the examination, all tha active
doctors In town and two dentists
closed their offices and reporte I

at the school buildings. Ten reg
Istered nurses also volunteered,
as did approximately5) pnrents.

The Check ups were from head
to foot. Vaccinations and Inocu-
lations against six diseaseswere
Riven. Follow up shots came
later.

What the doctors found WMi
"amazing." says Hamilton.

For Instance, the physician
dug into ears. Here were some of
the objects they found inside ear
tubes:

A coll steel spring, a rubber
band, a beetle, innummerable
other smaller insects, countless
paper wads and similar foreign
matter.

PermanentRecord Kept
Kach child was given a card

listing the defects which the
doctor couldn't correct on the
spot. The studentscarried these
cards to their parents who took
the children to their own physic-
ian. The doctor or dentist check-
ed the card when the defects
were corrected and these cards
entered the school's permanent
records.

"The things the doctor's found
were startling to the parents,"
says Hamilton. "For example.
We wore amazed to find that out
own six-yea- r old son. had a
heart murmur."

Hamilton atlds that the health
program is "not a
proposition. It will continue.
Anyone who comes Into our
school in the future will get the
same examinations and innoe-tulalions.- "

Dr. Randal credits community
cooperation with putting th
program over. The Lions Club
and the F T. A. contributed
money for the serumsand other
materials needed and the state
donated some materials.

Objections Overcome
When the health program first

was proposed, chief objections
came, surprisingly, from the
well to do and oeuer informed
parents. Most didn't want their
youngsterssent through the pro
cess in masse line in tne
tuny."

One by one the objectionswere
overcome, rubiicity tnrougn tail-
or O. C Harrison of the Baylor
Counlv Banner helped consider
ably. Parents wrangled permis
sion to take their children to
their own physician if they de-

sired. But when the word spread
that the examinations free at
the school would cost about $30
in a doctor's office, individuality
took a back seat to the pocket- -

book.
No one was passed by. Dr. Ran

dal pointed out the program
would have had less effect if
sick children were allowed to
make other children ill. So the
school board madethe shots and
examinations compulsory.

ernment price supports on their
1950 wheat crop.

According to the chairman, an
"eligible" producerfor price sup-
port on the 1950 wheat crop
generally will be "any individ-
ual, partnership, corporation,or
other legal entity that he.s an
interest as landowner.' landlord,
tenant, or sharecropper in a
farm on which the acreage
planted to wheat for harvest in
1950 is not in excess of the farm
acreage allotment."
