For, with due respect to our
thrifty forefathers, hoarded
wealth serves no one. It does
not provide needed goods to the
holders of wealth nor jobs for
those who produce goods and
services.

The belated economic boom
could be called another victory
for advertising -- especlally ad-
vertising In local newspapers.
It Is a credit to the insight of
retallers throughout the United
States.

Even to the surprise of news-
paper publishers throughout the
country -. and In the smallest
citles local retall advertis-
ing has been Increasing in spite
of an apparent indifferent pub-
lle.

The retallers, without the
ald of sophisticated computers,
seemed to sense that consumer
buying power was not being
fully tapped. And newspaper
