Disrupted in 
Line Break

If you had been in the bottled 

water business in Post Thursday, 
you would've been several dollars 
richer as Post residents rushed to 
stock up anticipating a city-wide 
water shut down. 

A break in one of the major 
lines on the Tahoka Highway was 
reported at 10:30 a.m. by Irene Fry, 
and by noon Thursday most of the 
streets in that area were flooded 
and several homes were already 
without water. 

The leak continued to increase 
in size throughout the day and city 
workers were kept busy trying to 
get the pressure down so they 
could repair the leak. 

At 3 p.m the decision was made 
to shut-down the city water, and 
radio station KPOS was notified 
and asked to broadcast the news 
that water service would be off for 
three to four hours. 

Somehow, as the information 
was passed along, the three to four 
hours the water would be off grew 

to 24 or more hours - and sales in 
bottled water grew accordingly. 

With the help of the Post Vol-
unteer Fire Department and the as-
sistance of a pump from Jay Bird at 
Quick Lay Pipeline, workers were 
able to get to the break. The leak 
was fixed and full water service re-
stored by 6 p.m.
