In the Main Street Landscaping
Project article which appeared in
the Wednesday, June 22 edition of
the Dispatch, it was reported that
additional funds needed for new
landscape drawings and plans, due
to project changes requested by the
highway department, would come
from bingo profits.

These funds would not be paid
by the bingo committee; the funds
would come from the two percent
tax levied on bingo receipts by the
city of Post.

When bingo was beginning,
last October, both the city and
county had the option of levying a
one percent tax on bingo receipts.

The county waived its option
on the tax and the city was able to
levy a two percent tax.

The Main Street Project was in
need of funds at the time for its
landscaping program, and city
council members voted to use
bingo tax receipts for the design
portion of the landscaping project.

The two percent tax on bingo
receipts has to date been ear-
marked for Main Street’s Land-
scaping Project designs.

Farmers in the 25 counties repre-
sented the Plains Cotton Growers,
Inc., Lubbock, have contracted to
take 1,182,979 acres out of produc-
tion under the ten-year Conserva-
tion Reserve Program (CRP)
established by the Farm Act of
1985.

That's about 13% of the land
available for crop production in the
area, says PCG, which compiled
the figures from Agricultural
Stabilization and Conservation
Service computer printouts for each
county. Covered are the acreages
enrolled in the CRP through five
completed sign-up periods, the first
of which was held in early 1986.

Farmers are obligated for ten
years to devote the idled acreage to
conservation uses such as perma-
nent grasses. USDA agrees to pay
half the cost of establishing grass
or other approved conservation

Cotton acreage in the CRP to-
taled 575,538, equal to 12.24% of
the area's 4,700,587 base cotton
acres.

Wheat acreage in the program is
339,064, just over 21% of the
area's base. The combined corn and
sorghum reduction totals 258,774
acres, almost 15% of the combined
bases. Barley and oats account for
the remaining 9,603 retired acres,
which is almost 17% of a 57,179
acre base.

Acreage figures for Garza County
are (total cropland) 97,608; (cotton
base in CRP) 5,706; (total acres in
CRP) 7,030; and (CRP as % of
cropland) 7%.

"I am currently working with
stoneware that must be fired to at
least a cone 5-6, and low-fire ware
such as terra cotta and white clay
which can be fired to cone 1-4.

Family Friction

You know some of those same
people who fought with their par-
ents about wearing long hair and
short skirts in the sixties are now
arguing with their own children
about spiked hair and acid-washed
jeans. The reason is because of the
way teenagers dress and wear their
hair has been a source of conflict
for generations -- and for good rea-
son.

Establishing independence is a
normal part of development in ado-
lescence.” During the teen years,
youngsters start to see themselves
as separate from their parents and
families and want to form bonds
with new groups.

But then on the
other side, for most teenagers, the
"weird" hair or clothes simply ex-
press a desire to be their own per-
son. By responding with love and
warmth, regardless of your opinion
of current styles, you can build a
stronger parent-teen relationship.

Select Melons for Flavor and Nutrition

The Texas melons now reaching
the supermarkets and farmers' mar-
kets in such abundance are hard to
beat both for nutrition and low-
calorie content.

"Anyone who's counting calories
will find that melon is wonderful in
salads, as a snack or dessert because
i's sweet and contains relatively
few calories,” said Marilyn
Haggard, a nutritionist with the
Texas A&M University Agricul-
tural Extension Service.

"The primary nutrient in all mel-
ons is water, which is why they're
low in calories. But melons also
offer a good source of several nu-
trients," she said.

For example, a cup of cubed
pieces contains 57 calories, exceeds
the recommended daily requirements
of vitamins A and C and provides
calcium, phosphorus, iron and
potassium, said the nutritionist.

A cup of diced watermelon sup-
plies about half the recommended

daily requirement of vitamins A and
C for 50 calories. It's also rich in
potassium and other essential min-
erals.

Haggard said that one of the key
elements in enjoying melons is se-
lecting thaose that are ripe.

“There's no absolutely certain
way to determine quality in melons
from the outside, but there are some
signs consumers can look for in
selecting melons," she said.

"On cantaloupes, look for a pro-
nounced cavity where the melon
was pulled from the vine with no
trace of a stem,” she said. "Alson
look for a thick netting and a slight
golden background color under the
neting.”

"A mature honeydew wil be
creamy white or pale yellow, even
on the underside,” she said. "Look
for fruit at least 6 1/2 - 7 inches in
diameter, since smaller melons sel-
dom have a thick meat."

Economic hard times and dwin-
dling family savings may Kkeep
many graduating Texas seniors
from the college ranks this fall, but
it doesn't have to, according o the
Texas State Teachers Association.

TSTA says that strained family
budgets, coupled with the rising
costs of college tuitions at state
universities, have caused enroliment
to dip among middle and lower in-
come groups. Additionally, federal
aid programs for college students
have also been cut during the past
few years,

The association this week an-
nounced a new guide for students
and families, "Paying for College,"
which outlines various assistance
programs, including scholarships,
grants, low-interest loans, work
programs and private funding
sources.

TSTA President Charles Beard
said that many families are forfeit-
ing college opportunities by
assuming a student isn't needy
enough or outstanding enough to
qualily for assistance.

"We don't want our student's
hopes for the future compromised
needlessly," Beard said. "Financial
aid is harder to come by, but it
hasn't disappeared.”

The president said a middle-in-
come family might meet the finan-
cial critenia if, for example, two or
more children plan to attend college
at the same time.

Financial "need" is the difference
between the amount of money the
family can contribute and what it
actually costs for a year's tuition,
room, board, transportation, books
and spending money at a specific
college.

TSTA's free brochure suggests
private sources, including most lo-
cal TSTA associations.

"Our interest in students doesn't
end with high school graduation,”
Beard said.

Texas Still Seeks

"Deathless

Three weeks into the summer
driving season, the Texas Coalition
for Safety Belts had not yet reached
its goal of "One Deathless Day"
during the 101 Days of Summer.

The Department of Public Safety
recorded no deathless days between
May 28 and June 15, the first 19
days of the vacation season. "From
our preliminary counts, it appears
that our best day so far was June
13. We had three people killed that
day," said Public Information Offi-
cer David Wells. "The worst day we
saw was June 4, with 12 deaths.
Again, all numbers are preliminary
at this time.” Fatality counts are
compiled by DPS Statistical Ser-
vices.

Law enforcement officers, com-
munity groups, and private busi-

nesses in many parts of Texas have
joined the effort to promote one day
without a traffic death between May
28 and September 5. The last
deathless day on Texas roadways
was January 5, 1977. :

"Our message goes out, not just
to Texas residents, but also to our
summer visitors," said George R.
Gustafson, president of Texas
Safety Association and a
spokesperson for the safety belt
coalition. "We're urging all of them
to buckle up, avoid driving under
the influence of alcohol, and watch
out for the other driver!"

"Summer driving means that
there will be more vehicles on the
road and more miles driven, which
increases the chances of injuries and
deaths," added Wells.

Lower Phone Rates Set For

Elderly

Reduced telephone rates went into
effect July 1 for older disabled Tex-
ans who live in poverty, according
to state officials who worked out
the plan with telephone company
representatives in response to recent
legislation,

Under Tel-assistance Service,
phone companies offer a 65 percent
reduction 1n the basic monthly local
charge. The reduced rate does not
apply to installation, touch-tone,
custom calling, long distance or
similar charges.

"The program was established by
the Legislature, which required all
66 telephone companies that serve
Texas consumers to participate,”
said Marlin W. Johnston, commis-
sioner of the Texas Department of
Human Services.

The Texas Public Utlity Com-
mission is responsible for rules
governing participation by tele-
phone companies. The human ser-
vices department will take applica-
tions for the service and determine
eligibility. The department will
furnish telephone companies with a
monthly list of eligible Texans.

To be eligible, a person must
live in Texas, be the head of a
household, be at least 65 years old,
be disabled and have income at or
below the federal poverty level. The
1988 poverty level for a one-person
houschold is $480.83 per month.
The income limit for a two-person

household is $644.16; a three-per-
son household, $807. 50 and a four-
person household, $970.83. For
each additional person, add $163.33
per month.

A person may have only one
telephone line and may not have
optional extended area service. Peo-
ple without telephone service must
pay installation charges.

Johnston said application forms
will be mailed to potentially eligi-
ble Texans in the department's files.
Telephone companies will mail in-
formaton about Tel-assistance ser-
vice to all customers starting in
September.

Cattle On Feed Up
But Supplies Dwindle

Texas consumers will see little
price change although cattle feeders
in seven major beef-producing
states, including Texas, reported a
record 7.81 million head on feed the
first of June.

“This number reflects a three
percent increase from last year and
i1s the highest June total since
1978," said Dr Ernest E. Davis, an
economist in livestock marketing
with the Texas Agricultural Exten-
sion Service.

Davis said that Texas feedlots,
however, had 2.13 million head of
cattle and calves on feed this June
1, a decrease of three percent from
1987.

"Consumers will see little price
change because there will be less
beef produced the last half of this
year," Davis said.

"Beef supplies represent a na-
tional market, and total beef sup-
plies are down. Even though num-
bers and placements in June were
there due to early marketings as a
result of the widespread drought,
this will not likely reflect a decrease
in costs at the meat counter," Davis
said.

"We are looking at still smaller
beef supplies in the future on cow
and non-fed steer and heifer slaugh-
ter. Thus, consumers likely will see
little difference in the retail price
structure for beef," said Davis.

"Even though total numbers of
cattle on feed nationally were the
highest in 10 years, part of this ac-
tivity was due to increased market-
ing of cattle from drought-stricken
ranges over the U.S. Many of these
cattle would not normally have
been placed on the market until
August or September,” Davis said.

In addition, Davis said that large
numbers of fed cattle were marketed
in May, a 14 percent higher level
than a year ago and the most for
May since 1972.

"These marketings kept feedlots
current and minimized price dis-
counting of unwanted over-finished
cattle. But supplies of feeder cattle
overall are dwindling rapidly and
may send cattle feeders scrambling
for feeder supplies this fall," Davis
said.

It 1s possible, Davis said, that the
highest price for feeder cattle will
occur counter-seasonal this fall.

Oil Production Rate

Chairman James E. (Jim) Nugent

Line Now Open

Texas residents who suspect they
have been exposed to pesticides and
who are unable to get local medical
trcatment can now turn (0 a
statewide pesticide poisoning emer-
gency phone line for help.

Bilingual assistance is available
24 hours a day, seven days a week,
by dialing 1-800-TDA-REGS (1-
800-832-7347).

"The Texas Department of Agri-
culture first became involved with
efforts 1o prevent pesticide exposure
three years ago when it adopted the
first pesticide regulations to protect
human health. Although the
regulations have helped reduce the
incidents of pesticide poisonings,
we have found that a number of
people are still getting hurt,” Agri-
culture Commissioner Jim
Hightower said. "Just as alarming,
we have discovered that some of the
people who have been exposed have
been unable to receive proper medi-
cal attention because of the distance
to migrant clinics or other medical
center, the lack of medical person-
nel with specialized training in
treatment of pesticide poisonings,
or their inability to pay for such
SCrv ILLS

"Short term effects of pesticide
poisoning include irritation of eyes,
skin or throat, itching, rash,
headaches, blurry vision, dizziness,
excessive sweating, vomiting and
chest pains,” said Olga Moya,
TDA's farmworker liaison. Some
pesticides are suspected of having
long-term effects which include tu-
mors or cancer, birth defects, repro-
ductive problems, skin problems,
and injury to the liver or other or-
gans.

"The emergency line is answered
by TDA staff during regular busi-
ness hours. During evenings,
weekends and holidays, calls are
forwarded to a bilingual answering
service that will immediately refer
human exposure cases to TDA
staff, who have a statewide list of
clinics, physicians and laboratory
services for testing, diagnosis and
treatment,” Moya said.
