The hay may be utilized by the 
producer's livestock or may be 
given or sold to anyone else. Only 
90 percent of the acres in a given 
CRP field may be hayed and a 25 
percent reduction in the annual 
rental payment will be assessed on 
the acres actually hayed. 

Ashley also reports that the 
only way around the 25 percent re-
duction in the annual rental pay-
ment is to donate the CRP hay. 

The County Agent will have to 
certify that the hay mas made 
available to a recipient through a 
group or entity engaged in drought 
relief activities and that the pro-
ducer of the hay received no reim-
bursement for the hay or for ser-
vices rendered. 

Victor Ashley, executive di-
rector of the local ASCS office, re-
ports that emergency haying or 
grazing of ACR land and paid CU 
continues in the county, but the 
program has changed a little since 
it was first announced. 

The major change is that the 
hay and grazing may be sold to 
anyone at any price at any time. 
Interested producers must still sign 
a register and designate the number 
of acres that will be hayed or 
grazed. 

The other emergency program 
in the county at this time is haying 
of CRP acres. Grazing of CRP 
acres is still prohibited. 

Interested producers must also 
sign a register to request haying of 
CRP. CRP land, either the dead 
litter crop or. the grass, may be 

building a well-deserved cleaning. 
The funny thing is - I noticed

of establishing vegetative cover, 
Harris said. 

He said filter strips, or cropland 
areas 66 to 99 feet wide with a 
permanent cover and located next to 
streams, lakes and estuaries, will be 
eligible for CRP in this extended 
signup even if the cropland does not 
meet the soil erosion criteria. 

"This provision was introduced in 
the sixth signup period last Febru-
ary to permit farmers to use CRP 
enrollment as a cost-effective op-
tion to control nonpoint source 
pollution," he said. 

If trees are to be planted, the land 
needs only one-third of its total area 
designated as "predominantly highly 
erodible" to be eligible for CRP, 
Harris said. He encourage producers 
to plant additional cover to protect 
wildlife and serve as windbreaks.

With rare exteptions, Texas Taw 
forbids schools to accept children 
without proof of immunization. 
The Texas Department of Health 
has established minimum require-
ments for immunization for the 
admission of school-age children to 
schools. They arc as follows: 
Four-year-olds entering pre-school: 

* Three doses of oral polio vac-
cine. 

* Three doses of diphtheria-
tetanus-pertussis (DTP) vaccine. 

* One dose measles vaccine or a 
physician-verified history of the 
illness. 

* One dose mumps vaccine or a 
physician-verified history of the 
illness. 

* One dose rubella vaccine. 

Getting first graders ready for 
school is more than buying a new 
box of crayons, No. 3 pencils and a 
Big Chief writing tablet. State law 
requires your child to have a com-
plete immunization record and cur-
rent booster shots to attend school. 

Regardless of whether a child at-
tends public or private school, ev-
ery student in Texas must have 
proof of immunization. 

Upon enrolling a child in school 
for the first time or transferring the 
child to a Texas school from an-
other state, a parent must provide 
proof that the child has been im-
munized appropriately for his age 
against diphtheria, tetanus, po-
liomyelitis, measles, mumps and 
rubella. 

Five years and older 
* Three doses oral polio vaccine 

(one dose since the child's fourth 
birthday). Applies to children 
through age 17. 

* At least three doses of DTP 
and/or tetanus-diphtheria vaccine 
(one dose since the child's fourth 
birthday and within the past 10 
years). 

* One dose measles vaccine or a 
physician-verified history of the 
illness. 

* One dose mumps vaccine or a 
physician-verified history of the 
illness (through age 16). 

* One dose rubella vaccine 
(through age 11). 

If a child is on an ideal immu-
nization schedule, he or she will 
have received five doses of DTP 
vaccine and either four or five doses 
of oral polio vaccine by the time he 
or she enters school. 

Children can be immunized by 
their family doctor or at their local 
health department. Any validated 

document of immunization will be 
accepted by the schools providing it 
shows at least the month and year 
when each immunization was 
given. The Texas Department of 
Health and local health departments 
will provide record-keeping cards 
free of charge for maintaining 
school immunization files. 

For more information about im-
munizations, parents should contact 
their local schools or health de-
partments.
