Morton pointed out that the con-
" tract allows for water rate increases
only if the engineering firm rec-
ommends such an action and that
after a review the trustee requests it.

WRMWD manager Al O'Brien
answered that the engineer had not
recommended the action, nor had
the trustee requested it. O'Brien did
say that the engineers were prepar-
* ing a recommendation after being
- notified by the district of its inten-
¥ tions to raise water rates.

Morton emphasized that the con-
tract requires the engineering firm
- © and trustee to initiate the issue,
' | "not the other way around.”

The Post city attorney also
~ pointed out that the contract calls
- for a set rate for each city.

Morton explained that since the

appear to be a need to raise water

rates at this time, and suggested
that the reserves could be used to
satisfy the original bond issues,
thereby eliminating a need to raise
rates.

Post was the sale of water to third
parties.

The contract forbids WRMWD to
sell water to potential city cus-
tomers without the written specific
consent of the city.

For the past 17 years WRMWD
has sold millions of gallons of wa-
ter to petroleum producers near
Post, in apparent violation of the
contracL.

“The city council does not have
the authority to give up this con-
tractual right without proper com-
pensation,” Morton explained.

"This revenue belongs to the
taxpayers of the city and the state
constitution is clear on this," he
continued.

"Do you have documentation
showing that the city gave up its
right to serve these customers?”
Morton asked.

MRMWD attorney Harry Jung
answered that such documentation
did exist and following Morton's
request, copies would be provided to
the city.

Morton also requested a detailed
report of all water sales by the dis-
trict from the beginning of the
contract to customers near the city
of Post.

When Jung said that the district
was allowed to sell water to cus-
tomers outside the city limits, city
council member Larry Waldrip
pointed out that the largest oilfield
customer's pump was inside the
city limits.

He referred to the pumping facil-
ity for The George R. Brown Part-
nership located on the oil storage
grounds between 13th St. and 14th
St. and Avenue S.

Actually, the contract makes no

provisions for where water sales
would be allowed, no boundaries or
geographic areas are mentioned.
Morton then asked what the
position of the board would be if
the City of Post decided to begin

ments made on December 19 and
21.

The failure to pay employees
for overtime hours worked was not
pinned down to one specific source
by the commissioners, but non-
compliance by the sheriff’s de-
partment with section 7(k) of the
Fair Labor Standards Act (FLSA)
accounts for a major share of the
discrepancies in payroll figures.

Section 7(k), as printed in the
Federal Register, Friday, April 18,
1986 states "For public employees
engaged in law enforcement activ-
ities (including security personnel
in correctional institutions), the av-
erage number of hours in tours of
duty in work periods of 28 consec-
utive days in calendar year 1975
was 171 hours. Consequently, the
maximum hours standard for such
workers employed under the sec-
tion 7(k) exemption is 171 hours
(or a correspondingly lower num-
ber of hours for a shorter work pe-
riod)."

Under section 7(k), law en-
forcement personnel could work
171 days in a 28 day work period

before any overtime compensation .

was necessary. The sheriff’s de-
partment was under the impression
they were operating under this sec-
tion, but, according to Tom Button
of the DOL, 7(k) was not imple-
mented correctly and the depart-
ment was not eligible for the ex-
emption.

During the meelings, the sug-
gestion had been made that hiring
one extra deputy sheriff would
have cut out overtime and the
Wage and Hour violation could
have been avoided, but County
Judge Giles W. Dalby said,
"Putting on one deputy would have
cost $32,000 to $34,000 in salary
and fringe benefits, and it would
still be impossible to eliminate
some overtime. In the long run it
was cheaper to pay the $28,000
than it would’'ve been to pay an-
other deputy and continue to pay
overtime."

A new schedule is currently
being worked-up for the sheriff’s
department, and the 7(k) exemp-
tion will be used.

Show Increase in Sales

The $11,023.57 sales tax rebate
check received by the city of Post
for December marked another
month in 1988 when local sales
continued to climb.

The recent check was an in-
crease of 21.52 percent over the
$9,071.18 payment received for the
same period in 1987.

For 1988, to date, the city has
received $171,292.68, an increase
of 23.80 percent over the
$138,364.34 received in 1987 cov-
ering the same period.

Area cities also showed in-
creases in sales and tax rebates.
Slaton received $12,400.36, a in-
crease of 25.71 percent over
1987’s $9,863.97. Slaton’s pay-
ments to date total $211,194.71,
and increase of 32.11 percent over
1987’s $159,859.85.

Tahoka received $3,311.75, an
increase of 6.82 percent over

1987’s $3,100.39. The total col-
lected to date is $64,042.82, and
increase of 9.83 percent over
1987’s $58,309.75.

Crosbyton collected $3,546.54,
an increase of 198.09 percent over
last year’s $1,203.86. Crosbyton's
total to date is $56,904.44, an in-
crease of 3590 percent over
1987's $41,873.15.

Ralls collected $3,696.72, a
32.78 percent increase over 1987’s
$2,784.06. The total for Ralls to

State Comptroller Bob Bullock
said that this year’s payments 1o
Texas cities grew 12.3 percent over
1987°’s payments, continuing a
trend that i1s expected to last for
several years.

Immediate Action Advised
on FmHA Loan Restructuring

Farmers may be in for a shock
if they are expecting an extension
on the 45-day deadline for submit-
ting their loan restructuring appli-
cations to the Farmers Home Ad-
ministration (FmHA).

Bill Stewart, Lubbock county
district supervisor of FmHA, told
area attorneys and accountants re-
cently that the 45-day deadline was
specified in the Agricultural Credit
Act of 1987 and that he does not
expect an extension of time to be
granted by Congress.

The Agricultural Credit Act of
1987 is legislation that requires the
FmHA, the Federal Land Bank As-
sociations and the Production
Credit Association o restructure
distressed loans if restructuring is a
less costly alternative than foreclo-
sure,

FmHA has sent notices to bor-
rowers who are more than 180
days late on their payments. These
notices inform the borrowers that
they have 45 days to prepare all
necessary paperwork or Lo prepare
for foreclosure.

The 45-day period begins on
the day the borrower signs the cer-
tified mail receipt attached to his
package,” said Stewart. "That date
1S entered into a computer program
and it can’t be changed."

Stewart said Congress designed
the loan restructuring program with
rigid rules and procedures to ham-
per any kind of manipulation by
borrowers or lenders.

Stewart was one of the speakers
at the recent FmHA Loan Re-

Was Developed

A new method and apparatus
for delinting cottonseed has been
developed by inventor, John W.

Beck stated "the method and
machine were designed specifically
to reduce the costs of delinting

cottonseed for planting, as well as
reducing the environmental prob-
lems associated with current sys-
tems."

The System delivers the cotton-
seed briskly through a flame
chamber in excess of 4,600 de-

Plano, Austin
Lead State in
People Growth

Plano and Austin have been the
fastest-growing of Texas citics with
morc than 100,000 population so
far in the 1980s, according to
estimates rcleased today by the
Texas Department of Commerce's
State Data Center (SDC). Between
1980 and 1987, the number of
Plano residents increased by 59.3
percent, to 115,198, while Austin
grew to 508,185, for an increase of
47.1 percent. The SDC estimates
include population totals for the
state, counties, and municipalities
as of July 1, 1987.

The ten largest cities in Texas
according to the 1987 population
estimates are Houston (1,888,337);
Dallas (1,061,850); San Antonio
(989,591); Austin (508,185); El
Paso (502,884); Fort Worth
(472,608); " Corpus Christi
(256,362); Arlington (231,985);
Lubbock (187,863); and Garland
(175,457). One major change in
these rankings ‘since 1980 is that
Austin has moved from sixth
largest to fourth, while El Paso and
Forth Worth have each fallen one
notch, to fifth and sixth,
respectively.
