Company's Plant X near Am-

herst In Lamb County.
The trip and visit was arrang-

ed by Ted, who as local manager
for SWPS Is one of the plant's
biggest boosters, and he certain-
ly has somethingbig to boost In

Plant X.
The visit to this modern steam

generation station was design-

ed to show us first hand what It
takes to give the public depend-abl-e

electric service day In and
day out. 2-- hours a day. Enough
machinery with men who have
the know-ho- Is the answerand
It's all to be seen at Plant X.

HOW PLANT X got Its name
is a story that is as interesting
as the physical aspectsof the
huge plant Itself. Several years
ago, the planning engineersof
SouthwesternPublic Service Com-

pany (they work as much as five
years ahead) saw the need for
a big power station the biggest
yet seen on Southwestern lines.
The problem was where to locate
the plant then In the dream
stage.The hlt method of
picking a power plant site had
long sincebeenoutmoded by new
scientific methods.

To find the answerthe engin-
eers duplicated the company's
system In mlnlatua. Every high
line, every power plant, every
feature of the system was In-

cluded In the model. Dials were
w a t c h e d Instrumentswere
checked and rechecked the
findings Indicated that X. a lo-

cation in Lamb County, marked
the spot, the spot for the now
power plant So X It was the
name stuck and It was adopt-
ed officially. The "spot" was on
the lone prairie seeminglymiles
from nowhereBut, the plant was
Ideally located in the approx-
imate load center of the sys-
tem. Adequatesupplies of fuel
and water were available. Plant
X Is the first plant conceived,
designed and engineered by
company personnel.

Its first unit a SZS00 kilowatt
capability turbo-generato- r with
Its huge boiler, stands as a
monument to progress and elec-
tric living Big as the first unit
Is, however, each of Plant X's
second and third units dwarf It.
Each of these two units Is a
steam turbine generator with
capability of U200 kilowatts.
With those units, the thlnl one
just Installed, Plant X is capable
of turning out more electricity
by Itself than could the entire
system Just a few short years
ago.

TO DESCRIBE HOW It is clone,
what It takes to bring electric
Mrv1ce to some 18&000 electric
customersIn the Company's

square mile service area,
would require much more space
than we havehere. A visit to tlie
plant Is somethingno one should
miss if the opportunity presents
Itself.

The Installations and equip-
ment are many. There are cool-
ing lowers, furnaces and boil-
ers, turbine-generators- , trans-
formers, sub station reducers,
etc.. each and every one playing
an important role

The plant personnel constats
of seven employeea. who oper-
ate Plant X on a 34 hour basis
efficiency p'us. It's modem to
the minute, television earners
being used to check butler gaug-
es. Constant pictures of those
gauge are on strategically lo-
cated screensso that they can
be checked periodicallyor at any
given time.

Q, I understandthat a veter
an may not receive Korean CI
training benefit paymentsIf they
duplicate paymentsmade by the
Government under some other
program. I plan to enroll In a
land grant college, which gets
Federal funds from a non VA

source. Would I still bo permit-
ted to take my training under
the Korean GI Bill?

A. Yes. The fact that the Gov-
