Action on Center Audit

The Garza County Commission-

ers' Court postponed until the April 9 
meeting a decision on contracting for 
a review of all county-owned prop-
erty, as proposed by Mary Stewart 
and Associates of San Antonio. 

Stewart presented the proposal 
during the regular meeting Monday 
morning. The inventory of 
county-owned property would in-
clude researching land and court rec-
ords from the beginning of the 
county's establishment and would 
provide commissioners a compre-
hensive listing of all property owned 
by the county, including mineral 
rights and easements. 

"If we found just 20 acres," Judge 
E.A. Howard commented, "that 
would be enough to pay for the job." 

Stewart's fee for the search is 
S2,950 and would be completed 
within six to eight weeks after start-
ing. Although commissioners ex-
pressed interest in the project, they 
voted to postpone a decision until 
April 9 to study the proposed contract 
further. 

In other action, the court rejected 
the lone bid of S65 from Bill Mueller 
for two used copying machines.
