A irood half inch of maiatun
fell over parts of the county earl;
Tuesday morning, but tha fat:
was spotted. The rains eatnr
again Wednesday mornsnd. ant
were more general, ratuttane; fen

heavy downpours in moat aaatai
Post Wednesday morning measur
ed 4.42 inches, and a similar
amount was reported over mas'
sectorsof the county. In the south
part of (he countv the fall was
not as great, about one and ball
inches, which is sufficient to aid
crops and range land.

Two Draw lake, which has bean
dry for months, caught a great
amount of water which causa the
dam to give way in two plasm.
South lake is full of water, tike
first time in about five roars.
The east abutment of the bridge
which crosses Yellowhouas river
was washedsway whan tha rtvar
went on a rampage and eauauS
all traffic on highway 380 to be
held up.

Lightning, struck near tha taaa--
phone building early Wednesday
morning and Post was without
lung distance circuits for same
time.

Section 1. That Article III of
the Constitution of the State of
Texas b amended by adding
theretoa new Section to be known
as Suction 41-- b which shall
as follows:

"Section 49--b. There is hereby
created a Board to be known as
the Veteran's Land Board, which
shell be composed of the Gover
nor, the Attorney Oeneral, and
the Commissioner of the Oeneral
Lend Office. The Legislature
shall provide by law for the is
suance by said Board of not to
exceed Twenty-fiv- e Million Dol-
lars (1X6,000,000) in bonds or
obligations of the State of Texas
for th purposeof creating a fund
to be known as the Veteran'sLand
Fund. Such bonds shall be execut
ed by said Board as an obligation
of the State of Texas in such
form, denominations, and upon
such terms as shall be prescribed
by taw, provided, however, that
said bonds shall bear a rate of
interest not to exceed three per
cent (3) per annum.

'In the aala of any such bonds
a preierental right of purchase
shall be given to the administra
tors of the various teacher retire-
ment funds, the Permanent Uni-
versity Funds, and the Permanent
Free School Funds; such bonds to
be issued only as needed,m th
opinion of the Veteran's Land
Board under legislative author-
isation.

"The Veteran'sLand Fundshall
be used by the Board for the sole
purposeof purchasing lands suit
able for the purpose liereinafter
stated, situated In this State (a)
owneo oy me united states,or
any governmentalagency thereof;
(b) owned by the Texas Prison
System,or any other governmen
tal agencyof the Stateof Texas;or
(c) owned by any person, firm,
or corporation.

"All lands thuspurchasedshall
be acquired at the lowest price
obtainable,be paid for In cash, and
shall be a part of the Veteran's
Land Fund.

"The lands of the Veteran's
Land Fund shall be sold by the
State to Texas Veterans of the
present war or wars, commonly
known as World War II, in such
quantities, and on such terms, and
at such prices and such rates of
interest, and under such rules and
regulations as may be prescribed
by law; provided, however, that
any such lands remaining unsold
at the expiration of eight (8) years
after the effective date of this
Amendment may be sold to any
one as shall be prescribedby law.

"All moneys receivedand which
have been received and which
have not beenused for repurchase
of land as provided herein by the
Veterans Lend Board from the
sale of lands and for Interest on
deferred paymentsshall becredit-
ed to the Veteran'sLand Fundfor
use in purchasingadditional lands
to be sold to Texas Veterans of
World War II, m like manner as
shall be provided for the sale of
lands purchasedwith the proceeds
from the salesof the bonds, pro-
vided for herein, for a period of
eight (8) years from the effective
date of this Amendment; provid-
ed, however, that so much of such
