For Constitutional Amendment No. 7

SAN ANTONIO (Spl ) The
Sheriffs Association of Texas,

comprisedof nearly 8.000 law cn
forccment officers, today asked
fellow Texuns to vote for Con-

stitutional Amendment 7 In the
November general elections.

Meeting In San Antonio for their
7Sth annual convention, the
Sheriff Association gave their

approval to Amendment
7 which provides for a wai
ver of jury trial and requires
competent medical testimony In

commitment proceedings of the
mentally III. At present Texas is
the only state in the nation which
still requires a mentally ill per-
son to endure n jury trial before
he can obtain more than 90 days
treatment at a state hospital.

Known as the oldest law en-

forcement organization In the
United States, the Sheriffs' As-

sociation took action after hear-
ing guest speaker John II. Lane,
Jr., executive director of the
Texas Society for Mental Health,
declare Amendment 7 nn essen-

tial first step toward adequate
mental health legislation In Tex-
as.

"There is a common misunder-
standing," said Lane, "that the
amendment abolishes thejury
trial In commitment proceedings.
This is not true," he emphasiz-
ed. "If no criminal offense has
been committed, Amendment 7

gives a person seeking treatment
a humane choice ns to whether
or not he wishes a Jury trial, just
as in any other civil matter."

The passage of Amendment 7
was enthusiastically endorsed by
the sheriffs In the following re-

solution: "This association en-

dorses andsupports proposedCon-

stitutional Amendment 7 which
wilt be submitted to the voters
of this state at the November,
1956. general election and which
provides and prescribes certain
legal requirements for the handl-
ing of the mentally ill and further
authorizes theTexas Legislature
to enact specific Ir.ws providing
for the trial and commitment of
such mentally III personsand pro--

vided further that this association
recommends and encourages the
ensuing stale legislature to cnoct
the proper measureswhich would
Implement this enabling amend-.rncn- t

Resulting In Losses To Mils

A II. .1- - , . , ... .
) n nine consiucrcu out increas-
ing nnrm among processorsof cot--
ton is the costly presenceof "tar
spots" which result In big losses
to the mills.

These black blights, unnoticed
In the ginning process,are collect-
ing among freshly gathered cot-
ton cither through use of asphalt-coate- d

pick sacks or by carrying
cotton to market over freshly tarr-
ed roads.

When this happens and the
cotton Is subsequently ginned, all
cotton In the bale Is "contaminat
ed" with tar spots which show up
during cloth processing at the
mills.

I

, What's worse, when one bale of
tar cotton Is mixed with 39 other
bales in the blenching room at a
mill, all material made from the
entire e lot contains tar.
This results In necessaryprice re-
ductions of 10 to 20 per cent, and
in some Instances, total rejection.

Now, more than ever, mills are
pin-poi- areas from which
blighted cotton continues to come.
This may result In general penal-
ties by industrial price-cut- s to
innocent farmers who live In an
area full of careless neighbors.

The wise thing would be for
everyone to tlltcnrd the old
asphalt-covere-d pick sack and to

.keep his raw cotton as clean as

.possible as long as It Is still in

jhis hands.

I LATE REPORT ON MEDFLY
An alien Insect who evndcd Im

migration officials is the cause of
growing concern among fruit-
growing states.

The Mediterranean Fruit Fly,
black and yellow and about one-ha-lf

to two-third- s the sire of a
housefly, was first seen about
three months ago In a grove near
Miami, Fin. Since that time the
pest has spread into 20 Florida
counties and a resultant concen-
trated campaign Is under way to
check infestntion.

For, if the medfly should get a
foothold In this country, the fruit
industry, of which Texas is a major
part, will be doomed to great loss-
es.

The frmnlp nf Iho (nrlr tnu
her eggs under the peel or skin
of the fruit, nnd when thrv hnfrh
little white worms emerge and
burrow into the fruit. Their wide
appetite Includes citrus, peaches,
figs, peppers, tomatoes, cucum-
bers, squash and cantaloupe, to
name a few.

all males to register at 18.
