Fertilizer To Be

More Plentiful

During Next Year
Three developmentshave tak-

en place recentlyfollowing Con-
gressionalaction of the Interna-
tional Emergency Food Commit-
tee. ThesechangesAvlll boost the
nitrogen fertilizer supply of the
next 12 months up to ten jh--

cent over last year's total, says
M. K. Thornton, extension ag-

ricultural chemist of Texas A.
and M. College.

The expected Increase will
make available over 900 thou-
sand tons more than was had
last year Even though there
has been an ImprovementIn the
supplies of world fertilizer nit-
rogen as compared with last
year, the expected supplyfrom
now on until next July will still
fall short of world demand.

The first of these develop
ments that will bring more nit
rogen fertilizer Is the Increase
of smaller country imiorts and
the private production. The
amount the United States will
get from the small countries
such as Chile, Canada and Nor-
way will amount to something
like 20,500 tons of the ten per
cent Increase,

The other two developments
deal with army production at
the US government plants. One
provides that ten per cent of
the anhydrous ammonia that Is
producedat theseplants will be
turned over t o commercial
plants to be changed into fertil-
izer for farm use. In numbers,
this will amount to around 28
thousand tons.

Tito other development is that
half of the coming year's exports
of nitrogen fertilizer shall be
made up of army production.
Since tho coming year's expect
ed exports will be close to Gl
thousand tons, 31,000 tons will
be on hand for domesticuses.

With all this talk about thou
sands of tons of fertilizer, It
sounds as if there will be e
trough for everybody, says
Thornton. Hut even with thU
expectedincrease,the world will
still be a little short on nitrogen
feMllker.

Effectiveness of the 1048 49

price support program for wh ?at,
corn and othergrains covered by
the Government support pro-

gram depends on the coopera-
tion of farmers themselves,stat-
ed B. F. Vance, chairman of the
Texas Committee of the Pro
ductlon and Marketing

No farmer needs to take less
than the support price for his
grain If he will avail himself
of the provisions of the price
support program, the chairman
explains. But it Is up to the In
dividual farmer to use the pro
gram before It can be effective
in supporting prices for him.

Both loans and purchase
agiccmcnts arc available to sup
port the prices of wheat, corn,
oats, barley, rye and grain sor
ghums. Where a former needs
the money, he can obtain a loan
at specified rates providing the
grain is properly stored. Under
the purchase agreement pro-
vision, the farmer specifiesIn the
agreement the quantity of grain
to be supported. He holds title
to the grain and may sell It on
the open market If he wishes.
But under the terms of the
agreement,the Commodity Cred-
it Corporation stands ready to
acceptnny quantity of the grain
up to the quantity specified in
the agreementand pay the sup-
port price for It. Acceptanceof
the grain by CCC Is subject to
grade specifications as outlined
In the purchaseagreement.

This year the combined cron
of corn, wheat, oats, barley, rye
and grain sorghums Is expect-
ed to produce 6,444 million bu
shels. That is a billion bushels
more than last year and 14 bil-
lion bushels more than the pre
war average. Considering corn
alone, storagewill be neededfor
about 600 million bushels.

With little nrosncct of addlt--

lonal terminal and country ele-
vator storage, it is un to farmers
to provide the additional stor-
age, the chairman explains.
Loans will be made on grain In
acceptabletemporary storageon
farms. Action by farmers to pro-
vide permanent storage for their
grain also Is urccd bv the
chairman, since grain stored on!

Tips Oil WinAi
Of Pkjs Offered

By County Agent
Pigs that arc fed a good ration

and still remain unthrifty orq
likely to have roundworms.Like-
wise, If you raise a litter of pigs
on ground that was formerly
occupied bypigs, there is o good
chance that the second litter
will have roundworms.Robert 11.

Gibson, GarzaCounty agricultur-
al agent, saysthat theseworms
may be passed right on out
through the body and onto the
ground. An examination of the
pig lot may show presenceof
these roundworms.They can be
Identified as being large, thick
yellow or pink worms about
lead pencil size.

Weanedpigs of any age may
be wormed, but the bestlime to
worm pigs is two or three weeks
after weaning. Pigsare weaned
at around 56 days of age, so
when a pig Is two and o half
months old, this j a good time
to worm them. For best results,
move the pigs to'a concretefloor,
worm them andbring them back
to the pen or pasture after three
days.

Another method Is to worm
them In the original pen, and
later move them to a different
pen, or out to the pasture three
days after worming. Moving
the pigs helps break down the
worm's life cycle, and thus re-
duces thenumber of worms.

Sodium fluoride Is the best
chemical to use for worming
pigs because it is90 per cent or
better effective, the cost Is low,
It Is easy to get, and it is not
harmful to the pig If given as
o.rccted.

Gibson suggests not to worm
over six to 10 nlcs at one time.
Directions call for one pound of
sodium fluoride mixed thorough-
ly with 100 pounds of dry feed.
If you don't have that many
pigs, mix one teasnoon with
one pound of dry feed for every
rtlc wolchlne 25.35 nnunils. Snmc
of the larger pigs may be given
another pound 12 hours after the
first dose. If a second worming
Is required, repeat the treat-
ment In 30 days.

Two wormlnns will orobablv
be enough un.oss the pigs arc
leu on ground that is severely
infested with roundworms. Im-
portant: keen li. mind, snvs filh.
son, that sodium fluoride Is a
poison, and if it is improperly
mixed, or too much is used, the
pigs may be poisoned.
