Soaringcosts continue to plague
tho construction Industry in Tex-
as. March reports of the 119 in-

sured savings and loan associa-
tions in Texas reveal that the

the University of Texas Bureau
of Business Researchanalysis of
figures supplied by the Federal
Home Loan Bank of Little Rock.

"Fruits are preparedas for eat-
ing. Keep the fruit cold from the
time It is gathered until frozen.
The fruit should be washed la
cold water. There are ways of
preventing discoloration In peach-
es, apricots,applesand pears.

A sugar syrup is used on ap-
ples, apricots, peachesand pears
when p'dcl&glng these fruits,
while tlie dry sugar method is
used on berries, cherries, plums
and very juicy pineapple."
