Texans In WASHINGTON

WASHINGTON, (#) — The Mexican wet-
back problem exploded like a bombshell when
New York's Congressman John J. Rooney charg.
ed Governor Allan Shivers and scores of other
Texans with hiring illegal aliens to get cheap
farm labor.

Three times in the past few months the [ssue
hag arisen in the House. Each time that body
has gone along with the views of Texas Rep-
resentatives Clark Figher and Lloyd Bentsen,
whose districts skirt along the Mexican border,
and voted agalnst increased funds to step up
immigration law enforcement operations,

Things seemed to be going about the same
way when the question arose of knocking out
$1.390.000 (M) which the Senate had voted to
put in a deficiency appropriation bill for the
Immigration and Naturalization Service.

Convincing arguments were set forth by both
Fisher and Bentsen. They noted that the money
was asked for the period ending on the 30th
of this month, and that it would be but the
forerunner of a request for much more in the
future. Some of the money would be used to
provide alrplane travel home for allens being
deported to Interior Mexican points, The rec-
ord shows that housing Mexican aliens in
Texas county jalls costs the federal govern-
ment only about $1.50 per day as contrasted
with about § to maintain them in the two
proposed detention camps that would be bullt
with some of the funds sald Bensten.

The House seemed inclined to agree with the
Texans that here was a chance to save the
taxpayers some money. Then, just before the
vote was to be taken, Rooney took the floor as
chalrman of the appropriations subcommittes
handling the pending legislation

The peppery 49.year-old Irishman, whose
district is his native Brooklyn, suddenly burst
out with the names and places. He read from
& typed report, the source of which he did not
make public.

509 of the contribution to a Pension Fund) for
faithful stockholders of 20 yoars standing?

An lmportant Warning

Without now taking sides in any pension dis.
cusston, I must remind corporation officials of
this: Since the approval by stockholders should
be secured to get pensions for officers and em-
ployees, the stockholders could block any Pen-
sion Pund which did net include them, the
same as employees can strike for Persion
Plans.

There is no doubt In my mind
that the Post school system |s far
ahead of most schools in Texas
In such es as salary and
security its staff members.

The recent ralse In salary pass-
ed by the board membery and
their previous adoption of the
continuing contract for
teachers places the school high
on the list of “forward looking”
institutions.

But 1 sincerely belleve that all
over the state of Texas people
are becoming more and more In-
terested (n the education facill-
ties and opportunities being pro-
vided for their children. Take
the recent meeting in  Austin,
which wag reported in June Is.
sue of the Texas Outlook:

“More than 400 representatives
of Industry, business, labor and
professions, and the state legis.
lature voluntarily pald their
own expenses to attend the 1952
Citizeng Advisory Conference in
Austin, Four two davs they dis-
cussed school problems and then
made specific recommendations
to help gulde the State Board of
Education In its administrative
duties.

“The Austin conference follow-
ed Public School Week in Tex-
as, when thousands of citizens
visited in local schools over the
state, It was the third such
meeting to be held in Texas, and
drew representatives from all the
21 congressional districts, Mem-
bers of the State Board of Edu-
cation were hosts,

“Specilic recommendations
made by the 18 work groups in-
cluded better pay for teachers,
a stabilized method of com-
puting local financial support of
schools, and eaution in accepting
federal ald for public education.

“A majority of the delegates
favored higher salarles for teach-
ers, some proposing a minimum
starting salary of $3000 instead
of the present $2403 for nine
months of teaching. (The Post
School Board approved the $3000
minimum for next year) The
extra cost of increased salaries
should be borne by an Increas-
ed tax on natural gas, nrather
than by boosting local school
taxes, one of the work groups
sald

“Governor Allan Shivers, who
opened the conference, called for
a stabilized method of comput-
Ing local financial support of the
state's school program, based on
a four-year average rather than
the economy of one year.

“At present the Economic In-
dex (used to determine amount
of local support) is computed by
the commissioner of education
every fourth year, It is based on
the latest Information avallable
regarding population, business,
and other factors. “If there is a
drouth.” Shivers said, “a disaster.
oug freezs or some other adversl.
ty in the year on which the in-
dex is computed, that fact is re-
flected on the community's pay-
ments to the school program for
four years'

* ‘Conversely.” he added, ‘if the
index is figured on the basis of
a prosperous vear, and then lean
years follow, there ls no method
under the present law to make
an adjustment.’

“The governor sald he agreed
with the State Board of Educa-
tion that Gillmer-Alkin school
laws should be changed to adopt
a ‘four-year moving average' as
a basls for figuring the Econ-
omiec Index

“Shivers also called for more
stress on the tleaching of history
and governmeni—iwo Subjects
which he termed ‘essentlals In to.
day's world.” He added that the
school should pluce conslderable
emphasis on the teaching of

foreign language, particularly
Spanish
“Cautioning against federal

ald where it would mean possi-
ble federal control of the public
schools, one of the work groups
said in Itg report, ‘We are willing
to Increase local support of edu.
cation to offset loss of federal
funds.'

“On the question of how much
the community should contrib-
ute locally toward the cost of
education. several groups have
thought that local taxpayers
should chip in 25 percent of the
cost rather than the present fix-
ed minlmum of $45 million. They
would pay about §51 million,

“Other recommendations of the
laymen were: to enlarge stale
auditing of local school records
lo safeguard the spending of
public education funds; 1o in-
crease citlsen participation  at
the local level; o expand the
school safely education program,
driver education, and first ald
tralning; W raise teacher educn.
tion standardg and requirements
for teacher certification; lo set
higher requirements for gradu-
ation from Texas high schools; to

How much water do vou think
you and your Post nelghbors use
during one of these hot summer
days?

Not ag much as your water
bill says? Don't be too sure of
that, The gallons of water all
of Post uses in one day would
chew a sizeable chunk out of
Glenn McCarthy's pocketbook.
A week ago Tuesday Post wat-
er customers used more water
than at any time In the history
of the town, They drank, wasted,
or just plain ran through the
plpes a staggering total of 817,.
000 gallons.

On that day, from 7 untl] 8:15
p. m. water was coming Into
town from the reservoir at the
rate of 1050 gallons per minute,
And Wednesday of last week,
B12480 gallons of waler were
consumed here.

During the month of May of
this year the clty customers aver.
aged using 510548 gallons of
water daily., Compared to the
199 consumption, the figure Is
a little high. For In May of that
year slightly more than 400,000
gallons were consumed, On May
10, 1949, the figure totaled 487,
000 compared to the more than
600,000 used on May 10 of this
year,

Is the water pure? If it Isn'l
the fault cannot rest on the
shoulders of the elty, For in May
127 pounds of chlorine were pro-
cessed into the water, The cily
actually averages about 117
pounds of chlorine per month in
purifying the water.

Surprising as It might seem,
very little of the tremendous
amount of water produced by the
18 city wells ig unaccounted for.
City officlals say that consump-
tion Joss will average less than
10 percent. That means that 20
percent of the water which
comes through the main meter
can be accounted for on records.
A good percentage consldering
the fact that the mc-wr will not

For there to be any enlightened understanding or preaching
of God's word, thers must be taken into consideration twe
types of law, namely, moral and positive. These two principles
of law are to be found in any kind of law., whether it be state
or spiritual. To make this matter clearer, let us first consider
these principles as found In our own state laws,

Murder Is o fair example of moral law. It is not wrony sim-
ply because our state law prohibits it. It was wrong before
there was any state of Texas, It has always been recogmized
as a violation of man’s moral nature and his Ged-given con-
science. Being so considered in every civilized nation, age and
clime, it is only right that the prohibition be included in the
law of our land. The autherity of our lawmakers has nothing
to do with the rightnesg or the wrongness of it It is MALA
PER SE. It Is wrong within itsell, and no law-giver or law-
making body could change the rightness or the wrongness in
any way.

But with positive law, the opposite is trus. The rightness or
the wrongness of positive law depends exclusively wpon the
authority of the law-giver. As to which side of the road we
drive on. is a good example of this In England the opposite
side of the road is used. What is right here is wrong thers,
Why? Because of anything innately or morally invelved? Of
course not. It depends solely upon the authority of the respec-
tive lagislatures. If our laws in thiy matter were changed fto-
morrow, what is right now would suddenly become wrong, ond
we would not be one whit the worse. morally speaking. The
rightness or the wrongness is purely optional, and is left up
to the law-making assembly to decide.

In God's word we see these two principles unifolded. Mur-
der, adultry and stealing have always been punished. Killing
is not wrong becouse the Law of Moses prohibited it It
was wirong in the beginning. In Gen. 4:10-15 we see God's
punishment of it in the case of Cain Jesus 'and the Apostles
forbade it (Mt 19:18, Geal 5:21) and so we see that Gods
moral laws, as such, have not changed in any age or dispen-
sation,

God's positive laws have been changed. In bullding the Ark,
Noah was following positive law. It was right for him to bulld
the Ark 450 1L in longlth becouse of the authority of Ged In
the matter, Had God commanded 600 ft.. he would have besn
under obligation in the maiter. When God told
(2 Kgu 5:10) to dip seven times in Jordan, it was
couse ol the authority of God in the matier.

SELF-INCRIMINATION

The privilege or rule against
self-incrimination makes news
from time to time In connection
with court proceedings and le-
gislative committee hearings.
The statement, “I refuse fo ans-
wer on the grounds that it may
tend to incriminate me” hag be-
come famillar to many, Some
do not understand the back-
ground of the legal prineipal
which allowg a person to remain
mute In such clrcumstances,

Lawyers say this ls one of the
most important basic rights of
the individual in this country.
The Fifth Amendment of our
Federal Constitution provides
that “no person shall be com-
pelled In any ecriminal case to
be a witness against himself."
The early American statesmen
insisted that thig guarantee be-
come a part of our law for excel.
lent reasons,

The doctrine agalnst self-in.
erimination is most probably an
outgrowth of “trial by ordeal”
practiced in the ancient days of
England, A person accused of a
eriminal offense had to plead
either 'guilty’ or ‘not gullty’' at
the time he was arraigned for
trial, and still does today. How-
ever, in those days the accused
had neither the benefit of coun-
sel nor the right to testify In his
own defense, and either plea ulti.
mately amounted to just about
the same thing.

If the accused pleaded ‘guilty’
he was hung a little sooner than
wag the case If he pleaded ‘not
gullty’. This situation, under-
standably enough, caused many
persons charged with crime to
stand silent on arraignment and
not plead either way, When that
happened, the accused was sub-
jected to torture to Induce him to
plead one way or the other.

Incredible methods of making
a person were used with almost
total success, In some cases the
accused wag placed in close con-
finement with a bit of bread to
eat one day, a sip of water the
next, and so on from day to
day until he consented to plead
or died of starvation,

On other occasions heavy
welghts were piaced on his chest
above the heart and attendants
stood on the welghts, or he might
| have been forced to recline on a
bed of sharpened stakes, Inves.
tigations in those days
primarily because of alleged de.
