Therefore,don't get panicky and sell out your
business just because of war threats, labor
troubles or competition. Remember that for
every one who gets scaredand sells out, there
Is so much more opportunity for those who
stick. Only don't borrow money to do so. Keep
out of debt.

What ever you do or don't do, take up
some systematic study to enable you to do
better work for yourself or your employer.
Write tonight to your stateuniversity for a list
of Its extension courses.Some of these courses
are truly "gold mines." Pick out one or more
and "dig In" at once. They will not only help
you In forging ahead here at home but will
go a long way to prevent you from being
uad as cannon fodder abroad.

Since
reprocessingbreaks and shortens
fibers, cloth rrjado from this type
wool is not asgood asthat made
from the original,

Nevertheless,suitings from re-

processedwool arc satisfactory
for ordinary wear.

"Reused" wool, is that made
from worn or used fabrics, such
as rag collectors buy. Such ma
terials arc cleaned and sorted,
then lorn apart. Thus the fibers
arc short nnd weak and usually
have to be combined with other
fibers in making cloth.

Finished suitingsand theyarns
from which they arc mndc are
citherworstedsor woolens.Serge,
gabardine, and sharkskin are
worsteds. Tweed, homespun and
twist nro typical woolen suitings.

Materials such ns covert, chc
viot, and flannel may be cither
woolen or worsted.

"Worsted yarns," explains Mrs.
Strasncr, "arc made from the
finest and longest wool fibers,
combedparallel and twisted into
strands or piy. Two or more
strandsarc then twisted togcth
cr. Tliis makesynrn that is even,
soft and firm."

Well BalancedConstruction
Both lengthwise nnd crosswise

yarn should be of the same ply
for well balanced construction.
Worsted suitings are generally
close woven, hard finished,
smooth and supple. Crumple a
piece in the hand nnd it will
feel nlivc nnd springy. It will
not hold wrinkles. Worstedswear
well. Thosewithout nap, such as
serge and gabardine, become
shiny.

Newerworstedsare called "un
finished" or "semifinished" and
have a light surface nap, such as
eliminatesshine.

Woolen .yarns arc made of
coarser fabrics than worsteds,
Mrs. Strnsncr cxplnlns. Fibers
arc short and lann nnd criss
crossedin the fabric, not combed
and laid parallel. Most woolen
yarns nrc one ply nnd loosely
twisted. Not as serviceable as
worsteds,they do lend themselves
to nappingand the casunl styles
some menprefer.

Garza Farmers Must Decide cm Cotton Crop
Now and Make Plans for IncreasedYield

The big question for Garza
farmers (Ills year Is "Shall I in-
creasemy Cotton Acreage?"

Tills question,of course, canbe
answeredonly by the Individual
farmer himself. Cotton will pro-
bably be a mora attractive crop
than usual this year. The farmer
should considerhow much more
attractive it will be and for how
long.

For one thing, weather con-
ditions can be expected to be
more favorableduring most years
than In 1D50. Since morefarmers
are following approved methods
of control, Insect damage will
be greatly reduced.

Cotton exports could be dras.
tlcally reduced If the war sltua-Ho- n

becomes worse. Increasing
competition with synthetic fibers
must be expectedbecauseof the
short supply of cotton and techni-
cal ImprovementsIn synthetics.

Improvmcnt In breeding,grow-In- g,

processing, handling and
marketing cotton will naturally
Increase, L. C. Hcrron, county
agent points out. Increasing

population will Increase
the demandhere for cotton.

High Employment
As long as the presentprogram

of national defense continues,
there will be a continued high
lcvul of employmentand general
prosperity In the United States.
This will continue to hold the
domesticdemandfor cotton high.

Under the presentconditions,"
says Hcrron, "the farmer should
give serious thought not only- - to
the production of cotton next
yoar, but to the whole farm busi-
ness. Farmers should not Ignore
the long time adjustmentssuch
as the shift to grass land farm-
ing. Many farmers have balan-
ced their cotton program with
other cashcrops, pastures and
livestock and the outlookIs good
for other farm enterprises In
1951."

Hcrron Joins with other agri-
culture expertsin urging farmers
not to Increase thlr cotton ac-
reage nt the expenseof a well-balance- d

farming system.
On many farms, he pointed

out, it is possible to Increase
cotton acreage on good land
without depleting soil fertility
or using labor and other resour-
ces inefficiently. This Is where
the neededIncreaseshould take
place.

"Where cotton acreagemay ba
Increasedwithout upsetting long
time balanced farm programs

and where available supplies of
labor, fertilizers, Insecticidesand
other materials are adequate,an
IncreaseIn cotton acreagewould
be Justified," the agent feels.

Coroful Planning
Early and careful planning

should be done for the successof
1951 cotton production. Gdod
planting seed, nitrogen and

will all be scarce,ac-
cording to the Department of
Agriculture.

- Mechanical harvesters, also,
may be especially short. Garza
countlans are leaning more and
more to the mechanical harves-
ter.

Hcrron especially emphasizes
the need for agreementsIn ad-
vance between tenants and ow-
ners and operatorsand croppers
on fertilization, Insect control,
and profitable division of costs
to both. These Items must be
consideredIn making the year's
financial plans and arranging
for needed credit.

There arc three points that arc
now especially favorable to in-
creasedcotton production. Com-
mon knowledge is the elimina-
tion of acreage allotments and
marketing quotas.Also, favorable
to the small farmer Is the fact
that cotton planted In 1951 will
apply as baseacreageon future
planting allotments.

Most Important Is the contin-
ued price supports, under the
present law at 80 and 90 per
cent of parity. Tills year, cotton
prices arc supported at 90 per
cent. Loan rates for the 1951
crop will be 90 per cent of pari-
ty as of July 15, 1951, the Agrl-cutur- c

departmentprovides.
1950 Laws Hold

"However," Hcrron warns, "all
provisions of the 1950 acreage
allotment and marketing quota
program arc still In effect and
will be carried through."

The overall situation Is impor-
tant to the farmer considering
how much he should increasehis
cotton acreage.The secretary of
agriculture has said that a 16
million bale crop will be needed
to meet Increaseddomestic and
export demandsand to maintain
minimum reserves.

The 1950 crop has been esti-
mated at 9.G million bales. Cot-

ton supplies in the United States
arc expected to total somelG.G
million bales. Tills Is almost
five million bales short of the
1949-5- 0 total.

Incomes will be maintained at'

record levels, in spite of the d

wagefreeze. Mill consump-
tion of cotton for military and
civilian use Is expected to be
about 10 million bales this year.
This will leave only 6.5 million
bales for export and carry over
needs.

Exportsare anImportant mar
ket for the American farmer, Her
ron reminds. When foreign mills
lack American cotton, they have
two modes of self -- protection.One
Is to go elsewhere to get their
cotton. The other Is to convert
to synthetic yarns.

Productionof synthetics in for-
eign countriesgained 29 per cent
In 1949 over 1948. It Is expected
to Increasein 1950 and evenmore
In 1951. Smaller supplies of cot-
ton and wool will give added
stimulus to increasedproduction
of rayon.

Output of rayon filament yarn
and rayon staple fiber In the
United States Increased 29 per
cent during the first half of 1950.
At this rate, says Hcrron, It will
set a new record of production
for the year.

Price of rayon per pound has
fallen while that of cotton has
Increased.Thatgivessynthetics a
distinct advantageover natural
fibers.
