Tho cattle business is an up and down af-

fair, and Is one in which the inexperienced
operator can lone his shirt. For about a ttaaen
war and postwur years the industry prospered.
Evoryonu In It wa making money, and as a
consequenceeveryone wanted "toget Into the
act," with or without experience. The big
operators also expanded, despitehigh prices
for stockers awl feeders. Tattle numbers In-

creased rapidly, until the number on U. S.

farms hit an aM Ume high of 83.600,000head
asof Jan. 1. 1US3. The number on feed on that
date also stood at a record high of 5.8M.C00
head 16r4 above a year earlier The cattle
cycle trend cannot quickly be altered.

Attractive prices were the chief expansion
lure. Weekly average cattle prices had soared
to $17J5 a by September,1861.
In April, 1051. prices of heavy steersat Chica-
go stood at Hut trouble in the form of
drought was brewing in the Southwest Pro-

longed hot, dry weatlter scorched theSouth-
west and other areas In 1052 and 1053. Pas-

tures virtually evaporated. Feed shortages
mounted in the stricken areas. Many ranchers
had no alternativehut to rush their cattle to
market.

gases, said Dr. George W. Cox.

Carbon mon-
oxide is formed When there is
not enough mixed with
the burning gas, or when the
design and operation of the

Is faulty.
With a toxicity to

the gases that have been
in warfare not enough atten-
tion has been given to the dead-
ly effects of prolonged exjMsure
to carbon monoxide. This gas
claims far more than Its share
of accidental deaths In Texas.

Dr. Cox makes the following
recommendations for use of gas
heaters:

1. Make surt the heater is
properly adjusted.

2. Use metal tubing for con-

necting stove to gas line ami
check for leaks.

3. Always ventilate a room
when the heater ig burning.

I. Do not use any artificial
gas In a heater designed for
natural gas.

3. Never let the stove burn all
night

Plain ' .inly f,,w years ago,
was a beautiful little town, but
lust a tiny dot on the Texas
map.

On
this thorougiifaro stood empty
buildings because of lack of
business.A broken down movie
house provided about the only
entertainment for the populace
of the town and county. There
were small buildings,

Untied to come, All business
houses were soon filled and
many wore under construction.
Tin? sound of hammers and the
buzz of saws wore heard con-
tinuously. I'anr.eis began to
prosper because of the leasing
of lantl and the demand for pro-
ducts to feed antl clothe the
growing population.

Hy tile time denizens of i'ost
really becameaware of the prob-
lem, the public buildings of the
town wore filled to the over-
flowing point and "busting out
at the seams."

The school buildings of the
town were the most difficult
problem. They could neither
house the students nor offer the
subjects they wanted and need-
ed. Finally bonds wore voted to
build a new grade school build-
ing which was rushed to com-
pletion. Oil taxes helped to fin-
ance the building, but even yet
there Is a crying need for more
space to be used for class rimms.
On Saturday. October 10, 1053.
bonds were voted for the erec-
tion of a Junior High School,
which will take care of the sit-
uation temporarily.

Churches were unable to find
space for cliiss rooms for Sun-
day School. Many of the people
who came with the oil Industry
were faithful church members
who built up the churches, not
only spiritually, but financially.

Streets were paved from the
addetl oil taxes, which helped
Improve the appearance of the
town.

Even now, although I'ost has
settled back to normal, the ef-

fects of the oil industry are very
evident.
