Would 'missed persons' total 354?
Disappointment Is a mild word for the roac-tlo- n

from local community leaders to Post's an-

nounced I960 population according to the pre-

liminary census report of 4,646.

Most folks think a whole lot of people have
been missed.

Although Post has shown a better than 50

per cent population gain the decade of the i0",
practically everybody agreed that Post today

was a city of 5,000 and more. The only ques-

tion among the guesscrswas how much more.

First, It Is well to point out that disappoint-

ment is welling up from all over West Texas over

the preliminary censusfigures recently released.

Many towns actually lost population from
1950. Including some of Post's neighbors. Others
while registering big gains fell far short of their
anticipated totals. Dozens simply stood still, ac-

cording to the census takers.
Lubbock in its race with Amarlllo for West

Texas leadership has launched "Operation Nose-Coun- t"

and Is sending mop-u-p squadsof volun-

teers to check residential areasseeking "missed
citizens."

Lots of other towns and cities arc doing the
sumo thing.

It Is cosy to basepopulationestimates on new

homes built, meter connections,and other such

available statistics, but according to censusoffi-

cials who are now "getting it" from outraged
Chambersof Commercefrom all sides, thefacts
simply are that more people have more things to-

day than they used to have and that such ratios
established formerly no longer accurately apply.

There Is no overlooking the fact, either, that
Post In the lost several months has lost doxans

of oil families with the severe cutback in drill-

ing brought on by the low production days sched

Outside of and "all that
Jazz," as teen-ager- s themselves so aptly put It,

there Isn't much for us to say to this year's Post
High School graduating class that hasn't already
been said.
