A. Proceedsof GI Insurance pol
Iclcs arc exempt by law from any
claims of private creditor, they
may not be seized nor attached to
pay your husband s debts,

Q. Docs the VeteransAdministra-
tion administer the unemployment
pay program?

A. No, unemployment benefits
nre ndmlnlstcrcdby the U. 5. De-

partment of Labor through their
offices In each of the 50 states. In
addition, state offices of the U. S.
Employment Service offer job find-

ing assistanceincluding counseling
and placementwhere employment
Is available.

Q. My father, n World War II
veteran, died recently from non--
scrvice-conncctc-d causes. Since I

nm not yet 18, what service re-

quirements must my father have
met to make me eligible for pen-

sion?
A. Your father, must have had

at least 90 days service, part of
which was between Dec. 7, 1941,

This opens an entirely new

area of economic opportunity
for enterprising people.

Usually when black bassstrike at
trolling lures it's when tho baitpassesweed beds, logs, etc.
Whites are different. They run in
schools, whereasblacks arc found
singly, or in small groups.

Trolling, whether for whites or
blacks, takesa degree of know-ho-

and skill. Don't just get in your
boat, fling your lino in tho wat-
er and zip up and down tho lake,
with your lure bouncing around on
the surface far behind like a skip-
ping pebble.

Instead,first determinewhich of
the two fishes you aim to catch,
then study the shore line. Snap on
tho best bait for the fish you have
chosen, and work tho weed beds,
now and then dragging your bait
near land promontories and coves.

Cut the motor down to one or two
miles nn hour and play your lino
out. Let it drop a good distance
back, then bring it to within ten or
fifteen feet of tho boat.

MOTOR NOISE doesn't seem to
frighten bass.Often they follow the
whirling propeller. In fact, large
blacks have been known to attack
an outboard'sspinning blades, ap-
parently in anger.

Most trolicrs report their biggest
catcheswhen their lures arc ns
close asfifteen feet behind the boat.

If you havo poor successnear the
surface, try letting your spoon, or
plug, sink deeper. Admittedly, this
increasesthe danger of your lure
snagging on submerged objects.
But it nlso brings surprising re-
sults, not only In tho size andnum-
ber of fish caught, but in the va-
riety.

Channel catfish or two or three
pounds have been hooked with
spoons and small, deep-runnin- g

lures. Dig channel cat put up a ter-
rifically exciting battle, and will
give you plenty to talk about later.

Once you cntch n channel cat,
make n half-doze- n passesover the
samo area. Usually cats run in
schools of from several to a dozen
or more, and you may cntch others
near the same spot.

(Centtiwed from page 1)
product. Within Just ten years, Bur-
lington whs the largest weaver of
rayon fabrics in America.

By 1937, Burlington's sales reach
ed $27,000,000 through production
In 30 plants. That year Burlington
made Its first public offering of
stock on the New York Stock Ex-
change. Burlington since has earn--

cd and paid consecutive dividends.
Burkes said during the depres

sion, Burlington was buying nnd
expanding Its plants, instead of
closing them, as the man-mad-e

fiber had successfully Invaded the
domain of silk.

In 1938, Burlington moved for
ward with the Introduction of nylon
by building full fashioned hosiery
plants. In ID 10 n spun rayon divi-

sion was established.
Since World War II, through In

ternal expansion nnd acquisition of
promising companies In other tcx-tll- o

fields of which Postcx was
one Burlington has grown to a
1900 sales volume wlich topped
$900,000,000 with more than 62,000
men nnd women employed In 130

plants in 90 American communities
and four foreign countries.

Burkes pointed out that unlike
the pioneer Burlington plant with
Its bedspreads,Burlington today
nroduccs few end products with
hosiery, ribbon, sheets, pillow cas
es and runs among the notable ex
ceptions. Basically, he said, the
company manufacturesfabrics, sel
ling to other firmswhich createan
endlessarray of consumer products
from these textiles.

Burkes went on to soy that Bur
lington Is no longer nn rntcmrlsc
tied closclv to man-mad-e fibers,
but one which has nchlcvcd
a healthy balancethrough the use
of every Important fiber, natural
or man-made- . Blends of various
fibers, he said, now make possible
new nnd better fabrics, each with
special advantagesfor particular
uses.

Burkes pointed out that Burling
ton places emphasis on manage-
ment nnd executive training with
the firm's personnel representa-
tives visiting nt least C3 colleges
and universities each year to re
cruit outstanding graduates. In a
normal year, he said, more than
100 young men are participating In
managementdevelopment training
programs.Burkes pointed out that
the Postcx Mills here now have
eight TexasTech graduateson its
payroll with the ninth slated to
come in February.

The Postcx head also emphasiz
ed that Burlington has one of the
finest research development and
control laboratories anywhere lo-

cated in Greensboro. N. C, w 1 1 h
more than 150 highly skilled em-

ployes engaged in chemical, phy-

sical and mechanical investigations
related to fibers and fabrics.

Burkes said that in 1945 Burling
ton e s t n b 1 1 s h c d nn tuuen--
tional Loan Fund in memory of the
late James Lee Love, father of J.
Spencer Love and for many years
a professor of mathematicsat Har-
vard University. Many children of
employes nnd often employes them-
selves ore assisted in obtaining
college educations through this
fund.

Over the past ten years over $1,

500,000 has been given In the in-

terestsof education bv Burlington,
Burkes said, the most notable gift
being the first nuclear reactor In
the South which wns given to North
Carollnn State College.

While GarzaCounty doesn'tgrow
