Cotton growers
to vote Dec. 15

on 1963 quotas
COLLEGE STATION The U. S.

Department of Agriculture an-
nounced Inst week a nntlonnl mar-
keting quotn of 14,367,000bales and
n nntlonal acreageallotment of 16

million ncrcs for the 1963 upland
cotton crop. Dec, 11 was set ns the
dote for grower referendum on 1963
marketing quotas.

The announcement nlso said an
additional 310,000 ncrcs would be
available ns n nntlonal reserve
to be used for establishing min-
imum allotments. It was further
stated that It Is not anticipated
that tills will be the final national
acreageauthorized for 1963 since
new legislation is to be recommend-
ed to Congress by the President.

The acre allotment Is
the maximum permitted under
presentInw In view of the present
supply-demnn-d sltuntlon. It now
appearsthat more than a million
bales will be added to the carry-
over and Increase It to 8,7 million
bales by Aug. 1, 1963.

The Presidenthasannouncedthat
he will recommend legislation to
remove the Inequity In the present
two-pric- e cotton system nnd has
requested tho USDA to make re-
commendations to him ns to the
means for accomplishing that pur-
pose. Tills legislation would

the domestic use of U. S.
cotton and may also contain other
provisions which would permit in-

creasesin tho acreageto be plant-
ed.

In the Dec. 11 referendum,n two.
thirds majority of those voting is
needed to make marketing quotas
effective on the 1963 upland cotton
crop. Extra long staple growers
will vote on the sameday on mar-
keting quotas for their type cotton.
If marketing quotas arc approved,
price support to cooperating grow-
ers will be available at a level to
b announced by the Secretary. It
can range from 65 to 90 per cent
of parity. The parity price of cot-
ton Is now 39.51 cents per pound.

The leaves were wet, and Pete
found that he had to stir them oc-

casionally In order for properburn-
ing, resulting in a dense cloud of
smoke.

Al Intended to drive his car Into
tho alley In which Peto was burn-
ing the leaves. As he approached
the alley, he entered a dense cloud
of smoke, so dense In fact that his
vision was ompletely obscured. He
neverthelesscontinued to drive his
car Into the alley, although he did
reduce his speed.

As Al enteredthe alley Petewas
standing next to the curb, complete-
ly engulfed by the smoke. Al s car
struck Pete.

Peto sued Al claiming that he
was negligent in driving Into the
smoke when he could not see. Al,
on tho other hand, said that Pete
was negligent in standing in the
alley in such a dense cloud of
smoke when he knew that cars
were driven in the alley.

Was Al negligent? Can Pete col
lect from him for his damages'
Petewould not win his case, unless
the jury found him not negligent in
standing In the alley in a cloud of
dense smoke. However, the courts
have held that a driver must ex-

ercisecare commensuratewith the
situation. It has been recognized
in n number of cases that more
care than normal is required of
a driver traveling through smoke
which limits his visibility.

It is the duty of the operator of
a car to drive it at such a rate of
speed that ho can bring his car
to a standstill within the distance
that he can plainly see objects or
obstructions ahead of him. If he
continues to proceed when he is
unable to soe because his vision
i s obscured he is negligent
When the situation on a high-

way is such that one's vision
is completely obscured, it is his
duty to slow down or even stop
until the cause of such obscured
vision is at least in part removed.

Discriminationagainstwhite
studentsallegedin lawsuit

Close City ISD

named defendant
A civil suit alleging racial dis-

crimination in this case discrim-
ination against whites Instead of
Negroes was filed yesterday In
district court hero againsttho Close
City Independent Schoool District.

The suit Is
believed to be the first of Its kind
filed anywhere In Texas and per
haps In the United States.

The suit, naming A. C. Cash and
his children, Jodl and Jll Cash,
as plaintiffs, was filed by Pat N.
Walker, attorney for the plaintiffs.

Tuition paymentsand transpora--
Hon by the Close City School Dis
trict are involved In tho suit.

The suit sets forth that theClose
City schoool district, which teaches
thrugh the seventh grade, Is pay
ing a tuition charge of approxl
matcly $225 per pupil to tho Post
Independent School District for
eight Negro studentswho have not
finished tho seventh grade,but that
it has refused to pay the snmc tu
Ition charges for fivo white stu-

dents who havo not finished the
seventh grade.

THE SUIT further alcgesthat a
school bus operatedby the Close
City district transports the Negro
students to and from the Post
school, but has failed and refused
to transport the white students be
low the seventh grado whose par
ents have transferred them to the
Post schools.

The suit alcges "rank discrim-
ination' against the plaintiffs and
deprivation of their constitutional
rights.

The suit filed for Cash defines
the CloseCity school district's clas
sification of students ns follows

Class 1: All students, male and
female, of tho white and Negro
races, who have finished the seven
th grade.

Class II: All students, male and
female, of tho white race, who
have not finished the seventh
grade, but whose parentshave not
sought to have their child trans
fcred out of the district for cdu
cational purposes.
