During this time, the price
of cotton has been rising and that
of synthetic fibers has continued
downward.

Since the end of 1000. he said,
consumption of competing fibers
hns increased by 34 per cent, or
2.1 million bales, while that of cot-
ton has increased only 10 per cent,
or 811,000 bales.

Cotton's present competitive sit-
uation in all threeareas research,
price, and promotion makes the
need for the Institute much more
important now than when the plan
was started, Mr. Power pointed
out.
