On this 25th anniversary
of the March of Dimes, in-
stead of listing past accom-
plishments, I would like to
predict the future.

During the next 25 years,
medical science will leap
ahead with new and fantas-
tic discoveries. At long last,
it might finally be possible
to replace diseased organs—
kidneys, heart, stomach —
with satisfactory substi-
tules.

Just about all virus infee-
tions will be controlled by vac-
cines or drugs. Electronic de-
vices will help defective or in-
jured muscles do their normal
work.

As spectacular as these ac-
complishments may be, I think
medicine's most significant ad-
vance of the century will take
Elnce at the bedside of the in-

ividual patient at the hospital.
We will see an increasing con-
cern for patient care and re-
habilitation—utilizing the most
highly trained people and lat-
est techniques to control dis-
ecase, alleviate pain and suffer-
ing, prevent and correct de-
formity.

This concern with patient
care and rehabilitation will be
vital in the years to come, for
it has been proved that scien-
tific advances alone will neither
eradicate all disease nor pro-
vide a state of Utopian good
health

Need Medical Skills

Each scientific advance will
bring with it added responsi-
bilities. Our increasing birth
rate will bring more congenital
disabilities or birth defects
The lengthening life span of
individuals will mean a corres-
ponding rise in the diseases of
aging—among them, arthrius
and the rheumatic diseases, Pa-
tients  will survive diseases
once regarded as fatal, but

their complete recovery will|

Roy was also deer hunting. He
heard Jim's shot and saw a deer
running toward him. However, be-
fore it reached the spot whera he
was standing, the deer fell to the
ground

Althouph it was obvious that the
deer was about to die, Rov walked
to within three feet of it, delivered
the finiching shot, and quickly put
his tag on it. When Jim ran up and
claimed the deer., Roy said that
such deer were wild animals, and
belonged to no one until killed.
Since he wns the one that killed
the deer, Rov claimed that it be-
longed to him

Whicn hunter has legal
the deer?

In this case the deer belongs to
Jim. Jim was the first to wound
it, and did so before Roy appear-
ed on the scene. He had mortally
wounded the deer, and had it in
such a situation that its escape was
improbable, if not impossible. The
prevailing rule is that the instant
a wild animal is brought under the
control of a person so that actual
possession is practically inevitable,
a vested property interest in it ac-
crues which cannot be divested
by another's intervening and kil
ling it, or reaching it first.

Jim had delivered the shot
which so crippled the animal as
to cpuse him o cease to escape,
thus permitting Roy to walk up to
the animal and deliver the finish-
ing shot, Jim had effectunlk
lv brought the deer under his con-
Llrol betore Rov took a hand in the
matter. The deer legally belonged
to Jim. and he can enforce his
clatm in court
