STATE SALES TAX
AND AGRICULTURE

Several questions have been re-
ceived concerning the application
of the State Sales Tax to agricul-
tural production goods. The Comp-
troller's office has not made rul-
ings on some of these specific
items, but Ruling No. 13 docs
cover certain items.

According to this ruling, "Per-
sons engagedin the businesso f
selling tangible personal property
to those engaged in agricultural
pursuits In the Stateof Texas shall
be required to collect the tax Im-

posed by this law. However, there
arc items specifically exempt from
the taxes imposed by this statute
wncn soiu 10 inose mjjsyus cukuki-- j

in agricultural pursuits."
Articles exemptedfrom the sales

tax under Ruling No. 13 in c 1 u d c
"The sale of, storage,use orother
consumption of any form of ani-

mal life of the kind which ordinar-
ily constitutesfood for human con-

sumption," This would include
beef cattle, poultry and swine.
Also exempted is feed for these
animals.

It
has beenruled, however, that parts
for farm machineryand equipment
will be taxed.

It will require some time for
the State Comptroller to Issue rul-

ings on the multitude of items that
fall into the "gray" areas of t h c
statute's meaning.As soon as spe-

cific rulings can be had, they will
be passedon to the public.

As a rule, when you sell or lease
your place, the new owner or les-

seetakes over responsibility for it.
But you may havesomecontinuing
responsibilities.

In n recentcasethreesmall boys,
playing In an old rifle range near
home, found a crcnadc. took It
home, and later exploded It, Injur-
ing themselves.

The U. S. governmenthad leased
the land to train armed forces, but
Inter turned it back to the owner.
The boys sued the government. It
answeredmat it no longer coniroi-le- d

the land and should not be
blamed for what happenedafter it
gave up possession.

Still the court made the govern-

ment pay the boys for the harm
done.

As a rule, when a seller or lessor
gives up his land, he Is no longer
to blame for defects In the land,
buildings, or permanentfixtures.

But defectsIn things permanently
part of the land differ from leaving
dangerous things like n grenade
about. It Isn't a permanentpart of
the land. The federal government
was at fault in not searching for
dangerousgrenadesIclt by us

Property owners or occupiers

have sncclal duties to small chil
dren. They may trespasson your
innr! nnd opt hurt bv thincs that arc
especially attractive to them.

of water left by a constructionfirm
nrn nil "attractive nuisances." An

owner of such things must take
great care to keep trespassingcnu--

drcn from getting nun.

if ho docs, and thev hurt the buyer
or tenantlater, the seller may have

State loan requirements do not
necessitate right-of-wa- y pipeline
casementsat the start, as would
have been required via the federal
loan route. This permits the direct-
ors to concentrateupon the site
purchasesnow.
