Prussicacid, after frost, could
meantrouble for stock producers

COLLEGE STATION Frost can
be expectedin most areasof t h c
state any time now, and when it
comes could meantrouble for live
stock producers.Johnsongrassand
sorghumsometimesdevelop a high
prussic acid content after a frost,
and if grazed by livestock, can
cause a lot of trouble, warns Dr.
C. M. Patterson,extension veterin-
arian.

Certain chemical changesoccur
in the frost-wilte-d plants, and arc
responsiblefor the development of
the prussic acid, Patterson c

The poison acts quickly and
can kill an animal within a v c r y
short timeafter the damagedplant
is eaten. Whether a poisoned ani-

mal can be saved depends upon
how quickly a veterinarian can
get to it, Patterson says.

Frosted Johnsongrass or sor-
ghum should not be grazeduntil it
is completely dry, warns the vete-
rinarian. If it is ready to cut for
hay before a frost, it may be cut
the first day after frost If care i s
taken to sec that it is completely
cured before baling.

COLLEGE STATION There
must be somethingto theseoutdoor
sports of hunting and fishing, says
Ed Cooper, extension wildlife spe-
cialist. Accordng ito a survey con-
ducted recently by the U. S. Fish
nnd Wildlife Service, he says some
30 million people in the United
Stateshunt and fish, and that fish-
ermen outnumber the hunters by
about two to one.

About $4 billion arc poured into
the American economy each year
by these outdoorsmcn, soys Coop-
er. This money Is spent mainly for
equipment, food and
lodging, lease fees and licenses.
American fishermen spent about
$3 billion In I9G0, while hunters
spent $1 billion. Combined, they
traveled 13.2 billion automobile
miles.

The number of women hunters
increasedfrom 418,000 in 1955 to
8C0.0O0 in 1960. Cooper continues.

Considering these impressive in-

creasesin the amountof time, mo-
ney andeffort spenton hunting and
fishing, Americans should look to
the futureand give seriousthought
to the conservationof our wildlife

They will be legal In ap-
proximately 200 counties In Texas
at that time.

There arc a few scattered coun-
ties where there arc short seasons.
The countieswest of the Pecosriv-

er, In what Is generally termed the
"mule deer" country doesn't open
until Dec. 1, nnd closes Dec. 8.

Generally, the whltctallcd season
will close Dec. 31, although there
are a number of counties where
earlier closing dateshavebeen set.

According to Howard Dodgcn, ex.
ccutivc secretary of the Gnmc and
Fish Commission, the deer popula-
tion is heavy his year throughout
the state. In a number of counties
under regulatlry authority, the
Commission hasauthorized thetak-
ing of a third or "bonus" deer, in
an effort to reduce the herds of
docs in those areas.The taking of
docs alsowill be permitted in many
of the counties. Permits for theso
already have been turned over to
landowners, who will be responsible
for their harvest.

Another type of loan Farmers
Home Administration makes n r c
the Farm Ownership Loans. The
amount of money FannersHome
Administration can lend to buy a
farm has also been increased. The
prior limit was $40,000. This has
been increased to $60,000, Wllfong
was careful to state that although
the limit has beenraised, the land
must still be appraisedand a loan
cannotbe madeabovethe agricul-
tural value of the land.

Another type of loan Farmers
Home Administration makes is the
Operating Loan. This loan is also
made to eligible operatorsof farms
not larger than family farms, t o
assist them in making improved
use of their land and labor re-

sources, or the necessary adjust-
ment for successful farming.

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'How can it be done?' answer
This Is to nnswer the "$61 question" raised

In many taxpayers' minds over the weekend after
County Judgo J. E. Parker told Rotarlans Tues-

day of last week that he "hoped" the county in

the next few years could add a "private room
wing" to Garza Memorial Hospital, build a new
county Jail (required by the state), and expand
the courthouse "without raising the county tax
rate."

With federal aid. the hospital wing would cost
an estimated$50,000 to county taxpayers.The new
jail and courthouse expansion would total an es-

timated additional $200.000 making the cost of

these improvements $250,000.

The "how can it be done?'' answer is simply
this. The county would cmoloy its road
and bridge special low for these new, perma-
nent county-wid- e improvementsonce the hospital
bonds arc paid off.

Figured on a basis of the current tax valua-

tion of the county, the nt special levy now
In force would raise the $250 000 for the above
improvementsover n 20 year span and pay the
anticipated Interest chargesas well.

This levy now raisesbetween $22,000 and $23,-00-0

a year. With the balancedue on the current
hospital bond issue only $13,000 above what al-

ready has been laid aside to retire it, the hospital
bonds can be completelypaid off in the next two
years or so.

If the special levy were continued which
would leave the county tax rate the same the
ments.
money then could beapplied to the new improvc-Count-y

Judge Pnrkcr points out that these
views are his own, and not necessarily those of
the commissioners'court. They depend noon the
valuation at least remaining the same. If it in-

creases, It could be accomplished some years
faster than twenty.

For these improvements under the judge's
plan, no bonds would have to be voted. The fund
could just be continued and funds raised applied

Bad checks are profit-killer- s

Watch out for hot checks. Mr. Merchant!

The advent of the cotton harvesting season,

with the Christmasseasonjust around the corner,
brings that timely advice from County Attorney

Carlcton P. Webb, whose office hundles more
bad check charges the year-roun-d than anything
else.

The county attorney cautions Post and Garza
County businesspeople to be wury of unknown
check enshers, with the time-wor- n proverb that
"an ounce of prevention is worth a pound of
cure."

With the upswing of business in th fall,
merchants and their employes are butler ami
npt to get carelessabout accepting chock, par-

ticularly from individuals they don't know.
Asking n would-b- e chock casher hk addrM

nnd writing it down on the chock is helpful. Webb
pointed out, but jotting down his driver's llcsane
number along with his addressand perhapseven
a briof description of him, is even better.

Lack of proper Identification on chocks Is a
big hindrance to efforts to collect for bod checks,
the county nttorncy said.

"Remember." he cautioned, "you cannot be
too enroful in acceptinga chock of any kind, par-

ticularly If you do not know the individual or
have not done businesswith him before."

Hot checks, ho said, are one of the biggest

Hero in Post, purchasers of goods are not

complaining about the new sales tux, but those

required to collect It and send it to tho state
nro raising Old Ned.

Wo are talking mainly about merchants,and
from what we can hoar and read, the situation
in other towns and cities throughout the state
Is no different than hero in Post.

The lawmakers are hearing from many of
the merchants, in no uncertain terms, that the
exemptionsare too complicated so complicated,
In fact, that It makes itdifficult to keep proper
records as to taxable and non-taxab- sales.

Many of them nre suggesting that the law
should beamendedto eliminate every Inst one of
tho exemptions, thereby simplifying collections
nnd record-keepin-

It's almost a foregone conclusion that when
tho Legislature meets efforts will be made to
eliminate the exemptions. And, there will also
bo efforts to exempt more Items.

Regardless of what comes In the way of
amendmentsnt the next sessionof the Legisla-

ture, right now legislators nre amazed by tho
lack oi "beefs" from taxpayers about the sales
tax.

He knows, too, that courthouse expansion
over the long run must be plannedand that the
hospital, if It is to continue to operate efficiently,
must make more private rooms available or
lose more and more business to those who want
private rooms and not have other patients in the
same room.

All of theseprojectsarc in the future not the
immediatefuture, next month or possibly pot even
in 1D62. But the needsarc now being felt and the
expansion problems arc beginning to be studied.
Within two or three years they will begin to shape
up into definite projects for the people to study
nnd understand.

All this will be made known to the public ns
It develops.

ny alerting the public now to theseneeds and
to the way to finance them without a tax levy
hike. Judge Parker is doing a good job of keep-
ing the public informed.

This is too early to form judgments at the
voter level because theconcrete proposalshave
not been worked out. But JudgeParkerhas point-

Hot check passing is n serious offense, re-

minded the county attorney. Passing worthless
chocks under $5 is punishable by a fine up to
$200, while passing one of more than $5 nnd less
than $50 is punishable by a jail term of up to two
years andor $100 fine for the first offense. A
second offense curies a mandatory 30-da-y jail
sentenceand n fine up to $2,000.

Passinghot checks amounting to more than
$90 it punishable by a prison term up to 10 years
and af ine of up to $10,000.

The county attorney explained that his office
is not meant to serve as a check collection agen-
cy for the taxpayers rather, it is to prosecute
offenders of Texas' hot check lows. However,
most merchants nren't desirous of prosecuting
the offenders. 'They just want tholr money."
Webb pointed out. "Thte is natural, but It en-

courages rather than holts the nosslng of bad
checks.'"

Even the merchantssay thorc is little or no
grumbling by their customers.

There is no doubt about It. In most ways the
bill Is working better than even most of its ar-
dent supportersexpected.

to 113.000 store tax license holders, but at a re-

cent dntc hadn't heard from more than 50.000
of them.
