Junior High has decided to have
a faculty member each week |o|
write an editorial on a different
topic of intorest to our school and
community. This week's editorial,
which follows, was written by Prin-
cipal Glenn Whittenberg.

COSTS OF OUR SCHOOLS

It is important that each student
be in school every day that he is
physically able. This is true for
several reasons,

First, let us discuss his academic
achievement or school work. Each
teacher has lesson plans made for
a week in advance. If a student |
misses a day, even though his ab- |
sence is excused, it is obvious that
he will be unable to gain as much
from doing make-up work on his
own as he would have obtained
had he heard the lesson presented
by the teacher. It follows also that
since the teacher will be busy with
the next presentation, she will be
unable to take time to give the ex-
planation to one or two students
that she gave the previous day to
the whole class.

Second, suppose a teacher has
60 total absences in one six-weeks
period and it takes one minute to
give make-up assignments to each
student. One can see that the class
has lost one hour of the teacher's
instruction time during that six-
weeks period

Third, let us consider cost. Our
schools draw state ald or money
for instructional purposes on the
basis ol average daily attendance
of our students. We are allowed
80 per cent of one teacher's salary
for every 25, (or major portion
thereof.) students in ADA (average
daily attendance). Then, since our
students are required to attend
school 175 days, we can lose that
80 per cent of a teacher's salary
