Machine harvesting of cotton is <y e

still making big ga

COLLEGE STATION—Last year
64 per cent of the Texas cotton
crop was machine harvested—I13
per cent by mechanical pickers and
51 per cent by strippers. The trend
I8 upward for this type of harvest-
ing, says Fred C. Elliott, cotton
speciulist for the Texas Agricultur-
al Extension Service

An important consideration in
the machine harvesting of cotton,
he says, is the use of either de-
foliants or dessicants for prepar-
ing the cotton plants or the har
Vesting process,

Defoliants are used to prepare
the cotton plants or spindle pick-
ing and two groups of material are
available—dusts and sprays. Dusit
defoliants require leaf moisture to |
activiate them and therefore give
best results when applied late in
the afternoon or early in the morn
ing, says Elliott, Spray defoliants
are available as chlorate and or
ganic phosphorus materials. They
may be used in the absence of
moisture and at lower humidity
levels. Thorough coverage o the
plant is essential

With ground sprayers. 10 to 20
gallons of water is recommended
as the carrier or the material
used, depending upon the type of
Sprayer and the extent of plani
growth, explains the specialist. Ap
nlications ol the defoliants should
be staggered in order to stay just
ahead of the harvesting operation
and as a means of reducing re

The banner headline in The Greenville (5. C)
News last Friday was not a happy one for those
connected with the textile industry.
It was over a special dispatch from Washing-
ton, Former Army Secretary Robert T. Stevens
told the Senate Finance Committee that “excess
ive’ cotton textile imports are making his com-
pany cut work schedules for 4708 employes in
eight plants, including 1.919 in three South Carol-
ina mills.
Stevens is president of J P Stevens & Co
Inc., a competitor of Burlington Industries, which
owns Postex Cotton Mills here

days of operations and others from six to five
Stevens testified the trade bill giving Pres
dent Kennedy bmad tariff-cutting powers must
