COLLEGE STATION Texas

leads all other states In the live-weig-

production of cattle, calves
and sheep, but ranks 15th in hog
production. Iown is the top hog
producing state by a wide mnrgin.

The total number of pounds of
cattle and calves produced on Tex
as farms during 1961 reached2.8
billion pounds, reports Ed Uvncck,
extension livestock mnrkcting spe-

cialist. During the same period,
sheepand lamb production amount
cd to 195 million pounds while 283

million pounds of hogs were pro
duced, he says.

Thus, Uvacck points out. Texas
production last year of cattle and
calves representednlr.-os- t 10 per
rent of the nation's total output
Though the number of sheep and
Iambs produced in Texas far ex
cccds the next ranking state, the
percentage of llvewelpht produc-
tion amounted to only about 12 per
cent of the nation's total. This,
Uvacek says, Is due to the fact
that Texnn nre not as heavily In
the lnmb feeding business as arc
operators in California and Colo-
rado.

Forty years ago when n genera-

tion of Tcxans decided to smoko
there were no recognized health
factors to consider.

There were aesthetic, moral nnd
sometimes financialconsiderations,
but the lay public never thought of
tobacco ns a deterrent to health.

Today the health factor holds the
star role In tho current nnd some-
times melodramatic struggle to
evaluate and interpret the latest
scientific dataon cigarettesmoking
and Its relationship to the health
of the individual.

Observations recorded from this
generation of smokers and exten-
sive laboratorytests yield Informa
tion dally that mus't be considered
nnd weighed carefully by the think
ing man.

The number of deaths
from coronary artery disease tends
to rise with the number of cigar-
ettes smoked.

Last year more than 26,000 Tex- -

nns were victims of this type of
heartdisease.How important a role
the cigarette played is not fully
understood, but the statistical evi-

dence has been suchns to move
Informed, objective, nnd deliberate
bodies to call attention to the risk
of cigarette smoking.

One survey after another has
shown a sharp statistical associa
tion between lung cancerand cig
arette smoking. Lung cancerdeath
rates also mount steadily with the
amount smoked.

Other official reports have stated
that thereis striking evidence that
regular cigarettesmokers nrc sub
ject to increased risk of dying from
bronchitis, pleurisy, cmphyscmn,
ulcers of the stomach and duode-
num, and cirrhosis of the liver.

Realizing that effective education
for adults would be expensive nnd
relatively unsuccessful In changing
long-standin-g habits, the State
Health Department'sDivision o f

Cancer and Heart Diseases has
begun an educational program on
smoking hazards beamed toward
Junior and senior high svhool

The program is aimed nt provid
ing students with a full understand-
ing of the health hazardswhich ac-

company the smoking habit so
that they will stop some students
beforo it's too late.
