FRIEND OF THE COURT
Since ancient Rome, nn amicus

curiae is a friend of the court. He
plays n vital part in presenting a
court with arguments which help.
It to reacha Just decision. A pend-- ,

Ing case may well affect many ;

people besides the parties.
A court often welcomes outsiders

Into a lawsuit who cannot presentj
evidence or quostion witnesses,
Their man role is to inform the
court, to write briefs, to tell the i

court of likely outcomes of its de--,
cision. i

There are many types of friends
of the court.

1. Court appointed Amlcl. Thc
court may ask a professor of law j

or a public spirited group to help
the court find facts, present the '

law, or supply other helpful infor-
mation.

2. Special Interest Amici are the
largest group. Private commercial
interest, trade and similar groups,
have money at stoke. They too
might help the court but their
main purpose Is to have the court
set a precedent favorable to them.

3. Governmental Amici. The dis-

trict attorney, Attorney General,
or other lawyer for a public agency
or the state or U. S. can present
n public view of the case often
without a special interest Such
agenciescan often inform the court
how the outcome of a particular
case is likely to affect the public.

Sometimes a government agency
can representa state's special in
terest. For example, Calif o r n i a
may join Texas in a dispute be-

tween Texas and the U S. over
off-sho- oil. Or a principle in a
wator dispute between two east--1

em statesmay affect Texas' stake
in Rio Grande river water. Though
in such a caseTexas would speak
in the public interest it also has
a special interestmotive for Texas.

Answer To J. Lee Bowen'sLetter

In reply to the letlor circulated by J. toe Bovcn as
candidatefor County Judge,and since tho commission-
ers had no opportunity to reply prior to election day,
they foci that thetaxpayors of this county are entitled to
a reply.

IN ANSWER TO PARAGRAPH ONE:
The tcgislature of the Stateof Toxas by Article 2350

0, Section 1, has authorizod tho paying of county udge,
as a member of tho comrnisionerscourt, tho sum not to
exceed $75.00 per month for traveling expensesand de-

preciation of his automobile; the udge and the com-

missionersto pay all expensesof operation of their auto-
mobiles and to keep same in repair at their own ex-

pense. It is necessary for the county judge to use his
automobile in connectionwith all phasesof county bus-

iness, and such expense allowance is in recognition of
the fact that the county judge is entitled to an oxponso
allowance for the use of his own automobile. This ho
nothing whatever to do with travol.

We also call your attontion to the fact that the coun-
ty judge has beenentitled to draw, evor since ho was
in office, additional compensation for acting as juvonlls
judge, which tho judge has nevor drawn.

Ve call attention to the fact also, that the travol
allowance was passedby the tegislaturo in 1959. Prior
to that time, this allowance was made to commissioners
only, although much travel has alvays boon required
of tho county judge in overseeing county projects.

In addition the county judge accepted(without com-
pensation) the responsibilities of Probation Offlcor for
Garza County thoroby saving tho county $750.00 par
year for their pro rata for a District Probation Officer.
This requires additional use of the County Judge's

IN ANSWER TO PARAGRAPH TWO:
Article 1603 VATS provides: "The county com-

missioners court of each county, as soon as prac-
ticable after the establishmentof a county seat, or
after its removal from ono place to anothor, sholt
provide a court house and jail for the county, and
offices for county officers at such county seat and
keep the same in good repair."

In addition thereto, Article 3899-- VATS further
provides: "Suitable offices and stationery and
blanks necessaryin tho performance of their duties
may in the discretion of the commissioners court
also bo furnished to resident District Judges, resi-

dent District and County Attorneys, County Super-
intendents and County Surveyors,and may be paid
for on order of tho CommissionersCourt out of the
County Treasury."

Wo observe that Mr. Bowcn hasnever, at any time,
pointed out the three officos available in the Court House
and ho apparently is able to find space which none of
the other county officers can find. Tho commissioners
room where the commissionerskeep all files and records
of tho office, is used by tho Farmer's ffome Administra-
tion, by tho Internal RevenueService and the State High-
way Patrol. There is no room in tho Court House for the
District Judge, for tho Court Roportor, for the petit jury,
for lawyor's consultation with witnesses, or rooms for
the attorneys to confer with their clients. We would ap-
preciate it if Mr. Bowen would specifically point out the
rooms to which he refers.

IN ANSWER TO PARAGRAPH THREE:

The office which apparently is least under stoodby
the people, is the office of the County Attorney. Th
County Attorney is State Prosecutor for the County. TH

State Constitution, Article 5, Section 21. provides for tH

office, and in creating the office, provides as follows:
"The County Attorney shall represent the STATE In all
cases in district and inferior courts in their respective
countios." The Attorney Generals office n the iiigfaeti
legal office in the State and the Attorney General's offic
has summarized theduties of the County Attorney's of-

fice and has also summarized thosethmgt which or
rot tho duty of the County Attorney. In an addressby J.
C. Dovis Jr., Assistant Attorney General, to the 7lh An-

nual Law EnforcementConferencein Austin May 5, 1957
Mr. Davis statedas follows:

"Thus far in the program your functions in a
CRIMINAL capacity have been discussedvery ably
and very capablyand at this time I would like to
change the p cturo just a little and discuss someof
the CIVIL functions which concern you os county
and district attorneys and as criminal district attor-
neys.

' This is no reflection on you fellows, but too
often you perform duties in behalf of your county
and the great State of Texas at duties of your of-

fice theoretically, but in reality that are not duties ol
your office for which you could be compensated
and compensated well. In that category are con-
demnation and eminent domain proceedings; I haw
known prosecuting attorneys that devoted teventy-fiv- e

per cent of thoir time to the handling of such
cases in behalf of their respectivecounties and the
State for which they receivedno compensation.Gen-
tlemen, tho County may compensate you for per-
forming these functions just the sameas if you watt
in pnvato practice and whatever compensationyou
receive is in addition to your regular salary.

"Anothor type of case that is frequently
brought by tho County Attorney, District Attorney or
tho Criminal Attorney is a trospass to try title case
for tho County. Again, you may bo compensated
for such services. Also it is not your duty to exam-
ine abstracts, to preparedoodt. to write contracts

for the County; injunction suits do not have to bo
brought by you and suits to rocover damagesdono
to county property do not fall within your official
functions. Even tho removal of a tenant from tho
County Poor Farm, collecting bills incurrod for soil
conservationwork and hospital bills duo tho county
are not among your duties and responsibilities.

"I do not want to bo nvsundarstood in this con-
nection, even though the County has authority to
pay you, they can hire you or some other attorney
of their own choosing. If they do enploy yo'j, you
may be compensatedon a per day basis, a weekly
basis or a per case basis. If you do not have oithor
an oral or written agreement with tho Com ssion-er- s'

Court, they may si. II compensate yo i '"r tSe
reasonablo value of you' services or what we call
a quantum meruit basis."

Tho County Attorney is no mcr obligated to ropro-so- nt

the county in an ordinary contested case than ho
is obligated to represent the First National Bank or
Southwestern Public Service Co. Tho County Attorney's
functions are as a State's attorney and he does not havo
the responsibility of representing the county.

IN ANSWER TO PARAGRAPH FOUR:

No more glaring misstatomont could have been
made thanthe statament that 450 pooplo are on tho re-

lief rolls and are boing issuod froo groceriosat taxpay-
ors oxponse.Tho true facts are these, nnd they are sub-
ject to check by any taxpayer who wishes to chock the
rolls:

On the County Relief roll arc only 13 cases,involv-
ing in all 34 people. In every case there is a medi-
cal certificate justifying the granting of relief. We
do not wish to publish the unfortunate facts around
these 13 crises, but the rolls arc open and available
to any of yo"
In addition, thrre are certified to the County by the
Slate Welfare Department, 50 cases,involving 96
people. These cues are cases over which the
county has absolutely no control and upon bcinq
certified by the W-lf- are Department, thev automati-
cally become entitled to the issuanceof commodi-
ties.

The total number Hiawmg commodities, both county
and state, adds up to 130 people of whom a great
many are oners who are automatically en-
titled to draw commodities under tho State law. In ad-
dition, we do not feol that the unfortunate who are
compelled to be on thes" rolls, are proper subioct for
political discussion.But we also feol that gross misrepre-
sentation should bo corrected.Wo again invite tho gonor-a- l

public to chert; the rolls, and wo also request any
taxpayer to notify us if a "chisuler" has gotten on the
roliof rolls.

The total cost to the taxpayerof Garza County for
commodity distribution is $70.00 per month on the avor-aq- c.

Before participating In this program it was costing
the county an averageof $250 00 per month for gro-
ceries for our county indigonts. Also by having tho com-
modities our old aqe pensioner has fhoir small pension
supplementedas they automatically qualify for the

IN ANSWER TO PARAGRAPH FIVE :

Again Mr Bowen has misstated the rase. County
of Garza does not pov the salary of any policeman who
works for the City of Post and has no jurisdiction or con-
trol over any of the City of Post policemen. Thev are
hired and paid for by the City. The County o Gflrja
Hoes contribute to the City of Post, as is allowed by law,
for the purpose of maintaining the radio station ond for
the purposeof maintaining the fire department. The peo-
ple of the county outside the city limits would be left
entirely without fire protection if the county did not make
this contribution. The radio is a part of the civil defem
set-u-p and is used in police protection, tornado alerts,
fires, and any other arave emergency.The City of Post,
during one week in May, paid out in salaries alone to
firemen, the sum of $2108.00 for fiphting fires outside
the cit The county feels that if is both legally and mor-
ally obligated to asist the City of Post in both of thee
pro!cts as thev ore for the benefit not only of the people
of the City of Po.f, but of the entire county.

IN ANSWSR TO PARAGRAPH SIXi

We would suggest that this matter was submitted
openly and without reservations,to the voters of Precinct
1 of the County of Garxa, and the voters of Precinct 1
