Plug holes
in any main switch boxes, because
small animals can get inside and
possibly cause trouble. After this
is done, clean the outside of cor-
roded or rusty switch boxes with
a steel brush and mineral spirits,
and then repaint them.

Cobwebs, dirt and trash should
be removed from around lights or
switches, especially in hay barns,
cribs and feed rooms. Heat from
bulbs can set off an explosion or

At this stage of the screwworm |
eradication program, the control |
line enforcement is equally as im- |
portant as area treatment by steri-
lized fly drops.

To facilitate and encourage own-
er and shipper cooperation by ship-
ping only screwworm-free live
stock, plans are in progress to pro-
vide treating and spraying and in-
spection help before the stock are
loaded and an inspector will pro-
vide certification enabling quick
passage at the control line.

The control line is that point by
which no screwworms shall pass!
Animals passing this line must be
free of screwworms and screw-
worm fly eggs—and all wounds
must be treated before the ani-
mals pass. Stock will be unloaded
and treated ot the control line if |
and when necessary. |

To enable rapid passage of live-|
stock across the control line, nlli

wounds should be treated before
animals are loaded with an approv-
ed screwworm killer and the treat-
ment fact or the freedom from in-
festation certified by an inspector
of the Animal Health Commission,
an accredited veterinarian or a
brand inspector of the Southwest- |
ern Cattle Raisers’ Assoclation on
a health certificate or on Federal
Form 11-1.

The control line will be moved
from time to time as progress of
the program warrants, and upon
screwworm eradication will be
along the Texas-Mexico border. [

All livestock markets have in-
spectors and soon there will be
field inspectors who will, upon re-
quest, assist in properly processing
livestock for shipment across the
control line—and will certify to the
condition of the shipment.

Ranchers, farmers, truckers,
railroads, livestock markets and
others interested in the welfare of
the livestock industry are request-
ed to assist the personnel assigned
to this phase of the screwworm
eradication program — its success
will vary directly with the degree
ol cooperation they extend.

The beginning stages of this op-
eration will of necessity inflict de-
tention and inconvenience upon
some livestock movements. Rapid
development of the inspection force
and owner-handler cooperation will
minimize this in the near future.

purpose of this return is to
put you on a pay-as-you-go basis
ns income Is earmed, where either
the income you earn Is not subject |
to withholding taxes or the with-|
holding taxes are less than the net |
tax which you will have to pay up-
on fNling your retum

The failure to file this return
might result in a 6 per cent charge
on the underpayment of install-
ments which you should have paid.
It is also to your advantage to file
the return and pay your taxes on |
an installment basis so that you
will not have a large amount of
tax due at the time that you file
your return.

Generally, an estimate must be
filed If you expect to earn more
than $200 in ncome not covered by
withholding taxes. In addition, you
must file this return if you are sin-
file and expect to earn more than
$5.000 in 1962 or are married and
expect to receive more than $10.-
80 in 1982 However, no estimate
need be filed If vour estimated tax
liability is expected to be less than
340

I you are within the class of
taxpayers required to file this re
turn, your estimate is due not lat-
er than April 15, 1962, on form 10
40-ES. Wth the return you must
pay 25 per cent of the difference
between your estimated tax and the
amount you estimate will be with- |
held in 1962 by your employer. Sim-
ilar quarterly payments are due on |
June 15, 1962; Sept. 15, 1962, and
Jan. 15, 1963 |

By filing this return and estima- |
ting your income tax to be the |
same or greater than the tax which :
you paid for the previous year, you
will avoid all potential liability for
interest penalties under the provi- |
slons of this section. However, :f:
you attempt to estimate your exact |
amount of tax for the coming year
and estimate incorrectly, you |
should file an estimate or amend '
your estimate on the date the next |
quarterly tax payment if due and |
pay your amended estimated tax- |
es over the remaining installment |
periods.

Farmers who earn at least two- |
thirds of their gross income from |
farming have until January 15, 1963 |
to file their declaration of estima- |
ted 1962 income tax. At this time, |
the entire estimated income tax is
due.
