dally "bath". Really, I do not hnvo
the space to tell the thrill of t!i
bath in Japan. It is n delicious

Of
course, the extent of a bath Is de-

pendent on how far one wants to
go, such as the "rub-down- " by the
proprietor or the "Masseur".

It Is n thrilling sensation
to finish n bath and relax In the
Japanesekimono at the end of the
fast-pace-d day.

Thus we become awore that the
mcan'ng of life, so bound by the
grey monotony, seemed to thruM
this people to find meaning in
something besides temples and
shrines. This Is why they are proud
of their heritage and generation
of culture, nnd point to these things
as somcclhlng different and de-
rive beauty from their precious por-
celains, the baked colors of the
lovely Satsuma ware, the silk ki-

monos with their d obis,
the lacquer, tho opal nnd sapphire,
amethyst and Jade, the Mlklmoto
cultured pearls, the tea chest and
the cherry wood, the prcttv fans
nnd tho colored prints in oil and
water.

Somehow I was Impressed thit
regardless how much they p u t
themselves into these things, they
kept looking for something which
gave their spiritual lives a gleam
Ing hope beyond what their ances-
tors had received and passed to
their children. When I talked with
people on the airplanes, on the
trains, or the fcrrys, I learned they
kept searchingfor somlhlng intan-
gible on which to stabilize them-
selves nnd their culture. Probably
mis is wnv uie reception of the
people of Texas nnd the Southland
was as great. Though it Is In the
fine tradition to greet the stronger
ami oo most courteous, they seem-
ed to come to the public places of
speaking and linger longer than
folk do here, just to tnlk to the
foreigners, or get to hearone more
statementof the "truth" he sought
to share.

Our reception In Imarbnrt was
tremendous. Wo were met by the
city officinls from City-hn- of tiic
city of better than 103,000 popula-
tions. The entire week found us In
the public light with the newspap-
ers nnd other news media. It was
good to learn nil the comments
were In our favor.

Thus my Impression crystallized
beyond the many other things &o

well learned that Japan is in a
spiriunl vacuum. With moro than
8 million gods, the average man
would simply say his ancestors
were Buddhists, or someother Eas-
tern religion, or "I have no "

Partlculary sinco the war,
the country has been loosed from
ancestralreligious tics and the peo-
ple allowed to think for themselves.
They are hungry for something bet-

ter than a set of rules, nnd though
they are proud of their ancestry
along with the traditions whlcn
drug them along In monotony, they
wish to "Latch onto" something
or someonewho can give them pos-
itive assuranceof not only better-
ment for this life but hope for the
life beyond. They nre questioning
tho religions of the past nnd nre
seriously examining the Christian
religion.

The religious vacuum which doss
need some answerwill soon in the
coming decade be filledwith some-
thing. Communism is seeking an
inroad, nnd the ancient religions
of their fathers are moving with
new sects and different modes of
Impression to keep the people and
interest them.

CHILDREN IN CAMP
It's n good idea to give written

consent for necessarymedical care
I If your child leaveshome for a vis- -

j It or n camping trip,or if you plan
to be away for nny length of time.

For example, n summer camp
nurse may bring n boy Into n hos-
pital with an acute caseof appen-
dicitis. But the doctor may well
hesitato to go ahead and operate
without the parents' consent.

Is tho doctor arbitrary, and Is
such permission Just a legal tech-
nicality? No, ho is well within his
rights, though he may give first
aid but only for emergencytreat-
ment where n child's health or life
may be at stake. He Is likely to
put off follow-u- p care until he can
reach thechild's parents. A rela-
tive or baby sitter generallycannot
grant consent for n child's treat-
ment.

Even an ndult must requesttreat-
ment and grant consent to medical
care on his own before n doctor
can give it to him. Children cannot
do this.

By going to your doctoryou show
your willingness nnd consent toac-

cept his treatment. Your consent
Is assumed alsowhen you ask for
a house call by the doctor, or If
as a result of an nccldcnt you come
to a hospitnl for emergencytreat-
ment. If you are conscious, the doc-
tor may well give you emergency
care, yet later he should get your
consent to further treatment.

Minors cannot consent lo medi-
cal treatment, nnd except in dire
cmerRcncles their parents or their
guardiansmust give It for them.

The consent should not be broad-
ly or looselv phrased, but should
bo ns specific ns circumstances
P01"

Tho principal reason for havlnc
the consent In writing Is to avoid
later misunderstandings.It Is n
protection both to the patient and
physician.
