The "drop out problem" youngstersquitting

school between the sixth through twelfth grades
Is one or those receiving major attention from

our new Post school administration.
The problem in Post Is worse than the high

national averageof 33 per cent. It is an alarming
47 per cent here. What's more this year's eighth
'grade class lost 31 per cent of its enrollment from
last year In Just one single year.

What causesso many "drop outs?" And what
can we do about it?

First, drop outs accrue through econo-

mic pressure on both tho family and student.
tThey quit to go to work, nut another more

reason Is becausesuch studentswho quit
school do it because they see little real return
ahead for their classroom efforts.

Maybe they figure they have no chance to go

'to college and they can't see that a high school

educationwould better prepare them for making
a living than just striking out on their own with
the first job which presents itself. Or sometimes
because high school classwork has become so

hard as a result of stiffened college require-

ments In this technical age that they simply
have too tough a time hanging in there with pass-

ing grades.
It wasn't long ago but a few years In fact

when the local school problem was how to en-

courage more and more students to go on to
college and not quit their educational work once
handed a high school diploma.
- In the last few vcars, a number of encourage-

ments have been offeredto our high school stu-

dents to point them on toward college. Class re-

quirements stiffened and the adjustment at the
Tirst year of college work no longer became a
barrier which discouragedso many of our young
people.

But in doing that, we have discouragedthose

With the emphasis on college preparation,
n lot of our boys and girls seeno valid reason to
finish their high school education ns they know
they have no chanceof ever reaching any such
campus.

That's the problem. What can be done about
It? Tho nnswnr is simply several things if tho
community will support the solution.

At presenttime, a of the School
Advisory Committee Is knee deep In the problem.
When the full committee Issues Its report In the
spring, the advisory group will have some essen-

tial recommendations ready.

The big rmrt of tho solution is In counseling
students early enough in high school to aim
them either toward colldgc preparatory work or
a terminal high school education which will con-

centrate heavily upon preparing the student for
Immediate job opportunities.

This means vocational educational develop-

ments far beyond those now offered. It means
serious consideration of a plan whereby local
business firms would work with the schools in
a program to train people for positions right
here In Post during their final two yearsof high
school.

What's more all of this Is no radical devia-
tion on an experimental basis here. Such a pro-

gram Is already well established in Texas nnd
other states. Post simply hasn't considered It
before.

But to give the "best possible education"
to every student it is badly neededhere.

The "drop out problem" is going to receive
the full attention of the administration, the ad-

visory committee, school trustees, and the com-

munity.
Look for it in the spring. But realize the pro-

blem is with us and badly needs solving. JC

here.

dropping of the lake is of fjreat
value. For Instance, all Inst fall
the lakewas down a dozen or more
feet. This permitted n heavy grow-
th of weeds and grass. In fact these
dry shoresof Falcon were covered
with a fine stand of coastal Ber-

muda. This causedn great deal of
Brazing by livestock, which in turn
richly fertilized the soil.

When the lake refills all this veg-

etation will be covered over, furn-
ishing more food for the fish and
more cover for them.

ALSO THE LAKE Is far enough
downstream from agricultural
lands where pesticides arc used.
Therefore there is little chance of

harmful effect from crop dusting,
etc. The water has been purified
by n thousandmiles of travel from
the El Paso Valley.

CHAGAS' DISEASE
AUSTIN You may catch cold

or have the flu but chances nre
practically nil that you'll contract
Chagas'disease.

Colds and flu are common dis
easesof man. but what about Cha
gas' disease?Understandably, this
diseaseis little known In the United
States since only two human cases
arc known to have occurred here.

Tills is in direct contrast to the
situation in Drazil nnd certain oth-
er areasof central and south Amer-
ica where millions of people each
year suffer death or debilitation
as a direct result of infection.

Chagas' disease is caused by a
tiny protozoan parasite called a
trypanosome.These organisms are
round in the gut contentsof certain
speciesof blood-suckin- g bugs.

Human infection results from
rubbing infective fecal material In-

to the skin at or near the site of
the bite. Disease docs not rcsutt
from the bite alone. Some hyper-
sensitive individuals may have an
allergic reaction from the bite

alone.
Insects that transmit the dis-

ease to man arc known by such
common names as kissing bugs,
concnosc bugs nnd Mexican bed-
bugs. Scientifically speaking, they
belong to the Insect order Hcmlp-tcr- a,

family Rcduvlldac.
The "kissing bug" nickname

sects feed almost exclusively at
sects feel almost exclusively at
night, biting sleepingpersonsabout
the face.

All speciesoccurring in the Un-

ited Statesnrc members of the in-

sectgenusTriatomn. Six speciesof
Triatoma are Jtnown to be present
In Texas, These speciesof kissing
bugs ore not the same as those
transmitting Chagas' dlscac in
central and south America. Appar-
ently they are much lesscapable
of transmitting disease to man.

Triatoma bugs feed almost ex-

clusively on the blood of warm,
blooded mammals and birds. Dur-
ing the day they stay hidden in cre-
vices and cracks in such placesas
bedrooms, chicken houses and
horse barns.

Despite rising researchand other
costs, he said the "the price of
drugs and prescriptions has risen
only 21.4 per cent over the past

AUSTIN The director of the

Texas Department of Public Safety
today called upon Texas motorists
to "uwnken their consciences and
do more than Justdrive safely dur-
ing the Christmns-Nc- Year hol-
idays" to forestall an expected toll
of 96 lives In truffle accidents.

Col. Homer Garrison Jr., In an-

n. m. Dec. 24 and ends at 11:39 p.
m. Jan. 1.

Postoffice herehandingrecord
numberChristmascards this year

Tho post office here Is hand-
ling mora Christmas cards this
year than ever before, Postmaster
Harold Voss said today,

Tho local post office, he said,
cannot maintain n count on Christ-
mas cards becausethere's no way
of telling which letter envelopes
contnln cards, but the greeting
card Industry has estimated that
several billion will be mailed this
year during the hollduy season.

Postmaster Voss also noted that
peoplo sendingChristmas enrds to-

day at the Sc first class rate pay
tho same to mall Christmas greet-
ings as Americans did well over a
century ago.

"Research shows that In 1847 the
Post Office Department Issued Its
first stamps, Including a nickel
stamp for tho basic prepaid letter
rate," Voss said.

"And, of course, In thosedays a
nickel could buy n meal where It
usually can't even buy a cup of
coffee today," he pointed out.

The postmaster'scommentswere

made In connectionwith a recom-
mendation to Post residents to use
the flrst-clns- s Sc Christmas s'nmi)
on their Christmas cards, It they
haven't already mailed them uml
ho hopes everyonohas. Tho stamp
portrays the National Christinas
Tree on tho "Eastern Ellipse" In
the nation's capltnl. The stamp is
available at the local post office.

The 5c rate permits forwarding
or return of the letter where ne-
cessary, allows tho use of u hand-
written messageon the card ad-

ding a personal touch ml also
provides speedierhandling and fas-
ter delivery, particularly for cards
going out of town.

"In recent years, peoplo have
been buying better nnd more ex-

pensive greeting cards and It
seemsa shame,when only 4c third-clas- s

postage is paid and the ad-
dressee has moved that we nor-
mally cannot even forward the
card," Voss commented. "It Is
poor economy to try to save a few
pennies and lose several dollars
worth of cards in the bargain."
