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FmHA Stresses Energy Conservation Baird Woman's Mother Dies 
COUNTY- Rural home-

owners in Callahan County 
who need to upgrade their 
homes may be eligible for 
financing from the Farmers 
Home 	Administration, 
(FmHA). 

Jack Phillips, FmHA 
County Supervisor, said, 
that in addition to financing 
the purchase of homes, the 
Agency also has funds 
available to families who 
already own homes that 
need insulation/weather-
izataion inprovements. 

FmHA will offer loans for 
energy conservation im-
provements to all rural  

families of low or moderate 
incomes who cannot obtain 
adequate commercial credit 
and are otherwise eligible 
for FmHA loan assistance. 

Mr. Phillips said that this 
is not a new loan program, 
but a part of the total loan 
program FmHA has had for 
a number of years. How-
ever, the Agency is stres-
sing the need to conserve 
energy and help families 
combat today 's higher 
costs of home energy. 

Improvements designed 
to save energy, such as in-
stalling additional insula-
tion, storm windows and  

doors, caulking, and in 
some cases modifying heat-
ing systems will, in many 
cases, save more than 
enough to repay the loan 
funds borrowed for the im-
provement, according to 
Mr. Phillips. 

In addition to energy 
conservation, repair loans 
may also be used to remove 
health and safety hazards, 
such as repairing roofs, 
providing sanitary water 
and waste disposal systems 
and upgrading electrical 
wiring. Applicants must  

own and live in their homes 
on a farm, in the open coun-
try or in a rural town of up 
to 10,000 population to 
qualify for assistance.
