T hat e ra  is past bu t th e re  are 
those still who to le ra te  conditions 
which in effect a re  not inim ical to  
th e  in te res ts  o f the  fly. Not every 
house occupant can preven t flies from  
seeking en tran ce  bu t everyone can 
keep them  o r outside. It is with 
in th e  province of all to  refuse  to 
purchase  food nroducts which are  ac­
cessible to flies.

W ere everyone to  elim inate  b reed ­
ing places on his own prem ises and 
to  screen and sw at, th e  fly soon would 
becom e com pletely ex tinct as the 
m onsters o f which we only know 
th ro u g h  th e ir  fossil rem ains. The fly 
is sm alt bu t he m akes up in industry  
and persistence w hat he lacks in size. 
We becom e alarm ed when an epidem i 
th rea te n s , y e t too m any of us to le ra te  
the  fly  when we know  his capacity  as 
a disease c a r r ie r  Because he is no 
novelty  we m inim ize the  peril which 
he m ay tran sm it.
