The names signify where a parti-
cular virus was first identified,
Puzzling transmission cycles are
the hallmark of these viruses. En-
cephalitis is borne by birds.
ever transmission of the virus from
bhirds to horses or from birds to
man is thru mosquitoes. There ap-
parently is no direct transmission
from horse to man or from manp to
man. The responsible culpit is a
family of mosquitoes called Culici-
ne, These include the common
household mosiuito and a mosquito
