* *  change bedroom, bath or dress­
ing rooms into real decorative as­
sets just with a different skirt. Often 
they can do as much for the room 
as new curtains or draperies or a 
more expensive piece of furniture.

When you want to make just a 
small investment in the room that's 
now drab and colorless, a n d  ex­
pend only a short amount of time 
and energy, then the smartest pos­
sible solution is to change the cover 
on the dressing table, or to Install 
one where now you have only an 
empty space.

Much more than a decorative as­
set, the dressing table can give you 
storage space for some of the small­
er items now cluttering a crowded 
chest of drawers. If you have a seat 
for the table as well as a mirror, 
you may be certain that it will be 
of great value for cosmetic ses­
sions while the chest mirror is in 
use by the man of the house.

Some dressing tables are designed 
with drawers to fit at the sides or 
underneath. If not, you can easily

get inexpensive chests to fit, or 
even make some out of cartons or 
boxes. It need not matter that these 
are not things of beauty in them­
selves. as a pretty skirt will cover 
a multitude of faults. The main 
thing is to get the storage space out 
of sight.

The top of the table can hold your 
cosmetics prettily and within easy 
reach, right at the mirror where 
they're to be applied.

Seats for these tables can be pur- 
chased, but with budgetary strain, 
a barrel, an odd piano seat or otto­
man, or even a wood box can be 
covered to match the table to be 
used effectively as well as comfort­
ably.

Variety of Tables 
Are Available

The type of dressing table you 
have depends greatly upon what 
funds you l^ve to put into it. and 
what happens to be available at the 
time you acquire it. Some of the 
smartest finished tables may be an 
old kitchen table with shortened 
legs, a crate that's been altered to 
fit the ne»ds or simply a shelf in­
stalled in a corner.

What the table is in the beginning 
has very little to do with what you 
make of it. The most inexpensive 
kinds can be covered as attractively 
as expensive purchased items as the 
whole table top with its skirt is 
covered.

put on the table should match the 
style of the bedroom. I f it’s infor­
mal, you can use gay chintzes and 
cotton prints; for more formal or 
tailored rooms, some of the tex­
tured fabrics with rich weaves and 
colors are more appropriate.

Whether the table is to have 
gathers and ruffles or neat pleats 
also depends a great deal on the 
room in which the dressing table 
is used. There should be harmony 
even though the dressing table is a 
big item of interest, and frequently 
is gay and colorful.

Glass or mirror tops for the table 
are most practical in the long run 
for they're easy to keep clean. 
When clear glars is used, paper or 
fahric used elsewhere in the room 
may be cut to fit the top to be 
placed under the g'ass.

will extend to the back a few inches 
and rarely will it go all the way 
around. Add to this measurement 
the necessary allowance for pleating 
or shirring.

Whether pleated or gathered, the 
skirt should be made full, as this 
gives an impression of luxury. 
Pleats should be deep so they do not 
look as though they will open. 
Gathers should be full, and you may 
need two to two and one-half times 
the original measurement for this.

Filmy materials will require more 
yardage for fullness than the heav­
ier ones as the gathers are softer, 
the more sheer the fabric.

For length of the skirt, measure 
from the top of the table edge to 
the floor. Add to this the seam al 
lowanre for finished top as well as 
the hem. In cases where the skirt 
opens at the front, and where the 
separate sections come together, the 
figure of the pattern should mi tch 
You may have to allow extra yard­
age in material for this, so as tc 
have pattern repeat itself properly. 
With plain materials you need not 
consider this.

An easy way to gather the skirt, 
especially when you want to iron it 
flat is to make a narrow casing at 
the top. as you do for curtains put 
on rods, and run a heavy cord 
through this to gather the skirt 
properly. Make knots on each end 
of the cord and put a large headed 
tack at the back edee of the casing, 
and tack to the table.

The center front may he tacked 
in the same way as the back if you 
need to hold the material in place 
properly, and esoecially if the ta­
ble has a center front opening.

Unusual Treatments 
Add Decorative Accents

Be experimental about dressing 
table skirts if you want to give your 
room a distinctive note. A Victorian 
or somewhat formal type room can 
use a skirt that looks sedate and 
saucy at the same time if you have 
the regular gathered skirt, and then 
shir it at intervals to show a petti­
coat in plaid or print. Ruching at 
the top of such a table may be fin­
ished with pinking shears instead of 
hemming, if desired.

Plain gathered skirts can be made 
interesting if you want to add small 
appliques of the floral used in cur­
tains or draperies to them. Another 
idea is to cut tassels from fringe 
which is purchased by the yard to 
sew them on a plain skirt of taffeta 
or another of the luxurious materi­
als.

Several rows of ruffles sewed on
a plain underskirt are very effec­
tive for feminine rooms. Using a 
plastic material you can have ruf­
fles which do not wilt easily, even 
in hot. humid weather, and at the 
same time, you can keen them neat 
simply by wiping off with a damp 
cloth.

Give Fxpensive Look 
To Budget Fabrics

To cut the expense of covering 
a dressing table, it's possible to 
use materials t h a t  cost little or 
nothing, and still have them look 
new. What about an old net formal? 
The full skirt of this yields enough 
material for a skirt, and may re­
quire little sewing, especially if 
there are ruffles on the dress that 
can be utilized.

Q N E  HUNDRED YEARS ago a 
^  bird started a flight which was 
to bring man a box-scat ticket to 
Ihe unfolding spectacle of world 
events.

The feathered messenger was
sent flying by a young German 
bank clerk, Julius Reuter, who es­
tablished with his pigeon post at 
Brussels, Belgium, the earth-gir­
dling international news agency— 
now with headquarters in London— 
that celebrates its centenary this 
year.

Named after its founder, Reuters 
stands among giants of the inde­
pendent newspaper world—the As­
sociated Press, United Press, In­
ternational News Service, a n d  
France-Presse—in working to cut 
through the curtain of ignorance 
with news, gathered and distributed 
throughout every corner of the 
globe.

The idea of an international news 
gathering and distributing agency 
for newspapers was new at mid-19th 
century. Julius Reuter, later Baron 
de Reuter, overcame skepticism on 
the part of his prospective news­
paper clients by offering a 14-day 
free trial period. His speed and ac­
curacy won success for the infant 
venture.

Fame came with the "scoops" 
or news beats, however. The first 
was in 1859 when a Reuter reporter 
in Paria got an advance copy—a 
thing then unknown.

Making a new seedbed on an old
sod can be satisfactorily done with 
a disc harrow or field cultivator, 
the agronomists say. The operation 
can be eased considerably by work­
ing the soil in one direction and then 
working it crosswise.

Timothy and smooth brome grass 
are excellent for supplementing blue 
grass. How much these grasses in­
crease pasture output depends on 
the legumes used in the mixture and 
the amount and analysis of ferti­
lizer. The agronomists say that a 
good seed mixture should contain 
two pounds of red clover, three 
pounds of broadleaf trefoil and a 
quarter pound of Ladino clover.

The Purdue agronomists stress 
that a good application of commer­
cial fartilizer is essential in pasture 
renovation. They recommend using 
400 pounds per acre of 0-20-10 or 
0-20-0 fertilizer at seeding time. The 
phosphate and potash fertilizer 
helps get the new seeding off to a 
good start, and supplies the nutri­
ents the legumes need most.

Q E N ATO R  ROBERT A. TAFT of 
*-* Ohio haa made another of hi* 
now famous Yes and No speeches, 
this one a recent radio address on 
the subject of controls. The Ohio 
solon set up every known obstacle 
to the imposition of price controls, 
even going back to a statement by 
President Truman in 1947 in which 
the latter referred to wage and 
price controls as “ police state con­
trols.”

Senator Taft listed wage and price 
controls as ending free collective 
bargaining, as ending free competi­
tion in industry, commerce and 
manufacturing.

"The best way to get prices 
lower for the consumer in the 
long run Is to encourage un­
limited production, and, of 
course, prices held below nor­
mal by government decree dis­
courage such production over 
any long period of time. Cer­
tainly we don't want to give the 
federal government power to 
regulate every one of a billion 
transactions a day In the Unit­
ed States and every detail of 
commerce and wage payments 
nmless it Is absolutely essen­
tial. ”  And then in the neat 
bread. Mr. Taft says:

" I  happen to think that today It 
is essential, but there are a lot of 
people who conscientiously do not 
think so.”

Then Senator Taft, in his next 
paragraph, listed those who oppose 
price and wage controls, such as 
the national manufacturers associa­
tion. the united mine workers, the 
carpenters union, the American 
farm bureau federation, the na­
tional grange, the United States 
chamber of commerce, the Ameri­
can retail federation and many in­
dividual businessmen. Then he 
points to a poll of Ohio farmers 
showing 71 per cent are opposed to 
any price and wage controls, and 
continues his Yes and No picture 
by saying:

"Nevertheless, I have come to the 
conclusion that we must continue 
wage and price controls for the 
present. I think the people who op­
pose them do not allow for what is 
going to happen in the next few 
months."

Continuing along this fence 
straddling, Mr. Taft declares 
the need for controls "arises out 
of the tremendous mobilisation 
program, which we have un­
dertaken to meet the threat of 
Rnssian aggression, the danger 
of which was brought forcibly 
to our attention by the Korean 
war.”  Then despite the fact that 
President Truman has again 
and again, starting in IMS, 
asked for price and wage con­
trols and a strong defense pro­
duction set, Mr. Taft blames in­
flation on the President, not 
congress, for the reason he 
says, that the congress finally 
passed the defense production 
set of 1954 in September of that 
year, and the President did not 
exercise bis powers under the 
act until four months later.

• • •

Bi| Busiiuss Benefits
Then Senator Taft takes up the 

line followed by a large segment of 
big business when he declares that 
because the President asks for 
powers to build plants, if neces­
sary, and to license business under 
th* act—that is nothing but straight 
social ism. The fact is that the lan­
guage of the bill asked for by the 
President follows almost word Tor 
word the same section which was in 
effect during th* war, under which 
all business was licensed and under 
which the government built such ad­
ditional facilities as aluminum 
plants, steel plants, rubber plants 
and what-not. And this was so so­
cialistic that today most of these 
government-built plants have been 
taken over by big business at bar­
gain prices and arc being operated 
today—not by the government, but 
by American business under the 
free enterprise system. But we 
needed more aluminum and syn­
thetic rubber and more steel . . . 
and got it during the war through 
this method.

.  • *

GOP and Dixla
Mr. Taft then deftly sidesteps any 

responsibility for what may happen 
by pointing out this congress is a 
Democratic congress and that the 
President’* fight Is with members 
of th* Democratic party, not with 
Mr. Republican. The facts are, 
however, that Senator Taft and the 
Republican minority is playing 
“ footsie" with the southern Demo­
crats in a coalition move, with an 
eye single to 1952.

Find Raliaf
The losses in the tragic floods in 

Missouri and Kansas prompted 
Senators Kem and Schocppel to 
plead for some remedial action. The 
congress quickly passed a $15,000,- 
000 relief bill. Senator Kem could 
not refrain from pointing out that 
his Missouri taxpayer* were "pour­
ing lavish gifts of dollars down for­
eign ratholes”  for flood control in 
Holland and other countries, while 
nothing was done tor the Missouri 
valley.

To further the advantages to 
food consumers arising from the 
large supply of garden supplies 
upon the home town market 
this time of year and ta min­
imize the eeonomir dance 
dealers take in this sudden and 
large supply of perishable foods, 
an unusual health food event has 
been Inaugurated. This is Na­
tional Vegetable Week (August 
£-11), now being observed in 
your home town and nth-- ho*-* 
towns like It across Uie na­
tion.
National Vegetable Week is de­

signed to teach local grocers the 
most effective way to move veg­
etables from their bins to family 
tables with the health and budget 
of consumers as a prime consider­
ation.

This big project was inaugurated 
three years ago. Although nation­
wide, it is a strictly local affair 
with a committee in your town 
entirely in charge of the program.

Add carrot strips, lima beans 
and string beans.

Serve in scone 
shell. Serve with tossed salad, hot 
rolls, oatmeal fruit cookies, ber­
ries and cream, coffee.

The big Derby lure is a trip to 
Akron. Ohio, in August, where the 
White Pla-'ns champion competes 
against champions from other 
cities in the All American Soap Box 
Derby finals. This poses a prob­
lem for Mr. and Mrs. Benedict. Al­
though they naturally want the 
boys to win. they realize that if 
one of them does, the others will 
insist on going to Akron to cheer 
him on in the "b ig  one” —and va­
cation plans will have to be changed, 
their effecting the whole family's 
plans.

The three other Benedict brothers 
are either too young or too old for 
Soap Box Derby racing. The old­
sters, both Derby veterans, are 
Jim. who teaches industrial arts in 
the Dalton. Mass., high schodl. and 
Alex, a Marine stationed at Le 
Jeune, N.C. The y o u n g s t e r  is 
Brian, age 4, and already an en­
thusiast. He won't be eligible for 
the Derby until 1958. Then, he un­
doubtedly will keep the Benedict [ 
name rolling for another lour , 
years.

Is Your Money Yours? 
z r jT ’S my money and I can do what I

average man’s attitude toward his 
money.

Jesus' parable 
of the telents reminds us that all 
the conditions, and all the energy, J 
and everything else that makes 
earning money possible, are in the 
long run the gifts of God. " I t  is 
he that hath made us and not we 
ourselves" is just as true now as it 
ever was.

God it Is who gave us life in 
the first place, who has pre­
served us, and endowed us with 
whatever gifts and capacities 
we have. We are not our own, 
we are bought with a price, as 
Paul puis it.

However, we earn our living, 
whether as farmers, business or 
professional people, if it had not 
been for the blessings of God we 
could have earned nothing at all. 
One bedrock principle of the Old 
Testament is that the earth is the 
Lord's. Put that together with the 
New Testament principle that the 
Christian belongs to God. and you 
have arrived at the great principle 
of "stewardship.”

Profits or Profit?

THE earliest Christians of Jerv 
salem pooled all their resourr-s 

and dealt them out to all. in prop lo ­
tion to their individual needs. This 
experiment in sharing the we Mth 
failed: and one main reason for the 
failure was that they paid all their 
attention to consumption and none 
at all to production.

No matter how smoothly you 
distribute the wealth, if some one 
is not producing, the wh< ie pile 
will vanish in time.

Nevertheless, those earliest 
Christians did have a firm 
grasp of a real truth: namely, 
that when a Christian spends 
money he ought to have the 
needs of the community first in 
mind, and not his own profits. 
Does this sound too idealistic? 
Well, even the law. slanted though 

it may seem toward the protection 
of wealth, puts limits on the ways 
a man can spend h.s money. I f  it 
can be shown that what he pays 
his good money fc r is hurtful to 
the community, th*- law will clamp 
down on him. in many cases. You 
can't keep a skun.t farm on Broad­
way. It may be your money, and 
your skunks, b it  it’ s not your 
Broadway.

TO take another angle: dowm in 
Atlanta (Georgia) a highly success­
ful industralist. when he died, left 
the stock in his company to his 
employees. They hsd helped him 
earn hia fortune, he said; they 
should share in the proceeds.

Does not our community help us 
earn whatever we do earn? And 
doesn't the community deserve con­
sideration in the spending?
