With only enough sky juice to lay 
the dust in 0 ’ Doni-'?ll and vicinity, 
Wednesday night was ushered in with 
a brilliant display of heavenly fire 
works, some thundet and a strong 
southeast wind. For a while it look- 
el like the flood gates would be open­
ed and the country drenched, but the 
clouds swerved to the east. A heavy 
rain wqs reported to have fallen at 
Lamesa and the county between Ta­
hoka and Lubbock received abundant 
sky juice.

The country to the east received 
a fine rain last week and the farmers 
are only marking time until the cot­
ton planting season rolls along, but 
the western part of Lynn county will 
need rain by the 15th, when the plant 
ing of com and early feedstuffs 
should begin in earnest. Some corn 
has already been planted in the east­
ern part o f the country.

In all, indications now point to 
another good crop year and the farm­
ers are very cheerful over the out­
look.

Amarillo, was a visitor here last 
week and in conversation with the 
Index man, stated the that farmers 
of the North plains were combating 
the ravages of the cut worm in their 
wheat and oat crops by means of 
poison. He says that there is no 
need for the farmers to suffer loss 
in their crops to any great extent if 
they will get busy at once and use 
the poison liberally. Mr. Bonham 
furnished the Index with the fol­
lowing formula which can be obtain­
ed here:

Twenty-five pounds wheat bran.
One pound Paris green,
One-half gallon cane syrup, or 

sorghum.
One-half doxen lemons or oranges.
Pour on enough water to make a 

'paste. Mix in tub or barrel. Use 
rubber gloves or paddle to mix. Sow 
broadcast over wheat showing worms 
near sundown as the worms come 
out to destroy plants at night. Keep 
livestock and chickens up for a few 
days. Be sure to use rubber gloves 
or dipper or paddle in sowing.

Drilling 
is to start within 120 days on a plot 
of ground which aggregates 8,000 
acres in one block. It is reported 
that an excellent structure has been 
found in that locality.

Announcement is made by Robert 
R. Penn o f Dallas o f plans for drill­
ing a deep oil test in the northeast 
corner o f Dawson County, about sev­
en miles southeast of O’Donnell on 
what is known as the Indian Canyon 
ranch, belonging to Judge and Mrs.

Great us may be the engineering 
achievements In building such won­
derful structures ns the ‘ Queli 'i 
bridge, the Forth bridge, the great 
Tower bridge across the Thames, they 
do not eclipse In wonder some of the 
native-made bridges of China und 
India.

The bridges of the Occident were 
erected with the aid of every modern 
device known to nuin under the super­
vision o f thoroughly trained engineers.

The bridges of the Orient were j 
erected by comparatively uutrained - 
men, unassisted by the wonderful ap­
pliances nt the command o f occidental 
engineers.

A real thrill may be secured by 
watching the working o f the pontoon 
bridge nt Howrah, says an nrtlcle 
which appeared In the Times o f India 
or by being rattled over the seemingly 
Interminable Sone bridge. It Is to an 
older civilization, however, thnt one 
must turn for splendid examples of j 
bridge construction.

The province o f Szechuan. In west­
ern Chinn. Is Interlaced with water­
courses, which required bridging, and 
apparently necessity stimulated the In­
habitants, at a very early period, to 
anticipate some of the best concep­
tions o f modern engineering. The 
bridges In Szechuan mark the Inter­
mediary stng^ between the simple 
tree trunk thrown down across a 
stream and the present elaborate 
structurea of steel and stone. More 
over. In bridge building the Chinese 
discovered yet another way o f accu 
initiating merit, for the builder of 
bridge in China lays up treasures for 
himself In heaven In much the snnr 
fnshlon ns doeg the man who erects a 
shrine, endows a hospital or buries 
the [>oor.

The most common type of bridge l:i 
Szechuan Is the “ arcude bridge, 
which resembles In some respects the 
Rialto bridge over the Grand canal 
Venice. It consists o f  a single arch 
built o f stone and topped with a tile- 
roofed structure of wood, the Interior 
o f which Is often decorated with pain’ - 
Ings and carvings and flanked with 
sweetmeat stalls at which weary trav­
elers regale themselves.

Another fairly common type of 
bridge Is the Iron-chain suspension 
bridge. One of these spans the Me­
kong river, which, owing to Its stroll-.’ 
current, is tinnavlgable. The bridge 
tins an elevation o f 8,900 feet, and !« 
about 80 yards long. It consists of 
a number of stout chains secured at 
both ends to massive piers of stone, 
on which are built picturesque chan 
ties.

Across the chains planks are laid.
forming a roadway, which Is wide 
enough for Inden mules to pass over 
As might be Imagined, these bridge- 
sway a lot. During a storm crossln. 
hecomes difficult, and sometimes im­
possible, for every bridge Is not safely- 
railed off.

Another example is thnt o f a bridge 
over the Paknol Ilka, which marks the 
boundary between Burma und China.
It spans nn Impetuous torrent, which 
Is studded with boulders and unford 
nlde during certain periods o f the 

| voHr. The bridge Is 20, yards lone 
very narrow anil very rickety. It Is 
built entirely o f bamboo, mid In Its 
general appearance bears a marked 
resemblance to the ordinary cantilever 
bridge o f  modern times.

A ir Lins A cross Sahara
It will soon be a matter of 48 hours 

—by nir— from Algiers to the River
Niger.

An airline across the Sahara Unking 
Algeria with the big, valuable posses 
slona of France In black Africa, which 
the French government has been 
studying seriously, will be a reality, 
possibly this year. Announcement of 
the project was made before the 
French parliament by the minister of 
wax and tile director of the air serv 
Ice after an Algerian deputy stressed 
the need of a trans-Sahuran aerial 
service.

The nation’s greatest migration is 
to be made thia summer.

According to figures furnished R.
H. Grant, general sales manager of 
the Chevrolet Motor Company, by 
official! o f  the American Automobile 
Asociation, before the close o f 1927 
40,000,000 people, a third o f the 
country’s population will travel by 
motor car.

o f $33,333,000 daily for them all, 
which in 33 days will total nearly 
$1,100,000,00. The hotel tourists 
will find their expenses running 
about even with the camping cohorts J 
although touring about only one- 
third as long, and will spend approxi­
mately $2,200,000,000. At the most 
conservative estimates it is safe to 
Assume that the resorts, hotels, gar­
ages, filling stations and other agen­
cies catering to motor travel will 
benefit to the extent of at least $3,- 
300,000,000 from this years mighty 
host o f  motor vacationists.

The vanguard o f the great migra­
tion already is upon the highways, 
the first hardy thousands setting out 
at the first signs of spring. Every 
touring area in the country is report­
ing substantial increase and these re­
ports have been borne out by the de­
mands for touring information made 
at automobile clubs.

Now Lakos Constantly
Forming in Florida

It la conceded that a greater por­
tion of the peninsula of Florida waa 
cast up by the sea. What Is consid­
ered the most tenable theory Is two- 
phased in a way, and points to the 
work of the tiny slielltlsh that created 
the reefs around which sand drifted, 
and undoubtedly floating seeds of the 
mangroves which, rooted in the sand, 
put a finishing touch on the land In 
Florida by catching and holding sand 
deposit, from the sea and gulf.

The sea has built and the sea has 
remodeled, for here and there are la- 
lands that show by their vegetation 
that they were once part of the main­
land or older portion of the peninsula.

Florida came from the wuter, and 
the thought has come up of late year, 
that it may return to it—at lenst a 
great part—not from any encroach­
ment by the sea or gulf, for the main­
land Is being added to constantly, but 
by the creution of lakes, many of 
which have appeared In the Inst 
decade.

It is true they have come, some from 
rains und some have appeared tn 
“sink holes” as outlets of huge spring, 
or underground rivers. Possibly some 
lakes are forming at the expense of 
others not far away, by seepage or the 
breaking through of actual channels 
and draining to some extent into 
bodies of wuter that lie at a lower altl* 
tude.

In the De Land district there are 
easily 100 lakes that were not there 
sixty years ago. This information 
comes from the very old-timers of the 
district, says the Philadelphia Record. j 

Jesse Driggers, formerly hrldgetnas- ; 
ter at the Crows Rluff bridge. Is author­
ity for the statement that there were 
no lakes worthy of the name In the 
De Land district when he went there 
In 1867, fifty-nine years ago.

Other old-timers verify the state­
ment and also point ont that lakes 
that were then are not now. Many 
have also receded a great deal; but 
they all agree that many lakes have 
come In the last fifty years.

All scientists agree that the earth's 
surface is changing constantly, and 
the greatest alternative agent Is water.

The growing number of lakes tn Vo­
lusia county come In low places, nat­
urally. and add to the lands* apa very 
materially In scenic beauty.

Fake auctions and prlvat - eales are 
used not only for furniture but also In 
the sale of jewelry and other merchan 
dise The lesson which this story 
teaches is that there is nothing to be 
gained by patronizing such sales. On 
the other hand, there Id a belter that: 
SO-SO chance of sustaining a loss.

Not all auctions are fraudulent, for 
some are conducted fairly and honest 
ly, but before you draw your savings 
from the bank and spend them for auc­
tion goods It will pay you to get the 
facts. For your own protection make 
It an unbreakable rule to confine your 
expenditures and Investments so re­
liable firms and Individuals. In deal­
ing with them you are assured a 
square deal.
