Twister Rules Given
Next month Texans will note the 

fifth anniversary of an event which 
transformed the neat center of a 
city Into a twisted debris laden mess 
In a matter of seconds —  the N\ aco 
Tornado.

Perhaps the best way to pay 
homage to the scores of people who 
lost their lives in the Waco disaster 
would be to heed and learn the
proper means of protecting our 
selves whenever a tornado is a 
threat.

An elaborate tornado detection 
warning system is now in operat­
ion thruout Texas and neighboring 
states with the central weather 
bureau in Kansas City. Whenever 
compiled weather indicate, the 
Kansas City bureau alerts all weath 
er bureaus in the affected area 
which in turn notify all local media 
of mass information such as radio 
and TV stations.

These stations then announce a 
severe weather alert carefully des­
cribing areas in which strong 
weather will occur. This does NOT 
mean a tornado is going to occur 
but it does mean that conditions are 
such that a tornado could develop.

F'rorn (his point the weather bur 
eau. the Ground Observer Corps 
and the Department of Fublic j 
Safety work hand in hand When- j 
ever radar picks up a likely trouble 
spot, a patrol is dispatched to the 
location to check. If it Is a tornado, 
the direction, approximate speed 
and exact location are determined 
by both the patrolman and by the 
use of three radar stations getting 
a nx on the trouble point.

Radio and TV stations are then 
immediately notified and a TORN­
ADO WARNING is issued describ­
ing the direction and speed This la 
the time to take action.

No Tornado warning la issued un­
til an actual tornado has been sigh­
ted and verified A period of severe 
weather alert is a time to 
prepare for action — . but a tornado 
warning means act — and act fast. 
Keep tuned to your radio t>r TV set 
and you will be immediately in­
formed.

If at home the southwest corner 
of the house offers greatest safety. 
Electricity and fuel lines should be 
turned off \\ indows on the north 
and east sides o f the house may 
also be opened to help reduce dam­
age to the building. If you have a 
storm cellar —  use It.

Free Speech Issue 
In Court Proceeding

LINCOLN, 111 —Free speech was 
the issue here in a contempt of 
court case in which nearly 600 per- 
sons faced possible fines and jail 
sentences

The defendants, many of them 
members of a reform group known 
as the "Good Government Council 
of Logan County.”  were cited for 
contempt for petitioning Circuit 
Judge Frank M. Bevan to replace 
a state’ s attorney in a case involv­
ing the prosecutor's friend

Judge Bevan said the petition 
contained "odious, defamatory lan­
guage concerning an official of this 
court," State's Attorney Edwin C. 
Mills.

Members of the Good Govern­
ment Council contended Judge 
Bevan could not hold them In con­
tempt and said if the prosecutor 
felt he was defamed by the peti­
tion he could sue them in a civil 
court.

The case arose when, as a result 
of action taken by the Good Gov­
ernment Council, Justice of the 
Peace Vincent Jones was charged 
with illegal diversion of funds col­
lected in overweight trucking fines 
Mr. Jones was charged with per­
jury. embezzlement and malfeas­
ance. •

The council followed up the case 
with a petition asking that Mr 
Jones, be replaced by a special or 
assistant prosecutor. e
