National Radio Tests 
To Start February 9

Dates for the National tests of 
radio reception to determine the 
causes o f statiev and fading were 
annuonced today after 4,000 o f the 
4.500 designated observation stations 
had expressed a willingness to take 
part in the survey, which is being 
Speedometer Corporation in cooper­
ation with the Northwestern Univer­
sity. The first test will he held on 
the night o f  February 9th from 8 
to 11 o'clock central standard time.
The second and third will be on the 

two succeeding nights at the same 
hours. Subsequent trials will be 
held throughout the winter, should 
the data obtained indicate that real 
pdogress In a search for the causes 
o f these two major radio annoyances 
is possible.

Itwas originally planntd to hold 
these tests in January, but owing to 
the niternational tests scheduled for 
that month it was decided to hold 
the fading and static tests at a later 
date.

Mostof the observations will be 
made by broadcast listeners using 
intemtaional receiving sets and de­
pending for the accuracy o f their re­
ports upon their own ears. How­
ever, to insure the scientific accuracy 
o f the result, twenty control stations 
equipped with electrical measuring 
devices and automatic recorders will 
be placed in the principal broadcast­
ing centers o f  the country.
